It la acknowledged that more 
cleanup is going on now than 
ever before but that It Is not 
happening fast enough. It Is 
charged that the ratio of Up 
service to the pollution problem 
to action Is more disproportion­
ate than ever before. Again, 
they are probably right.

As Interpreted, the law provides 
that one-half of a maximum 
fine of $2.500 for each Instance 
or day of violation may be paid 
to the person who gives infor­
mation leading to conviction.

"There is not much use to 
blame anyone particularly. 
There Is not much use to blame 
the so called system, which In 
this contest means Industry. 
There is not much use to 
charge the fault to progress — 
whatever that Is.

Since 1899 under a law known 
as the Refuse Act, there has 
been a prohibition against de­
positing “refuse” Into navigable 
waters except under a permit 
Issued by the Corps of Engi­
neers. The definition given “re­
fuse” Is broadly interpreted to 
Include all foreign substances 
and pollutants other than mu­
nicipal sewage from streets and 
ewers In a liquid form.

Under this Act there Is a 
sort of a bounty involved. Indi­
viduals who find Industry re­
fuse being discharged Into navi­
gable waters without a Corps of 
Engineer* permit, may Inform 
proper Federal officials whose 
duty it Is to prosecute offenders.

All sorts of remedies are being 
championed. Some are proposed 
by real experts who have been 
in the business and had the 
concern for many years. Other* 
are more recent self-appointed 
experts who find fault arlth 
about everything. Among the 
recommendations of the more 
recent professionals In the field 
of eliminating pollution. Is a re­
turn to the Stanley Steamer, 
which must have been a pretty 
good automobile in its time. 
"There la one being developed 
now In Ambler. Pennsylvania, 
which uses water and keroaene 
and reportedly produces 80 per 
cent leas harmful residuals 
than today's cars.

A United States Senator says 
that It arill be the American 
consumer, and particularly the 
American woman, w h o  can 
bring significant Influences by 
buying selectively products 
which cause less damage to the 
environment than others. He 
said the woman shopper should 
buy soft drinks In returnable 
botUes. spuming the throw­
aways. She should also buy sub­
stitutes for the high-phosphor­
ate detergents which contribute 
to the pollution of our lakes and 
streams. The Senator said that 
each year this country Is mas­
sively cluttered with 78 Billion 
throw-away boUlea. cans and 
Jars, which averages 30 contain­
ers for every man. woman and 
child In the worid.
