Campaigns are shaping up on 
some of the seven proposed con­
stitutional amendments to be 
voted on by Texans at the Gen­
eral Election on November 3.

While public Interest centers 
on the llquor-by-the-drink a- 
mendent. there are other major 
alterations In the state's laws to 
be considered by the voters.

In their order on the ballot, 
these are;

1. Enlarge the powers of the 
Judicial QualKlcatlona Commis­
sion to censure or remove lower 
court Judges and Justices of the 
peace as well as district and ap­
pellate Judges.

2. Authorize the legislature to 
enact a law on the sale of mixed 
drink.s.

3. Provide for legislative es­
tablishment of a uniform meth­
od of tax assessment on ranch, 
(arm and forest lands based on 
the capability of the lands to 
support the raising of livestock 
or production of farm and for­
est crops.

4. Make the State Building 
Commission a three - member 
appointive agency.

5. Permit counties to Issue 
road bonds up to one-fourth of 
their assessed real property val­
uation on a majority vote.

8. Make town or city home­
steads o f $10.000 and less ex­

empt from forced sale (present­
ly set at SS.OOO'.

7. Allow the legislature to pro­
vide for consolidating offices 
and functions of government 
and for performance of govern­
mental (unctions by contract 
between the political suodlvl- 
slons In any county.

The seven amendments ap­
pear In full form In this Issue of 
the paper. Voters are reminded 
to study each of the proposals 
between now and election time.

Texas voters have adopted 195 
amendments t* the 1876 consti­
tution, over the years, and re­
jected 125.

Shotguns must be plugged 
permanteiy to three-shell ca­
pacity and may not be larger 
than 10 gauge. Rifles are pro­
hibited.

The closed area is south and 
west of a line 'extending along

Mission, and from Mission to 
the north city limits of Hidalgo 
vU FM 1016 and FM 1926 dur­
ing the concurrent white-wing­
ed and mourning dove season.

Dudget Approved 
By School Board
The Ooldthwalte School Board 
meeting In regular session last 
Monday night approved the 
school budget for the 1970-71 
school year.

Total budget calls for $312.- 
580.00. according to announce­
ment by 8upt. Gilbert Darls.

The tax rate for the school 
district was approved at $1.50 
per $100 evalu-xtlon which Is the 
same as last year. Last year 
$1.25 of the tax rate went to 
operations and 30r went for In­
terest and sinking fund for 
bonded Indebtedness. This year 
$1 40 will go for operations and 
15< for the sinking fund.

Contract was awarded to Con­
oco to supply gas for the school 
year and Pure Milk was given 
contract for supplying the 
schools with milk. Schmidt and 
Wright received contract to sup­
ply broom dust mops.

The board approved lunch­
room rates the same as last 
year. These will be In effect un­
til mid-term. At that time rates 
may have to be revised, accord­
ing to Supt. Davis. Lunch prices 
at present arc 30f for clemen 
Ury studenU. S5e for high 
students, and 40  ̂ for teachers.

The school lunchroom staffs 
bake all bread products used. 
These include llghtbread. hot 
rolls, hamburger buns and corn- 
bread.

The Department map clearly
