SCS8 conducts a constant
search for superior strains of
grasses and other plants, Studer
said.

“What we're looking for are
strains of grasses that will help
solve some specific environmen-
tal ‘problems,” Studer explained.
“In Texas, we need grasses that
will thrive on several drouthy
soils; cool season plants that
will extend the grazing season;
and plants that will provide
forage for livestock while also
providing better food and cover
for more Kinds of wildlife.”

Studer added that conserva-
tionists also need salt tolerant
grasses that will grow on a wide
variety of problem sites, forms
and woody plants useful to
wildlife and livestock that can
be planted in range seeding
mixtures, and water-tolerant

' that will curb wave ac-
tion on earthen dams.

To help coordinate the search
for better plants, SCS operates
20 plant materials centers in the
United States. One is located in
Texas at Knox City. Scientists
the these centers grow and
evaluate plants from all over
the world to help find strains
that will solve specific problems.

less they are in water, so all
standing water around your
premises should be eliminated.
Water can be caught in discard-
ed bicycle and automobile tires,
tin cans or old jars, in bird-
baths, unused fishponds, shrub-
bery or a flat roof. Eliminate
these water traps, being careful
to check behind shrubbery.
Septic tanks, cisterns and
tubs provide excellent breeding
places unless they are tightly
covered. Recent rains may have
left stagnant ponds where mos-
quitoes can breed. If there is
standing water on your prem-
ises, spraying it with an insecti-
cide or a small quantity of kero-
sene will kill the larvae—some-
times called wiggletails. To
check for larvae, dip up a cup-
ful — preferably with a white

cup weekly and look for the
larvae
Residual spraying of human

habitations, screening sleeping
and living quarters (or use of
!mnequito netting), will help
| control mosquito bites.

If you are in the open, especi~-
|ally at dusk, dawn or during
the nighttime, use a repellant
to lessen the risks of mosquito
bites.

A vaccine has been released
through the United States De-
partment of Agriculture for
horses, and aerial spraying has
taken place in South Texas.
Halting the movement of horses,
mules and donkeys from the af-
fected areas will further limit
the spread of the disease. By
containing the disease in small
areas, or pockets, more effective
control measures can be em-
ployed in a shorter length of
time.

But, says the State Health
Department, an individual can
play an important part in this
activity by practicing good vec-
tor control in his own environ-
ment.
