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30-Year Award
Mr. Paul Lee of Moline, Texas, 

a volunteer weather observer 
since 1942, was presented a 
30-year length-of-servlce award 
for this outstanding service. Mr. 
Lee began taking rainfall ob­
servations at Moline on Febru­
ary 19. 1942.

Mr. I.ee has an 8-Inch stan­
dard non-recording rain gage 
and a 12-lnch recording rain 
gage, located near his store and 
Post Office at Moline. Mr. Lee 
reports directly via telephone to 
the National Weather Service 
Office In Waco whenever one- 
half Inch or more precipitation 
falls In his gages within 24- 
hours. Follow-up reports are 
telephoned as needed. Hourly 
precipitation data from Moline 
are published monthly In Hour­
ly Precipitation Data-Texas, 
which Is distributed nation­
wide.

Presentation of the length- 
of-servlce award was made 
by Robert Orton, Climatologist 
for Texas, Austin, at 10:30 a.m., 
Wednesday, March 1st, at Mr. 
Lee’s store at Moline.

Mr. Lee received a congratu­
latory letter from L. R. Mahar, 
Director of the National Wea­
ther Service, Southern Region 
Headquarters. Fort Worth.

"Mr. Lee Is one of more than 
900 Cooperative Weather Ob­
servers currently active In Tex­
as. The success of our climato­
logical program is due In great 
measure to these conscientious 
citizens, for without the records 
they have made available, our 
knowledge of the climate of 
Texas (and the United States) 
would be meager Indeed. With 
all the advances of modem tec­
hnology, Including satellites 
and automatic stations for ob­
serving the weather, the serv­
ices of the volunteer observers 
are more valuable than ever. 
The data these men and women 
have gathered Is vital to agri­
culture, industry, and com­
merce although such enter­
prises may be located consider­
able distance from their weath­
er stations, and their timely 
weather reports help reduce loss 
of life and damage caused by 
tornadoes, floods, hurricanes 
and other weather hazards.

The business of controlling 
mesqulte In Texas got a real 
"shot In the arm" on February 
9 when the Environmental Pro­
tection Agency approved the use 
of the herbicide, Tordan 225 
Mixture. The herbicide has been 
tested for mesqulte control for 
several years and has proved 
twice as effective as previous 
chemical brush killers.

Use of Tordan 225 Mixture 
will be policed closely by the 
Dow Chemical Company which 
manufactures the herbicide. 
Only operators who have had
special training and approved 
will be permitted to apply the 
herbicide. Range sites must also 
be pre-examlned by Dow Chem­
ical personnel.

Tordan 225 Mixture may be 
applied only under prescribed 
wind, weather, and growth con­
ditions and on specific kinds of 
brush. The herbicide can be an 
Important weapon for land ow­
ners in the battle to control the 
state’s number 1 brush problem 
to produce forage and restore 
natural range conditions. Thus, 
its proper use cannot be over­
emphasized if it Is to perform 
safely and effectively.

’The approximately base cost 
per acre using Tordan 225 Mix­
ture including chemicals, emu­
lsifier, disel oil, and water to 
make 4-5 gallons solutloh per 
acre are $8.50 per acre for two 
quarts per acre, or $5.35 per acre 
for one quart per acre. The lat­
ter figure would probably apply 
to our area.

’Time of application of Tor­
dan 225 Mixture Is 40-90 days 
after first green growth appears 
at the bud In the Spring. All 
types of water should not be 
contaminated with this chemi­
cal.

goat raisers in 73 West Texas 
counties to vote before mid­
night March 28 on a proposed 
predator control program.

Gov. Preston Smith left tim­
ing of a special legislative ses­
sion up In the air after the Te­
xas Supreme Court, In effect, 
said there has to be one.

The High Court, not unex­
pectedly, concluded that Secre­
tary of State Bob Bullock could 
not order public financing of 
primary elections without prior 
legislative authority.

Smith conceded that appar­
ently left him no alternative 
but to summon lawmakers back 
to work In advance of the May 
6 primaries. He said he wanted 
to postpone the unhappy deed 
as long as possible and was not 
prepared to say when he would 
have to act.

Meana'hlle, to help Smith 
with his decision, Bullock’s staff 
compiled data on estimated 
costs of the May 8 and June 3 
elections and when the bills 
would fall due.

Most legislators faced with e- 
lection campaigns hoped the 
session would be limited to the 
primary finance Issue alone — 
or perhaps that the highway 
b illia rd  controls. The latter 
legislation is needed soon to a- 
vold a threatened 324 million 
cut in federal road building 
funds alloted Texas.

Another special session will be 
needed later (unless Smith de­
cides to lump all business into 
a single pre-election call) to 
approve a 1973 state appropri­
ations act replacing the budget 
Items vetoed last year by the 
governor.

Bitterness is expected to flare 
In the House of Representatives 
on opening day of the session— 
whenever It Is. An effort is al­
most certain lo be made to oust 
Speaker Gus Mutacher who is 
being tried in Abilene on char­
ges of conspiring to accept a 
bribe In the form of 1989 bank 
loans and pre-arranged insur­
ance stock profits.

lands and by federal agencies 
for the purpose of controlling 
predators.

" I t ’s now absolutely essential 
that we have additional trained 
predator control personnel in 
the sheep and goat producing 
areas of Texas.” says Bill 81ms, 
executive secretary of the Texas 
Sheep and Goat Raisers' Asso­
ciation, sponsors of the refer­
endum.

81ms said more trappers are 
necessary, especially since the 
few trappers now working can 
no longer use poisons. Sims said 
he had been adv^ed by Milton 
Caroline, state supervisor of the 
U. 8. Division of WUdllfe Serv­
ices at San Antonio, that all 
poison baits are being removed 
from Texas ranches in compll 
ance with the presidential or­
der. Deadline for removing 
poison baits is March 9, weather 
permitting. |

Sima said the basic proposal 
In the referendum is to estab­
lish a method of financing the 
cost of adding some 32 or more 
trappers to the existing force 
now working on predator con­
trol In Texas. The referendum 
is to be conducted by mall bal­
lot and to be valid, ballots must 
be postmarked no later than 
midnight March 28. Permission 
for holding the referendum was 
granted by the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture at the con­
clusion of a public hearing held 
January 7 In Austin.
