There has never been a time 
In the history of man when 
mankind did not live under ten­
sion. From the earliest accounts 
of man — from the temptation 
In the garden of Eden, there 
have been three kinds of ten­
sions. Tension between man and 
God, between man and man and 
man In tension with himself.

God Is righteous and requires 
rightness of us. Since our na­
ture is such that it is, we love 
to do what is forbidden much 
rather than to do what Is bid­
den. This earns punishment for 
us and separates us from God. 
It Is also natural for man to 
ignore God, to go. his own way 
and in a sense feel liberated.

Tension between man and 
man has manifests itself In his­
tory. From the beginning, Adam 
tried to blame his mate for the 
difficulty they got Into. Then 
one son, Cain, killed his brother 
Abel out of jealousy, and so It 
has been down through history. 
Men have learned to resent each 
other. Jealousy develops and 
bad feelings lead to evil acts. 
Especially is this true when one 
feels superior to another and 
feels threatened by the other. 
This holds true not only for In­
dividuals, but also for nations. 
Since we give In to this old 
nature we have wars and 
threatenlngs of wars and thus 
feel insecure and live under the 
tension of fear. We may not al­
ways be conscious of this fear, 
but it’s there.

Tension within oneself is most 
often not recognized. Symptoms 
are sometimes thought of as be­
ing the disease. Seldom is a 
disease cured by the treatment 
of the symptom only. The root 
cause must be found and treat­
ed. One knows what he should 
be, but Is dissatisfied with what 
he Is. Result — Internal tension.

Since our society Is In a sense 
"artificial" we loin it in order 
not to be different. The struggle 
we have within us causes us to 
treat symptoms. We struggle to 
find what we are looking for. 
We have artlflcally Induced 
sleep. We take sleeping pills, 
many of which are drugs. Then 
we stimulate ourselves to be 
alert — that with other drugs. 
We seek moments of joy, also by 
artlflcal means. No wonder a 
drug culture has developed. 
Quite often those who speak the 
loudest against this are them­
selves dependent In this way on 
finding some measure of satis­
faction.

Tensions can be good when 
used properly. Competition Is 
never without tension. But what 
I have described la not use, but 
abuse. It Is a form of escape 
from the world of reality. We 
live In a world of reality and

we must each find our rightful 
place In it. For the Christian It 
Is the world where he la to ba 
the “salt" of the earth. He is to 
be “ light” an example. He live* 
by the wisdom of God as he !■ 
enlightened by the Spirit. Under 
His guidance the Christian wltt 
remain in communion with 
God. He knows his needs and 
depends on God to help him 
meet those needs. He has the 
courage to live with himself and 
with ethers as one who Is un­
worthy, yet loved by God and 
bought with a great price Hn 
knows that God has made him 
worth a lot since such a great 
price was paid for him. Then 
the Christian will try to live U|> 
to that worthiness which God 
has given him. Hell do it by 
faithful service In His kingdom.

Meeting May 15

Sewer System Growth Indicates 
Goldthwaite Is Alive And Growing

A sketch of the hUtory of 
Ooldthwalte's sewer system re­
veals that It paralleb our city’s 
growth.

Ooldthwalte’s original Sewer 
Plant was built In 1935, with a 
WPA Grant from the Govern­
ment and using WPA labor. 
With this arrangement only a 
smaU part of the project was 
financed locally.

The plans were probably 
never approval by the Texas 
SUte Health Department. ’The 
plant consisted of an Mhoff 
Tank with sludge beds for 
drain off purposes.

By the year 1940 Ooldthwalte 
had begun to have trouble with 
the plant and the quality of the 
water down stream. ’The trou­
ble progressed and the State 
Health Department was called 
to advise what could and what 
should be done. ’They recom­
mended that we build a trickl­
ing filter to run the water 
tlirough, to Improve the ef­
fluent by adding oxygen and 
remove some of the undigested 
solids, thus decreasing the BOD 
(Biochemical Oxygen Demand).

After some two years use It 
was discerned that the filter 
was not doing the Job as hoped. 
In fact It was determined that 
the quality of the water was 
worse than before the so called 
filter was installed.

’There followed a period of 
discussion with land owners, 
citizens, and travelers and also 
the health department, during 
which time advice was sought 
from all sources. Down stream 
land owners were asked to use 
the water |oc Irrigation thus 
solving two problems, object­
ions! odors and dry weather.

In the late forties, L. B. Bum- 
ham bought the property ou 
which the plant is located and 
Immediately became Interested 
In use of the water for Irriga­
tion. The City Council entered 
an agreement with Burnham 
whereby he furni.thed the land 
and the City built a lagoon for 
storage of the water and Instal­
led a pump for his use In Irri­
gation. ’The system has worked 
very well for some time, but the

Increased use of detergenU by 
customers and the apparent be­
lief by some people that It Is 
alright to turn most anything 
into the sewer, has resulted In 
the plant not doing a sufficient 
job to satisfy either the City or 
the health authorities.

Due to recent legislation the 
Water PoUutlon Control Board, 
has come Into being. ’This body 
has condemmed the facilities 
which are now operating on 
only a temporary permit.

Several years ago the city 
council hired Rady and Associ­
ates of Ft. Worth, an engineer­
ing firm, to make a complete 
study of the sewer system to 
determine the most feasable 
thing to do on a basis within 
means. Rady came up with an 
overall plan of extension of 
lines and plant Improvement at 
a cost of some $320,000. The 
council was reluctant to at­
tempt such an expenditure lo­
cally. It was decided to wait 
until some aid could be had 
from government sources.

A plan of extension was adop­
ted on a pay as you go basis. 
With this method sewer con­
nection were made available to 
one hundred additional custo­
mers and relieved some bad 
conditions around town. Plans 
are to continue this project as 
time and money permit.

Plans are drawn and an ap­
plication has been made to all 
government «tepartmenti for 
approval of plans and help In 
financing a new and modem 
sewer treatment plant for Oold­
thwalte. It is hoped to get a 
fifty-five per cent grant from 
the Federal Government and 
further aid from State depart­
ments.

An election will be called 
soon and further details of this 
project will be published later. 
City Manager, W. C. Barnett, 
and the Ooldthwalte City Coun­
cil consider the sewer system a 
high priority development.
