Dept. 61 Public Salety Announces 
Farm Vehicle Equipment Regulations

While many Central Texas 
farmers and ranchers are pre­
paring for the harvesting sea­
son now in progress, many trai­
lers and trucks are being r e e l ­
ed for their annual use. Yet 
many do not know or under­
stand laws concerning these ve­
hicles and their equipment.

Lt. Sherman Collins of the De­
partment of Public Safety re­
cently explained the registration 
and equipment requirements 
after many calls for Information 
were received by DPS officials.

"Equipment requirements for 
these vehicles are somewhat 
complicated because require­
ments for lights on farm trucks 
and trailers are the same as for 
other commercial vehicles their 
size,” Collins said. He suggested 
farmers should contact their lo­
cal DPS patrolman for details of 
light and brake requirements.

“But,” Collins said, “Registra­
tion of farm vehicles 1s not qillte 
so complicated. A farm truck Is 
a vehicle used by the owner for 
the transportation of his own 
agricultural products from his 
farm or ranch or the transpor­
tation of supplies to his farm or 
ranch.”

In addition to this a farm 
truck may be used by the owner 
and memers of his family as a 
pas.senger vehicle for other nec­
essities of the home or family.

When a farm truck Is needed 
to transport a load of larger 
tonnage than the vehicle Is re­
gistered to haul, the owner may 
purchase a short term permit 
that raises the registered weight 
of the vehicle to the amount

necessary. These short term per­
mits are available for periods of 
one month, three months, six 
months or nine months.

These permits allow a farmer 
to register for the amount of re­
gistration needed in peak use 
periods without buying the ma­
ximum registration for the full 
year. Contact the County Tax 
Assessor-Collector for Informa­
tion on these permits.

Farm trailers (a trailer desi­
gned and used primarily as a 
farm vehicle) are exempt from 
registration when the gross 
weight (trailer plus load) of the 
vehicle does not exceed 4.000 lbs. 
These light farm trailers (4,000 
lbs. and under) do not have to 
display any type of registration.

“A farm trailer weighing In 
excess of 4,000 lbs. gross weight 
but not exceeding 10,000 lbs. 
gross weight may be registered 
with the $5.30 farm trailer 
plate,” Collins said. Farm trai­
lers used solely to transport cot­
ton with a gross weight exceed­
ing 4,000 lbs. but not more than 
15,000 lbs. may also be registered 
with the $5.30 farm trailer plate.

In summary, all farm trailers 
In excess of 4.000 lbs. gross wt., 
must be registered. A farm tta l- 
ler In excess of 10,000 lbs. gross 
wt. and a cotton trailer in ex­
cess of 15.000 lbs. gross wt. must 
be registered with regular tra i­
ler registration In the amount of 
the actual gross wt. Farm trai­
lers lawfully dlflilaylng farm 
trailer plates are exempt from 
the annual Motor Vehicle In ­
spection requirements.

Domestic Use 01 Moliair Fiber 
Is On The Increase In United States

The demand for mohair fi­
ber by the domestic textile In­
dustry has shown a tremendous 
Increase during 1972 and the 
prosi>ects are very good for con­
tinued good domestic usage of 
mohair for the coming year.

This encouraging report was 
given to directors of the Mohair 
Council of America during their 
rcml-annual meeting held Au­
gust 24 at Kerrvllle by Sherman 
Crough of Boston, mohair buy­
er for Bentley and Co.

Crough said Bentley and Co’s 
domuslic orders for mohair top 
were twice as good In the first 
half of 1972 as compared to the 
year earlier, and he said his 
company believes the Mohair 
Council's promotional efforts 
were responsible for much of the 
renewed Interest In mohair be­
ing shown by the domestic tex­
tile manufacturers. Crough said 
the future looks good “based on 
top orders that have continued 
over a longer period than those 
in the past.”

Dolph Briscoe of Uvalde, the 
Texas Democratic gubernatorial 
nominee and first president of 
the Council, said he felt the 
Council had met most of its ob­
jectives set out in 1966 and said 
he believed the prewnt good mo­
hair market was a reflection of 
the Councll’a promotional ac­
tivities In the marketplace.

The one-day session drew a 
large crowd of directors, grow­
ers, members of the mohair

trade and officials of govern­
ment and universities. The 
meeting featured in-depth dis­
cussions of the Council’s overall 
programs and operations, Its 
financial situation and plans 
for market development mission 
to Spain and Italy Oct. 1-15 to 
be conducted cooperatively by 
the Council and the Foreign Ag­
riculture Service Roger Lowen 
of Washington, a FAS official, 
said the mission would be to 
promote mohair and to develop 
contacts in the Spanish and 
Italian markets.

Noel Fry of Del Rio. Council 
president, observed that the mo­
hair Industry is showing a ra­
pid recovery in the marketplace 
but expressed concern over the 
drop In mohair production and 
In Angora goat numbers. The 
lb72 clip is expected to be about 
13 million pounds Sidney Co­
hen of Washington, with the 
ASCS, reported that the average 
price of mohair sold so far In 
1972 was 65 cents a pound. He 
said the agriculture department 
expects the incentive pajrment 
to be considerably less next year 
In view of the good market 
prices being paid.

In other action, directors vo­
ted to ask for a 1V4 cent per 
pound deduction from the In­
centive payment made on 1972 
mohair sales and voted to allow 
each district one »rector for 
each $5.000 deducted from pro­
ducers’ price support paymenU 
from within a dUtrlct.

Drunk Driving Carries Many Stiff 
Penalties In Foreign Countries
In San Salvador, a person 

convicted of driving while In­
toxicated can be executed by a 
firing squad. In Turkey, he can 
be taken twenty miles from his 
home and fo rc^  to walk home 
under escort. In  South Africa, 
he can be put In prison for ten 
years and fined $2.800.00.

Sound a bit stiff? Perhaps It 
is.

The Central Texas Alcohol 
Safety Action Project (CTAS- 
AP) Is also attempting to stop 
people from driving after drink­
ing excessively, but its efforts 
seem mild in comparison.

Currently CTASAP Is concen­
trating on stricter detection, 
enforcement and prosecution of 
the one or two percent who 
drive while drunk and who 
cause over half of Central Tex­
as’ traffic fatalities.

CTASAP is also Interested In 
the three-fourths of American 
adults who drink moderately 
and then drive. A special public 
Information program Is being 
developed for this group.

•■’The Project does not advo­
cate driving after drinking any 
amount, but does recognize that 
many adults do drink a little 
and then drive but don’t  run a- 
foul of the law,” said William J . 
McCaffrey, Director of the CTA­
SAP. “If a person actually 
knows how much he can drink 
without Impairing his driving 
skill, and If he then stays with­
in this limit, or makes plans not 
to drive—he should avoid the 
harsh reality of a DWI convic­
tion.

“If  People are going to con­
tinue to drink and drive—then 
knowledge of alcohol’s effects 
and of responsible drinking and 
alternatives to driving are es­
sential for the safety of a great 
proportion of our area citizens," 
McCaffrey concluded.

Public Information efforts un­

der consideration by the Cen 
trsd Texas Alcohol Safety Ac­
tion Project Include:

1. A Breathalyser van, which 
will travel to various area esta­
blishments where alcohol bever­
ages are consumed on the pre 
mises. Persons will be Invited to 
have their Blood-Alcohol-Con 
centratlon iBAC» Level tested, 
and they will be offered free 
rides home If they "flunk” the 
test or otherwise feel unable to 
drive.

2. A “hot-line” t e l e p h o n e  
number, manned by volunteers, 
which a person can call If he 
feels he is unable to drive be­
cause he has had too much to 
drink.

3. Breathalyzer and videotape 
demonstrations to civic grouiM 
or at shopping centers to help 
cultivate public Interest and 
support.

4. A v o l u n t a r y  roadside 
breath check of drivers In the 
Central Texas area.

5. Distribution of "Blood-Al 
cohol Charts,” which help a per 
son guage hls BAC according to 
hls weight, amount of alcohol 
consumed and time elapsed, -to 
places where alcoholic beverages 
are sold. The Licensed Beverage 
Distributors In the area have a- 
greed to cooperate In dlstribut 
Ing these charts.

6. Informative pamplets, films 
and guest speakers for the sec­
ondary schools, for use In driver 
education or health courses. Ma­
terials are now being selected 
tor this program. In which all 
secondary schools in the Central 
Texas area will be Invited to 
participate.

The CTASAP, a project of the 
Central Texas Council of Gov­
ernments funded by the Texas 
Traffic Safety Administration 
and the National Traffic Safety 
Administration.

Frank 
Calhoun of Abilene from the 
speaker's race last week, after 
concluding th at Daniel was too 
far out front to catch, left the 
31-year-old attorney from Lib­
erty free of a major challenger.'

Rep. Jam es E. Nugent of Kerr- 
vllle, who had planned to enter 
the contest earlier, endorsed 
Daniel.

Before Calhoun's withdrawal. 
Daniel claimed more than 100 
commitments from House mem­
bers or nominees.

"So many of the old and the 
new members had committed to 
my opponent before 1 got Into 
the race, th a t my continuance 
In the campaign would place a 
burden on my supporters that I 
do not feel Justified In causing," 
said Calhoun.

Daniel, son of former Gover­
nor Price Daniel, came from a 
long way back to emerge as the 
shoo-in candidate for speaker.

When Rep. Rayford Price of 
Palestine von the poet in spéc­
ial session last spring after a 
resignation of former Speaker 
Gus Mutacher, he was consider­
ed a cinch to keep the Job dur­
ing the 63rd Legislature.

But Price was defeated for re- 
election to his House teat in the 
June 3 Democratic runoff pri­
mary by Rep. Fred Head of 
Troup.

Daniel, meanwhile, had been 
busy rounding up comoUtmenU 
from incumbent lawmakers and 
new nominees.

SAFETY COURSE OFFERED

Texans who counplete a new 
defensive driving course after 
September 1 can become eligible 
for a 10 per cent reduction In 
their annual auto Insurance pol­
icies.

Texas Safety Association has 
accepted responsibility for co­
ordinating the Natlonsil Safety 
Council course.

The course will cost about $10 
or less per person, and the re­
sulting credit to good {or three 
years.

Individual M rings over the 3- 
year period are estimated at a - 
bnut $45 — or $43 million state­
wide. Duplications are not al­
lowed for the new course In ad­
dition to the driver training 
course.

In  famlllea with two or more 
cars, the principal drivers of 
each car will have to take the 
coarse to qualify for credit on 
all vehicles. After the three-year 
period, the course must be re­
peated by drivers to continue 
qualification for the 10 per cei.t 
credit.
