sought to put the new cost ad-
justment schedule into effect im-
mediately. The board defined
‘excess fuel and power costs’
as: the difference between two
mills per kilowatt hour (the pre-
sent contractural cost of gas-
generated power) and the actual
cost per kilowatt hour of all
fuel used in all of the Authority’s
steam electric generating plants;
plus this same difference in pur-
chasing emergency power from
other power companies; extra-
ordinary costs of operating the
\uthority’s Comal Plant when
necessary; and the costs of
storing alternate fuels for emer-
gency purposes.

The proposal was set forth to
over 200 representatives of cities
and co-ops Friday morning by
Sim Gideon, General Manager of
LCRA. In an attempt to gain
immediate approval of the new
terms, Gideon said: ‘When your
house is on fire you don’t stand
around discussing ways the fire
could have been preventedor why
it started, you get the fire put
out asquickly as possible inorder
to limit the damage.” The ‘fire,’
in this case, was a telegram re-
ceived by LCRA from Coastal
States Gas Producing Company
on May 15 stating that gas cur-
tailments in the future would be
more frequent, lengthier and
broader than in the past eight
months.

According to LCRA Legal Con-
sultant Clint Small, this notifi-
eation was the first provable
breech of contract by Coastal,
although it followed eight months
of curtailments which the pro-
ducers claimed were caused by
mechanical failures or ‘acts of
God.” In the May 15 telegram,
no such claims were made, the
reasons given as a shortage in
reserve supply. As a result of
this breech, .CRA intends tofile
suit for damages against Coastal,
but Small indicated that such a
suit could be years in litigation,
and even when settled would not
aid the power shortage.

Immediately uponreceiving the
May 15 telegram, LCRA appealed
to the Texas Railroad Commis-
sion for a higher priority rating
during this critical period. LCRA
servicing power plants for pri-
marily domestic use, had held
a ‘D’ priority, which meant that
its customers received gas only
after A. B and C priority com-
panies had been served. Friday
night, the Railroad Commission
raised the LCRA's rating to ‘B’
priority pending the Commis-
sion’s scheduled meeting with
Coastal States and the power com-
panies on June 13. It is not
clear at this time what effect
the new priority rating will have
on available gas supplies.

What has caused this sudden
gas shortage? Is it really so
sudden? And is there really a
shortage?

According to Clint Small,
Coastal States stated in its year-
ly report in June, 1971, that it
had had its best year in history
and had ample gas reserves. In
June, 1972, Coastal reported a
new high in dedicated gas re-
serves — a record eleven bil-
lion, 600 million cubic feet. Yet
just four months later — in Oct.
curtailments commenced which
lasted through the winter, cul-
minating in the May 15 declara-
tion that reserves were depleted
to the point that a 50 percent
curtailment would probably con-

tinve through the summer
months.
Where did those record

>

reserves go infour short months”
Coastal claims — and other custo-
mers confirm - that gas supply
to all of their customers has
been equally curtailed. Mayor
Campbeli of Lampasas, spokes-
man for the thirty Central Texas
Cities, asked LLCRA if they had
personally checked to see if

Atty. Gen. John Hill filed the first
big test case — against Exxon
Corporation — to recover full
market value of royalty gas pro-
duced on state lands for the school
fund and University of Texas.

The suit alleges the state's
price is not limited to amounts
agreed to in contracts, nor to
the low ceiling price set by Fed-

Hill has estimated many mil-
lions of dollars rest on outcome
of the litigation, Current FP(
ceiling price is in some cases
less than 20 cents per 1,000 cubic
feet of gas. while actual market
value is estimated at 45 cents
per 1,000 cubic feet in recent
sales.

The suit seeks to compel Exxon
to pay the current market value
or, alternatively, to allow
the state to take its royalty gas
““in kind"' for use or resale.
The state claims it is due not
less than $500.00 from Exxon,
and many other producers are
expected to be made defendants
soon.

LAND PROGRAM EXTENSION

Coastal was holding out gas re-
serves, He used the allegory:
‘If T contract to buy a man’s
calves, | check to make sure
he has the calves to sell." Small
replied: ‘You can see calves —
you can't see gas.’

Coastal appeared before the
Railroad Commission May 1 and
2 to ask that its contract rates
increase be allowed with cost
of gas adjustment clauses. Be-
fore, Coastal had stated that it
had adequate gas reserves to
meet all of its contract obli-
gations. At the meeting, the
collecting company pleaded near
gas bankruptcy. As if to con-
tradict suggestions that the
claimed shortage of reserves is
contrived to bring about price
increases, Coastal has refusedto
guarantee adequate supply to in-
dividual companies which have
offered to pay any price for a
guaranteed adequate supply. The
opinion was voiced, however, that
this refusal might be an effort
to maintain the illusion of a short
supply in order to gain the in-
crease from all customers.
Coastal has promised more gas
w those companies or authori-
ties which will pay higher prices,
but the additional amount pro-
mised would be, in LCRA terms,
‘a mere drop in the bucker’ to
actual needs.

In an attempt to ascertain the
precise status of Coastal’s re-
serves, LCRA has employed an
expert consultant from Washing-
ton, D.C., to examine Coastal’s
books. Texas Railroad Com-
mission has ordered Coastal to
open their books to this investi-
gator.

The Friday morning meeting
of LCRA and the representatives
of the thirty Cities and eleven
co-ops was recessed at 1 p.m.
in order that the customers might
consuilt and decide what to do
about the new proposal. The
meeting will reconvene Wed-
nesday morning, May 30, at 9:30
a.m

City Manager Don Petty and
Mayor Ray Duren attended the
meeting last Friday, but were
uncertain whether they would at-
tend the upcoming meeting Wed.

At this meeting, the customer
group will set forth the specif-
ics of the ‘temporary assistance’
clause in the released statement.
LCRA has stated that, should its
customers fail to grant the in-
crease, power would probably be
curtailed up to 50 percent start-
ing immediately, asthe Authority
has no other means of obtaining
funds other than from its custo-
mers. Additional funds will be
required to purchase oil to aug-
ment the expected shortage in
natural gas supply from Coastal

States.

LCRA. Cities. 0-ops Stll At Odds

The Lower Colorado River
Authority last Wednesday refused
to accept a proposal from the
30 cities and 11 cooperatives
it served for a period of 90
days of financial assistance dur-
ing the peak-load summer months
of this year.

Representatives from Gold-
thwaite, City Manager Don Petty
and Mayor Ray Duren, were a-
mong many others who are ne-
gotiating with the power com-
pany following announced natural
gas cutbacks.

The offer of the cities and
co-ops was rejected by the board
of LCRA and then the board
adopted a resolution approving
the ‘‘excess fuel and power cost
adjustment schedule'’ which had
been proposed at an earlier meet-
ing.

This move set aside existing
contracts with the 30 municipal-
ities and 11 cooperatives curren-
tly purchasing wholesale electric
power from LCRA and clears the
way for higher monthly rates.

In addition, the LCRA board
appealed to its customers to vol-
untarily curtail power consump-
tion by 30 percent in order to
relieve the load on the system.

If consumption can be reduced,
LLCRA officials hope to be able
to store more fuel oil reserves.
Otherwise, LCRA may be faced
with a deficiency of fuel oil be-
fore June 13. Increased gas
supply from Coastal States Gas
Producing Co., has been prom-
ised to LCRA through June 13:

Low Electric Rates

It was illustrated with a com-
parison chart that other cities
have much higher electric rates
than does the City of Goldth-
waite. Brownwood, for example,
would charge a residential cus-
tomer over twice as much for a
1,000 KWH load of electricity
in a month, than would the City.

+ Use fuel conserving methods
with wactrs, trucks and other
machine driven equipment.

I'he Department since Febru-
ary has been monitoring the farm
fuel supply situation through its
more than 2,800 ASCS County
Offices. Any shortages are re-
ported immediately through State
ASCS Offices to Washington. In
addition, a regular farm fuel sit-
uation report isprepared for Sec-
retary of Agriculture Earl
L. Butz every Wednesday.

Any problems that
are forwarded immediately to the
Office of Oil and 00G),
U, S. Department of the Interior,
for solution under the voluntary
allocation program. William I
Simon, Chairman of the Presi-
dent’s 0il Policy Committee and
Deputy Secretary of the Trea-
sury, has pointed out that farmers
and the food industry have
priority in getting petroleum pro-
ducts.

AUSTIN, TEXAS — The 63rd
Legislature’s failure to agree on
even a stopgap aid to education
revision set off repeated demands
from House members for a
special session.

Speaker Price Daniel Jr. join-
ed in the chorus, calling on the
House Education Committee to
“‘prepare, polish and refine'’ a
school finance bill ““for legis-
lative action no later than Sept.
15."
Gov. Dolph Briscoe, who holds
the key to whether or not there
is going to be a special session
on anything, made clear — twice
in writing — that he doesn’'t plan
to call one.

Daniel said his instructions to
the Education Committee were
offered just in case Briscoe re-
considers his position.

The Committee will begin a
series of hearings on school fin-
ance here June 18, More than
700 of the 1,149 school districts
are in financial trouble, ac-
cording to Committee chairman
Rep. Dan Kubiak of Rockdale.

Briscoe set in motion new
studies to develop information for
specific legislative proposals in
1975 to equalize educational fin-
ances and opportunities. A
speical session at this time would
be ‘“‘premature,’’ said the Gover-
nor, since necessary data cannot
be assembled for another two
years.

Daniel and others claim
the problem of financial inequi-
ties among the school districts
already has been ‘‘studied to
death,”” and that the House had
the answer in H.B, 946 last month.

But Briscoe feels proposals
before the Legislature this year
would ““have only added to the
present system of programs and
budget with no review of current
spending or effectiveness.”” He
said he hopes the new study can
produce an ‘‘educational ap-
proach that we can afford (with-
out new taxes), as well as one

Herbert C, Petry Jr., Caryizo

FINAL REFORM MEASURES
PASSED — Lobby control, code
of ethics and campaign finance
disclosure legislation passed in
closing hours of the 63rd Legis-
lature’s regular session.

While none of the bills were
as strict as the original House
version, all were viewed by ad-
vocates as an improvement over
present laws.

All filings and financial dis-
closure under all three bills will
be with the secretary of state.

The new public access to in-
formation act is viewed as the
best law of its kind in the coun-
try. Governor Briscoe earlier
signed H.B. 3 to strengthen the

the 63rd Legislature came to
grips with more monumental pro-
blems than the last.

A total of 688 bills was passed
by the 63rd, compared with 1,067
by the 62nd in their 140-day re-
gular session.

A total of 2,746 bills was in-
troduced, together with S7 pro-
posed constitutional amend-
ments.

Three hundred Senate bills
and 388 House bills were pass-
ed, as were two proposed amend-
ments to the constitution INtro-
duced in the House and seven
introduced in the Senate.
