All thec-p and goats arc in­
fected with stomach worms to 
some extent. The degree of 
infestation varies in relation 
to many (actors, including coiv 
tinuous stocking with sheep and 
goats, overstocking, lack uf 
feed, poor watering facilities, 
etc.

There are many kindi of 
stomach and intestinal para­
sites which attack sheep and 
goats but the most prévalant 
ia toe eufiiiiHjn stmiMili wui m. 
It is about A] to 1*4 inch long 
and about as thick as a straight 
pin. The worm infects the fourth 
stomach at the animal.

This worm is capable o f lay­
ing U rge quantities o f eggs 
which are passed out with the 
feces. I'nder favorable condi­
tions. these eggs w ill hatch in 
about five d iys. These }<Hing 
larvae are extremely h a r^  and 
can exist for long periods uf 
time before being picked up 
and swallowed by grazing ani­
mals. Once picked up by a host 
animal the larvae will 
mature in the fourth stomach 
in 25-30 days.

Symptoms o f parasitism  in 
sheep and goats are not always 
specific. Ikiwever, certain sym­
ptoms are common • usually 
lack o f bloom, unthriftiness and 
weight lost. .Some animals will  
develop diarrhea and anemU 
as indicated by paleness in the 
mucous membranes o f the eyes

and mouth. In advanced 1 
they may even develop a S
ing beneath the jaws, referred;
