Jack Gatlin worked hard and 
prospered and for many years 
he carried all the farmers and 
ranchers needing credit in 
M ills County and those who 
lived in the fringes of the 
bordering counties o f .San .<«ba. 
Brown, Hamilton, Coryell and 
Comanche. He took mortgages 
on their stock and crops, fed 
and clothed them and their 
fam ilies from harvest to 
harvest, and during the hey­
day o f Goldthwaite as a busi­
ness center for all this sec­
tion his business averaged 
from $78,000 to $125,000 an­
nually from 1895 to 1910 at 
a time when that was real 
money. (Figures from a busi­
ness journal. 1909.)

For many years Mr. Gatlin 
was one of the leading cotton 
buyers for all this section of 
the country. There were few 
farm ers in this section in those 
days who did not sell cotton 
to and buy goods from A. J. 
Gatlin. I quote from the Eagle 
files o f March 18. 1905; “ A. 
J. Gatlin this week bought 100 
bales of cotton from farmers 
of Harkyville, San Saba County. 
The price was7candupwards.”  
From the F.agle files of Jan. 
26. 1905: “ T. N. Berry sold 19 
bales of cotton to A. J. Gatlin 
yesterday.”  (T. N. Berry was 
the grandfather of Ray, O. Z., 
O. K., and Brit Berry o f the 
Pleasant Grove community.)

In 1909 Mr. Gatlin opened 
a mercantile business in Brown- 
wood, and in 1911 when the 
railroad reached San .Saba he 
moved his business to .San Saba. 
Previous to this he had opened 
a store in Ixicker with his son 
Oscar and Riley Mauldin in 
charge.

Mr. Gatlin was the father of 
four sons and three daughters; 
namely • Alton L. Gatlin, a 
well-known grocer and cotton 
buyer in Mills County as well 
as in .South and West Texas; 
Oscar C. and James Q., farm­
ers and stockmen; Walton A. 
(Dutch), foreman of City water 
wells. New York City. Daugh­
ters - Flora, wife o f Rev. J. 
.S. Bowles, and to her we are 
indebted for the M ills County 
history “ A No Man's Land Be­
comes A County“  which will 
do much to preserve the his­
tory, the names and the mem­
ories o f the pioneer settlers 
of M ills County; Minnie, who 
married Orbie L. Woody, son 
of S. H. Woody, also a pioneer 
family o f M ills Couirty; and 
Love, a teacher o f history in 
the Goldthwaite High School for 
thirty years and principal of 
Goldthwaite Elementary School 
for four years.

I hope I do not sound boast­
ful for It is with very, very 
deep feelings of love and appre­
ciation that 1 conclude this 
article with a quote from the 
Goldthwaite E!agle of Septem­
ber 18, 1915, written by R, M. 
Thompson, owner and editor 
o f the Eagle at the time of 
my father's death. I quote: 
“ No man can say o f A. J. 
Gatlin that he wronged him 
by word or deed and none can 
say he ever turned a deserving 
one away empty-handed. He was 
one of the biggest-hearted men 
this county ever claimed as a 
citizen and one of the most 
public spirited men ever en­
gaged in business in this 
p lace."
