Although lightn ing is ob­
v ious ly  not som eth ing  tha t 
can he e lim in a te d , fea r o f 
lig h te n in g  can be replaced 
w ith  facts and basic p re ­
cau tions , accord ing  to  the 
Insurance Information Insti­
tute.

ON THE ROAD
Suppose you are d r iv in g  
th ro u g h  f la t fa rm land  in 
Texas. What appeared to be 
a m ild  show er o ff on the 
horizon seems to be moving 
in la n d . M ore  and more

If 
you notice  a s h if t  in  the 
w ea the r w h ile  tra v e lin g  in 
your ca r, try  to  tune in  to a 
local ra d io  s ta tio n  to  get 
h e lle r  idea o f the  fo recast 
Once in the m id s t o f a 
th u n d e rs to rm , tu rn  o ff the 
radio.

Your metal car is the safest 
place yixi can be. Pull i>ver to 
the side o f the road and sit 
the storm out. Do not touch 
the metal parts of your car A 
convertible car, which is not 
all-metal, is not safe. I f  you 
cannot see any such shelter, 
crouch down in the open 

Stay away from  trees, 
telephone p*>les. w ire fences, 
tractors, and anything else 
tha t m ig h t serve as a 
conductor of electricity.

The main thing to remem 
her is th a t you m ust not h r 
the tallest object in the field 
Drop to you r knees, bend 
fo rw a rd  and place your 
hands on you r knees 
Wherever you find yourself 
he aware th a t i f  you r hair 
stands on end or you r skin 
tin g le s , l ig h tn in g  may hr 
about to strike you. Crouch 
dtnvn at once.
