When the Cartleld report on the 

buAness methods of the packers ap­
peared, after eight months investiga­
tion. it was sextwely criticised and 
roundly denounced. APer three 
months of publicity it Is significant 
that those who attempted to discredit 
it hive failed to controvert the figuren 
contained In that exhaustive doce- 
ment. The public is beginning to no­
tice this omission, and the feeling ie 
rapidly growing that the sensational 
charges out of which the "Beef In­
vestigation" arose were without foun­
dation. If the official statements of 
the report are susceptible of contra­
diction. a good many people are now 
asking why the facts and figures are 
not fumlshed to contradict them.

Tha truth seems to be that most of 
the charges contain unfounded sensa­
tional ».«sertlons A flagrant example 
of this appeared in a recent article in 
an Eastern magazine, to the effect 
that "forty loa a banks were forced 
to close their doors in 1903-4 by the 
Bet-f Trust's manipulation of cattle 
prices." Chief Clerk Cox. of the bank­
ing department of the Iowa Sute Au­
ditor's office, baa tabulated the Hat of 
banks given In the magazine article 
and has piihllcly denounced tha stat» 
ment as utterly untrue. He gives 
separately the reasons for each fail­
ure mentioned and officially slates 
that they have been caused by unwise 
speculations and by reckless banking 
methods, it may be »e ii to suspend 
judgment upon the packers until the 
charges against them are proved.

He Has Whipped RojesvensKy in the

Straits of Korea.

TW ELVE RUSSIAN SHIPS SUNK.

Russian DattlesHips Lost W e re  O re l and D orodino, Sister Ships o f 13,- 
O O O  Tons —R-ojestvensKy D iv ided  Fleet, Sending' S low er Vessels 
A rou n d  Japan—W ith  PicK O f Squadron  H e M ade DasK for V lad i- 
vostoh, but •was H eaded  off b y  T o go  Japanese in Pursuit o f S u rv iv ­
ing Vessels o f Fleet.

In a running naval ciigagfimnl be­
tween (lie Ku)u<lan aud Jaitaiicse 
fleets in the Straits of Korea near the 
Island oT Oho. Saturday and Sunday, 
two Russian liallleKlilpH, three cruis- 
ers and one supply ship are rep»>rled 
to have lu-en sunk. The surviving 
Russian vessels are dlHp<'rsed and 
the victorious Japanese are in pur­
suit. The Japanese loss Is re|s>rteil 
to have been one cruiser and ten tor­
pedo Isiais. This confirms the belief 
that the main utiaek was dcllvt-red by 
lorpolo Isksts. which were used so 
effectively at Port Arthur. The 
whole Russian fleet did not |>artiei- 
pa»e in the battle, the slower vessels 
having steamed around Japan while 
Admiral Rojestvensky with the faster 
vessels essayed the near rut to Vladi­
vostok and engaged Togo.

Tslnglu. May 30.—There Is a run 
ning naval engagement between the 
Russian anil Japanese fleets In the 
Rtralt of Korea, near the Island of 
Okl. It Is re|H>rle<l that the whole 
Russian fleet it not participating, all 
the slower vessels having steamed 
around Japan. The Japanese losses 
so far are staled to be u le rniiaer and 
ten torpedo IhisIs.

A telegram from Chinese sources 
saya the Russians have probably lost 
two battleships and two crulaers. 
This report has nut been confirmed.

Chef(K>. — Private telegrams from 
Korea to the Japanese consul here 
state that a Itatlle was progressing 
yesterday afternoon at or near the 
Korean straits between the main por­
tion of the Russian squadron and the 
Japanese fleet under command of Ad­
miral Togo.

Teleersnis almost blent leal with the 
above have l>een recelvetl here and 
announce that a large portion of the 
Russian fleet was sighted approaching 
the Korean strait Saturday, headed 
for the channel Itelween Tsu islands 
and the Papanese coast.

According to the best Information 
received here recently, the main por­
tion of Admiral Togo’s fleet has been 
almost constantly at .Masampho bay.

Advices from a reliable quarter re- 
celred here are to the effect that 
three Russian battleships, three 
armored cruisers and several colliers 
were off Shanghai Friday. It Is be­
lieved that Vice Admiral Rojestven- 
sky sent suOlclenl ships to the vi­
cinity of Shanghai In order to induce 
the belief that bts main fleet was 
there, while the major portion of It 
pushed on toward the Korean strait.

Several Httsslan collb'rs were at 
Shanghai at 9 o’clock Saturday night. 
Private telegrams received here from 
Shanghai sav that as fast as the car­
goes of the ciilllers are consumed the 
vessels are dismissed by Vice Ad­
miral Rojestvensky and return to

St. Petersburg.—The Russky Slovo, 
ut Moscow, prints a dis|>atrh from 
Vladivostok which indicates that the 
inliabilanis of the whole maritime re­
gion of eastern Siberia, including the 
Island of Kakhallen and the Kam 
chatka peninsula, are facing starva 
tIon on arroiiiit of Ihe situaiion pro 
duccil by the war. Word l̂as been 
brought from Vladivostok from Ok­
hotsk, Kastern Siberia, that the fish 
aiipply of Sakhalin was exhausted last 
winter and that the inhabitants ale 
their dogs. There Is no flour on the 
Island, and the (leople are confronted 
with death by starvation. A similar 
situation exists at Kamchatka, where 
the people are practically left to their 
fate. No work Is going on In the 
Amur dlstrlels. beggars are roaming 
aliout everywhere, and the Oroebans, 
a Siberian tribe, who live on the 
shores of the gulf of Tartar, are dying 
of starvation.

The dispatch concludes;
‘ ' Should the war continue all 

months longer, starvation will ba uni 
versal In all this remote region."

8t. Peterabiirg.—News of a auceeas 
ful cavalry raid by LieiitenaDt-Oeneral 
Mislchenkn comes In the following 
dispalrh from Ueneral LInevitcb tc 
the emperor, dated May 26;

The paper, which takes 
every opportunity to place the Rus­
sian government In a poor light, says 
that the I'nitetl States government 
evidently believes that It can pick up 
the Island with ita rich forests and 
miner st a bargala, as Ruasta is us­
able to prC’eet II

The location of Haicbow, China, 
which Germany was reported to have 
occupied. Is shown on the map. It 
lies about 200 miles southeast of 
Klaochau and has an extensive bay 
and important shipping facilities. 
From Klaochau Germany has built a 
railway Inland to l-chau, tapping vast 
coni fields, and another road connect­
ing with Halchow could easily be con­
structed. Klaochau was occupied in 
Novembtr, 1897, and now Is held by 
Germany on a nlne-nlne-year lease. 
The region comprises 2,600 square 
miles, and an extension to cover the 
Halchow district would add thousands 
of square miles to German territory 
In China. The map further shows Pall- 
ingtang channel. The channel Is con­
siderably wider than Formosa strait, 
and 1s supposed to be free from mines, 
which Togo Is reported to have plant­
ed freely In the stretch of water be­
tween Formosa and Foklen.

Senate on Interstate Commerce Ends 
Its Session.

Washington, May 25.—The senate 
on Interstate commerce closed the 
bearings upon the regulation of rail­
way rates and will devote the re­
mainder of the week to consideration 
of a plan to report and other sugges­
tions to facilitate proceedings when 
congress assembles.

Samuel Spencer, president of the 
Southern railway, today made a brief 
oral statement to he supplemented by 
another which will be filed with the 
committee. He pointed out that the 
railroads were not advocating regu­
lation of rates by the coiirls, but main­
tains thst If a question of rates must 
be passed upon by any tribunal It 
should be by the courts, as otherwise 
the property of the railroads would 
not be protected.

A. Vrlon, general counsel of the Ar­
mour car lines, made an argument 
against any legislation which would 
place the private car lines under con­
trol of the interstate regulation. He 
demanded the exclusive contracts, 
which he claimed were In the Inle;-- 
est of the fruit-growers and othc 
users of refrigerator cars.

NEWSBOYS ARE KEPT HUSTLING.

At Warsaw Jewish Ciiturbances Con 

tinue—Eight Parsoi i  Have Already 

Been Killed and ICO Wounded— 

Nineteen Seriously.

SI. Petersburg. .May ;!T.— An admir 
al of high rank said lo ihe Associât- 
i'd I’resB I his aflerii'Hiii :

• ■ We have known (oi some time 
that Rojesivensky wmild not aitemiit 
to pass through the straits of For­
mosa. where Ihe waters are shallow 
anil could easily lx mined ahead of 
his ships.

The evening i>ap. rs have got out 
extras to Ihe report of Hojestvensky's 
victory and Ihe newslioys are crying 
the tidings on the Nevskl Prospect 
and were almost tnobb.d by the peo­
ple In their eageme-ir lo liarn the de­
tails.

Warsaw. — The dlslnrhances con­
tinued all day and were still In pro- 
grcMiB late tonight. KIghi persons have 
already been killed and ino wounded, 
19 seriously. The damage to prop­
erty' has been eonstdcrable. There 
has been no pliage, hut the destruc 
tion of Ihe fumlture In tbe various 
hniisea has been alwolnte.

The mob, armed with axes, smashed 
tbe doors and windows and brought 
the furniture out on the streets, where 
they broke it Into small pieces. The 
owners of the furniture, in attempt­
ing to defend their belongings, were 
attacked, beaten, and even killed. 
Knives and revolvers were used free 
ly and many persons were terribly In­
jured.

The authorities look no steps to 
prevent the riots until tonight, when 
the Cossacks flred on the crowds at 
two different places, wounding four 
persons.

The corresiKindent of the Associât 
ed Press spent several hours In Ihe 
dlstiirbe.1 district, hut did not see a 
■ingle active policeman. Dining the 
day palnils occasltinally appeared, but 
they witnessed thi' proceedings mere­
ly as spectators.

The character of Ihe disturbances 
Is unprecedented. The whole affair 
Is a conflict lietw.-en the respeclahle 
Jewish sociallat classes and the dis- 
reputable Jewish element. There are 
rnnfllrtlng stories as to the origin of 
Ihe trouble. One report Is to Ihe ef­
fect that Ihe respectable Jews, tiring 
of the members of their race called 
keepers of disorderly houses, thieves 
and usurers and other opprobious 
names, resolved, as the police were 
receiving bribes (or protecting disre 
putable houses and persons, to take 
the matter Into their own hands. An­
other report has It, that Jewish roughs 
in the guise of members of the Bund 
were levying blackmail upon shop 
keepers, thus enraging the socialists. 
In any case the socialists seeminglv 
determined on a crusade against Ihe 
undesirable persons of their own race, 
with the result that crowds of men 
and boys are now systematically 
riilning the disreputable houses.
