takes what they choose to send him.

One after another the doors of the
local stores are closed, and where at
one time there were hall a dozen mer-
chants, each bidding for his share of
patronage by offering fair prices for
that which the farmer had to sell,
there I1s now but oné merchent who
has a monopoly, not culy of the sell)
ing, but of the buying as well, and he
pays what he pleases for the farmer's
nvoduce. ,

The farmer can contlnue to send his
money {o the eatalogue house in the
eity for his supplies, but he cannot
send his produce to the same place.
In disposing of that he is absolutely
dependent upon his local merchant,
apd by his patronage of the catalogue
houses he has killed competition, and
must now take wtatever is offered for
what he has to sell. "
