Preservation of Eggs.
WaUr glass (»oluUa silicate of 

aodium) is a pale ysUow, odorless 
ayrupy liquid. It may bs obtained 
from moat druggists at from OO to 
90 cents a gallon. For nss, stir 
one part of water glass by measure 
into eleven parts of boiled water, 
eitber bot or cold. If mixed bof, 
allow tbe mixture to cool before 
using.

Only sbsolutaly fresh, clean, un> 
washed, eound eggs with smooth, 
firm ■bells are cuitable for the pr«> 
serving of eggs by tbeee astbods. 
The best quality of eggs are laid 
during tbe montbe of April and 
Uay Any dirty, stale, craeked, or 
thin .«belled eggs should be die. 
carded, aa they are Uabla to spoil 
and sSset tbs good eggs around 
them. Any eggs that float in tbs 
liquid should bo rsmovtd as floating 
iodicataa that tba oontanta am 
shrunkan, laaving a larga air sail. 
Sùch eggs ara usoally atala, oraekad 
or thin aballad.

Any sartbanwara, glaaa or wood« 
sn jar. tub or barrai may ba aaad 
as a conUinar. dapandiag upon tba 
numbar of aggs to ba prsaarrad. 
klstal disbsa must not bs used, u  
tbs solutions will attsck and eor* 
roda them. All vsaaala nsad must 
ba sbsolutaly clean and awaat, as 
egga era vary auacaptibla to odors 
anu taints of any nntura. benld 
tba vessala with boiling watar just 
bafora using, tubing macini onra of 
tbosa mads of wood. Six-galloa 
.sartbamwara jars with aovars ara 
convaniant containara. Tbay bokf 
from 20 to 24 doten sgga aaeb, da* 
pending upon tbe eixs of the egga. 
They ara easily cleaned end preveufj 
evaporation of tba prasarvativea.

Tba eggs may ba placed carefully 
la veesele small and down and tba 
solution of water glass ponrsd ovar 
them, or the veaaels may ' be filtri 
about half full with liquid and tba 
egga carafully placed in it as they 
are gathered. The latter method is 
preferable sa it allows of paekii g 
tb* sggs just ss soon ss laid; also, 
any egga that would naturally float

We favor the Immediate down­
ward revision of the existing hlgb, 
and In many cases, prohibitive tariff 
duties. Insisting tbat material reduc­
tions be Bi>eedlly made upon the nec­
essaries of life. Articles entering In­
to competition with trust coiMroUed 
products and articles of American 
manufacture where sold abroad more 
cheaply than at home could be put 
upon the free list.

"W e denounce the action of Pregl- 
dent Taft In vetoing the bills to re­
duce the tariff In the cotton, woolen, 
metals and cbemlrala schedules and 
the farmers free Hat bills, all of 
which was designed to f iv e  Immedi­
ate relief to the maaaaa from the ex- 
actiuna of the trusts.

"The Kepubllcan parly. while 
promising tariff revision, haa shown 
by tta tariff legislation that such re­
vision la not to be In the people's In­
terests and having been faltbleaa to 
Ita pledges of 1908 It ahould no longer 
enjoy the confldtqice of the nation.

High Coat of Living.
"The high coat of living it a ae- 

rtoua problem In every American 
home The Kepubllcan party in Its 
platform attempts to escape from re- 
aponaibiUty for present conditions by 
denying that they are due to a pro­
tective u r lff We take Issue with 
them on tbit aubject and charge (bat 
excestive prices result in a large 
measure from .he high tariff laws en- 
ac:ed and maintained by the kepub­
llcan party, and from trusts and com­
mercial conspirators fostered and en­
couraged by aucb laws, and we assert 
that DO aubstantlal relief can be se­
cured for the people until Import du­
ties on the necessaries of life are ma­
terially reduced, and thoaa criminal 
cuospiraciea broken up.

Anti-Trust Law,
"A  private monopoly la Indefensi­

ble and Intolerable We therefore fA- 
ver tha vigorous enforcement of the 
criminal as well as the civil law 
against trusta and trust officials, and 
demand enactment of such additional 
legislation as may be necessary to 
make It Impoaslble for a private mo­
nopoly to exist in tha United States.

"We condemn the action of the Re­
publican administration In compro­
mising with the Standard Oil Com- 

ly and the tobacco trust and Ita
.i^ure to Invoke the criminal pro­

visions of the sntl-trust law against 
the officers of those corporations aft­
er the court had declared tbat from 
the undisputed facts in the record 
they had violated the criminal provis­
ions of the law.

"W e regret that Sherman aptt-trust 
law has received a judicial construc­
tion depriving It of much of Us ef­
ficacy, and we favor the enactment of 
legislation which will restore to the 
statute the strength of which It has 
been deprived by such Interpretation. 
Income Tax and Popular Election of 

Senstora.
"W e congratulate the country upon 

the triumph of two Important reforms 
demanded in the last national plat­
form. namely, the am.endment. of the 
federal conitlfutlon authorizing an In­
come lax and the amendment provid­
ing for the popular election of sena­
tors. and we call upon the people of 
all the stales to rally to the aupport 
of the pending propoaltlons and secure 
their ratlllratlon.

"W e note with gratification the 
unanlmoua aentlment In favor of

publicity before tha alectio« o f cam­
paign contrlbutlona— a maaaura de­
manded In our national platform of 
1908 and at that time opposed by the

From the moment Senator Bankhead 
reached the platform the heavy drag­
ging wheels of the convention, which 
had been slowly turning over and over 
again accomplishing nothing, began to 
revolve with an energy that meant re­
sults.

Senator Stone of Missouri, who had 
been In consultation with Speaker 
Clark, climbed to the stage, and when 
he could make himself beard, released 
In the name of the speaker, all o f the 
delegates who had been pledged to 
him

"As for Missouri, however," he add. 
ed, "she will cant her 36 votes for 
Old Champ Clark to the end.”

•Mayor Fitzgerald of Boston, follow, 
ed Stone. The convention was In an 
almost continuous uproar. The Wilson 
forces already were celebrating their 
victory. There was no longer any 
doubt as to the result. Mayor Flts- 
gerald withdrew the name of Qovernor 
Foss of Massachusetts, from further 
consideration, and declared that the 
"Old Bay state' would fall in line for 
Woodrow Wilson.

Then in a second ntzgerald was rec­
ognized. This was the congressman 
from Brooklyn.

It was a foregone conclusion what 
the result would be as the last call or 
the states began. Alabama, which had 
started every other call with 24 votes 
for Underwood, changed to Wilson and 
state after state followed suit. It was 
Just 3:15 p. m. when the solid 76 
votes o ' Pennsylvania carried Wilson 
over the winning line, making bis to­
tal at the time 733 votes.

The stampede did not end until 990 
o f the 1.088 votes In the convention 
bad been cast for the nominee. Mis-, 
sourl, with her 36, bad been Joined on 
the last ballot for Clark by 24 of the 
California's 26 votes; by five delegates 
from Florida; two from Ixrulslana, all 
six from .Nevada, four from New Jer­
sey. the home state of Oovemor W il­
son; six from the District o f Colum­
bia and one from Ohio.

When tbe convention suspended the 
regular order of buslneea— tbe nomin­
ation of a vice presidential candidate— 
shortly before 11 o'clock, to make way 
for the reading and adoption o f the 
platform six candldstss for tbs vice 
preeldency had been placed In nomi­
nation. They were Governor Burke of 
.North Dakota, Governor Mariball of 
Indiana, Elmore W. Hurst o f Illinois. 
.Martin J. Wade of Iowa, James H. 
Freatnn of Maryland and Champ Clark.

The suggestion,of Champ Clark for 
second place on the ticket was the fea­
ture of the evening's performance. Tbe 
sentiment of the convention was 
strony.ly In favor o f giving the speaker 
the place If be would accept It. H. H. 
Dean of Georgia placed Clark in nomi­
nation and took the convention una­
wares.

Baltimore, July 2.— Despite tbs 
crowd that filled tbe ball, the police 
regulations were greatly relaxed. On 
the floor there were almost as many 
women as there were delegates.

The New Jersey delegates enthu­
siastic over their afternoon victory, 
cheered Wilson and Bryan impartial­
ly. after they took their teats. They 
also sang parodies on various popular 
songs for both Wilson and Clark. In 
return a .Mlaosuri delegate from across 
tbe aisle yelled:

"The houn' dawg Is for Wilson now." 
Thereupon New Jersey cheered. W il­
son buttons were pinned on the lapels 
o f the Missouri delegation and there 
was a general love feast between New 
Jersey and Missouri.

The Maryland delegation began to 
sing ".Maryland, My Maryland." and 
those on the floor and in the galleries 
arose. A chorus of songs of ever.v 
kind followed and the convention 
seemed to have entered upon a long 
delayed "era of good feeling."

The "Clark for vice president”  boom 
grew stronger despite a statement by 
the Clark managers that be would not 
accept the vice presidential nomina­
tion. Frederick J. I.ynch o f Minne­
sota, who was closely associated with 
the late Governor Johnson o f .Minne­
sota, waa also mentioned as a vice 
presidential possibility.

The names of Governor Marshall of 
Indiana, and Governor Burke of North 
Dakota were also heard In this con­
nection.

William J. Bryan entered the hall 
while political and patriotic songs 
were still being sung and they were 
interrupted by the cheers that greet­
ed Bryan.

The Clark leaders held excited con­
ferences and the speaker himself was 
called on the telephone. Despite a 
speech by foymer Governor Dockery of 
Missouri, withdrawtag Clark's name, 
read the telegraphed statement from 
the speaker himietf, declaring be would 
not taka the place, the convention was 
still hopeful o f his final acceptance 
and one of the reasons for the suspen­
sion o f the vote on the nominations 
was the desire o f the leaders to make 
sure of Clark’e position.

Governor Burke of .North Dakota 
seemingly was backed strongly for tbs 
second piece. Hie name wae roundly 
cheerd when It woe placed before the 
convention.

BRYAN BALKS AT TAM-
MANY'S NEAR STAMPEDE

Baltimore, June 29.— Under the 
guise o f explaining a change o f vote 
In the Nebraska delegation, Wm. J. 
Bryan got another hearing in the Dem­
ocratic national convention today and 
again threw the delegates and specta­
tors into a disorderly uproar.

Bryan, aho under primary Instriic- 
tions. had been voting for Champ 
Clark, announced that he would not 
vote for him again while New York 
was Included in tbo Clark column. He 
changed hla vote to Woodrow Wilson, 
but defiantly declared he would change 
again If “ Mr. Murphy”  and "The 
Kyan-Belmont-Morgan" crowd should 
vote for Wilson.

Brysn was assailed from the floor 
by many delegates who demanded 
that his speech be stopped and by oth­
ers who demanded to know If he 
would support the nominee. Bryan said 
he "expected to do ao.”  but he also ex­
pected the convention to nominate a 
man without tbe support "o f the in­
terests."

"BRYAN TRAITDR TD ME AND
TD THE PARTY"—CLARK

Baltimore, June 29.— After his con­
ference with Mr. Hearst, Senator 
Stone, David R. Francis and others. 
Speaker Clark Issued tbe following 
statement:

"Today In the national convention 
an outrageous aspersion was cast upon 
me and through me upon the Demo­
cratic party by one who of all men 
ought to be the last to besmudge or 
betray his friends, or hIs party. So 
far as I am personally concerned It is 
enough to say that the charge which 
reflects upon my personal or party 
Integrity is utterly and absolutely 
false. I might afford to forget myself, 
but I am the choice of the Demo- 
cartlc majority of the bouse of repre­
sentatives the ranking official Demo­
crat in public life.

Clark Issues Vitriolic Ststsmsnt—-"But 
I Never Scratched a Democratic 

Ticket In My Life."
Washington, July 2.—On his return 

to Washington from Baltimore tonight. 
Speaker Clark issued tbe following 
statement:

"N o  set of men ever made a better 
or braver flgbt for any man in this 
world than my friends all over tbe 
country made for me. They have my 
heartfelt thanks. W e never had money 
enough even to pay for an adequate 
supply o f postage stampa and litera 
ture. I waa tied down here by my 
duties o f the speakership. I could 
therefore, aid my friends very little 
They made the figh t gave me 200,090 
majority in tbe states where Gover­
nor Wilson and I competed in tbe pri­
maries and caused me to lean on 30 
ballota In the coaventlon, in nine of 
which I had a clear majority. Never­
theless, tbe nomination was bestow­
ed upon Governor Wilson.

" I  never scratched a Democratic 
ticket or bolted a Democratic nolmnee 
In my life.

The speak 
er maintained that the New York del 
egation was tbe shiest ever sent to 
a national coaventlon.

amid cheers.

Stancbfield bitterly attacked Bryan 
as one of the plutocrats whose name 
should be linked with Morgan, Bel 
mont and Ryan. "Any man who had 
been writing for pay from the Chicago 
Republican convention should be ex­
pelled from this convention." he said

"Mr. Bryan is opposed to any can 
dIdate except Mr. Bryan."

Stancbfield closed with announcing 
his vote for Wilson.

Baltimore, July 1.— Mr. Bryan re- 
Jlied lost nlgbt to Speaker Champ 
Clark's demand that tbs Nebraskan 
prove or retract the general charge 
made In convention that the Clark 
forces had allied themselves with the 
so-called privileged classes. In kls 
statement Mr. Bryan said:

" I  have received notice by publica­
tion only. The only criticism I have 
made against Mr. Clark la not that bo 
has acted wrungfully, but that he hat 
failed to act 1 may over-estimate the 
importance o f the presidential omce. 
but I have felt that an aspirant for 
that office ought to manage his own 
campaign and not allow people to do 
things for him without his direct and 
specific authority.

“The papers announced that Mr. 
Clark was neutral between Mr. Parker

I manship fight, and that be informed 
YDRKER supporters to vote as they pleased.

If that contest were purely a queatlon 
between Judge Parker and myself, aa 
Individualt, bis refusal to take part 
would not be material, although he 
never sent out a piece of literature or 
had a speech made In his behalf that 
did not represent him as my special 
champion for sixteen years. I f ha dis­
tributed any literature In which he 
associated hit name with Parker's, I 
sbsll be glad to withdraw this state­
ment upon inspection o f tbe litera­
ture.

"But the contest between Judge 
Parker and myself was not a personal 
contest and everybody except Mr. 
Clark knew this. It was between 
progressive Democracy on tbe one side 
and reactionary Democracy on the 
other, and I contend that in such a 
contest It waa Mr. Clark's duty to take 
one side or the other. If in hts Judg­

In apite of Ita extornal troublea, the 
Turkish government is engaged in ad* 
vanclng tha big acheraaa for the do- 
velopment of Heaopotamla, wblcb, 
whan completed, will reeult In the 
tranaformatlon of an arid deaert re­
gion as extanalva as tha Nila valley 
Into smiling cornflelds.

The sum Involved in the buga ir­
rigation works which will bo necew 
sary to accomplish this transformation 
is put at some 1150,000,000, and the 
immediate concern of the Turkish aur 
tboriUas la to placs a contract for tba 
Initial stage of tha schemes, wblcb 
provides for irrigation works In con- 
nectlon with tha barrage which con. 
trols the flood water of the River Bu* 
phrataa, at prMant under oonetruo- 
tIOB.

Soma Idea of the vast Importance of 
thaea acbemes may be gathered from 
the fact that their accompliehment 
will enable sufficient grain to be 
grown to affect tba wheat marketa of 
tha whole world.

It la still the popular be­
lief that tha Garden of E^en waa slt- 
nated hers. In any event. In Chaldean 
ttmea the delta was one vast garden; 
the whole plain was studded with 
prosperous and populous cities, set in 
the midat of engirdling areas of wheat.
