Each farmer ought to pick the typo 
of building that is suited to his par­
ticular needs and also suited to his 
pocketbook. The big dairyman is like­
ly to look with scorn on a small barn 
such as this, but it fills as important a 
position in the farm building field as 
any other. It is a typo that is suited 
to the average farm where cmly a few 
cows are kept.

The foundation is made of concrete 
which is carried down to footings be­
low the frost line and is also carried 
above the gro’ind for about a foot or 
18 inches. Concrete has almost be­
come the universal material for 
foundations because it is so easily 
handled and also is not affected by

on the roof Others say that with a 
small barn the windo’-vs should bo built 
so that they can bo opened at the top 
a littlo and the barn ventilated in this 
way. it seems rather useless to in.stall 
a complete ventilating system for so 
small a barn, and the latter way would 
therefore seem to be the best.
