RAISE CALF ON WHOLE MILK

Various Suppitmenta Which May Ba 
Combined to Lower Coat of Ration 

—Skim Milk Economical.

(By R. 8. mJI.,rK and W. B, NEVEN8, 
Illinois Agricultural Experiment 8ta- 
tlon.)
Raising the dairy calf on whole milk 

alone is too exitenslve. There are a 
number of aiipplenients which may be 
combined with whole milk in order to 
lower the cost of the ration. Tha 
feeda most commonly used as whole- 
milk supplements are skim milk, home- 
mixed meals, commercial calf meals, 
and hay and grain.

On farms where skim milk is avail­
able, It may be substituted for whole 
milk In the ration of a healthy calf 
when the animal is three or four weeks 
of age, a few days being necessary to

complete the change. If the skim 
milk la fed In a warm, sweet condition, 
ordinarily no difflcultles will be ex­
perienced. The amount of skim milk 
fed may be Increased as the calf In- 
creaaes In slae, but it is rarely neces­
sary to feed more than 15 iwunds 
dally, provided grain and a good qual­
ity of legume hay la being naed. Where 
the supply of skim milk will permit It 
Is advisable to continue its use until 
the animal la five or six months of age 
In the caae of grades, and for a longer 
period in the caae of purebreda. Skim 
milk is one of the moat economical 
feeds known for producing growth In 
calves.

WORK OF MILKING MACHINES

Taat Mads by Unitad Butas Dapait*
ment ef Agriculture In Dairy 

Reglene ef Many gtatsai

The United Statee department of tf -  
rlcnlture baa pnt out a bulletin on 
milking macblnea. Tbey made etndlee 
in dairy regtone In New York, Michi­
gan. Ohio and Illlnole. Tbey found 
that In herde of 15 cowe or leu  the 
average time required to milk a cow 
by band le a fraction over seven mln- 
n tu , and by machine a fraction under 
five minutes. In herds of 60 cows tbs 
average time required is uven min­
utes, but by machine Juet a little more 
than four mlnutee.

The coet i>er year to milk a cow In a 
herd of 15 cows or leu  la $10.01 by 
hand, and $10.45 when the herd num­
bered 50 cows or more. With machines 
the coat was $11.75 per cow in herds of 
15 cows or less, against $7.34 per cow 
per year with 60 cows or more In the 
herd.

In compnting them flgnrm, a total 
of 156 farms were Investigated. Inter­
est on the investment, the value of 
gas and oil, the cost of repairs, de­
preciation and labor were all consid­
ered.

SCOURS IN YOUNG ANIMALS

Qananilty Result ef Overfeeding or 
U u  ef Unclean Utenalle—Bast 

to Rtduu Fud .

Sconrs in onr animals Is generally 
the result of overfeeding or feeding 
from unclean tronghs or bneketa, or 
from feeding food that Is stale. Milk 
fed to calves should either always be 
sweet, or always be sonr. If it la one 
thing one time and the other the next. 
It will result in sconrs.

The buckets should be as carefully 
scalded out as are the palls In which 
the milking is done.

Mnsty or bln-bumed grain shonid not 
be fed, particularly to young animals.

Wlien the calf gets too much milk 
or the young pig gets too much feed, 
we have scours, possibly thumps In 
the pig.

The best remedy is to reduce the 
amount of feed, clean np the tronghs 
and buckets, and give a good dose of 
castor oil. Two ounces Is a dom for a 
calf, and from a teaspoonful to a des­
sertspoonful to a growing pig, accord­
ing to its size.

DRYING OF DAIRY UTENSILS

Process Equally as Important as Thor­
ough CIsanIng, Espsclally In 

Summsr Bsason.

Much emphasis has been laid upon 
thorough cleaning of dairy utensils, 
and rightly so, but the process of dry­
ing is equally as Important In warm 
weather. Prying shonid not be done 
with a cloth, but by heating the uten­
sils In hot water, steam or oven suffi­
ciently to avaporate moisture.

uATER TO FOWLS’ APPETITE

Feeding ef Only One Grain Seen Die-
guata Layer With Her Bearding 

House—Variety Is Boat

Palatabllity Is an important factor 
In the feeding of chickens. Many 
people think the hen has no sense of 
taste. To satisfy oneself regarding 
tills It is only necessary to watch the 
bird at feeding time and note her keen 
sense of dlscrluiluatlon as she selects 
the kernels of wheat from among the 
rye and barley and the freshly sprout­
ed, tender shoots from among the 
dried, less succulent gri*en feed. In 
the feeding of grain mushes and green 
feed the hen bus a varle<l preference. 
Such feeds as she likes best are best 
for her.

It never pays to try to force any 
fc>ed utHin the hen that she does not 
like or wunt. The feeding of only one 
grain soon disgusts the layer with her 
boarding house. Variety Is essential 
to obtain palatabllity. An occasional 
feeding of wet mash Is readily ai>pre- 
clated In preference to the customary 
dry form. Sprouted oats will taste 
much better than the steady diet of 
dried alfalfa or clover, and a hot feed 
on a cold day makes the hens slug 
with delight. It pays to cater to the 
hen's sppetite.

Oth­
ers nse slat or cover the center of the 
pan. In the house where chicks are 
large enough to reach np or fly up, put 
the drinking vessel on a abelf.

Whenever the vessel is filled, rinse i 
It thoroughly. Fine dust settles In the | 
bottom of any vessel, and this In time 
becomes sUmy and germ-laden. Atten­
tion to the cleanliness and the placing 
of tha drinking vessels is a great help 
towards keeping the chicks welL

LOSS OF CHICKEN FEATHERS

Trouble la Uaually Caused by Fraaanca 
of Depluming MItaa—Ointment 

for Central.

Tha loss of feathers from chickens 
is usually caused by the depluming 
mites. These mites feed on the base 
of the feathers and the epldennls sur­
rounding them. The mites also cause 
an irritation and frequently cause the 
chickens to pull their feathers in their 
endeavor to allay this irritation.

These mites cannot be controlled by 
dusting, but arc usually kept In check 
by the use of the following ointment: 
(>ne dram of flowers of sulphur; 20 
grains of carbonate of potasb, and one- 
half ounce of lard or vaseline. This 
ointment should be applied to the af­
fected parts.

SHADE FOR GROWING CHICKS

Ample Shelter Afforded In Orchard or 
Com Field—Fowls Destroy 

Bugs and Worms.

Plenty of shade should be provided 
for growing chicks. When allowed to 
range in an orchard or comfleld they 
will not only find ample shade and 
green feed but will benefit the trees or 
com as well as themselves hy destroy­
ing bags and worms. Sometimes sun­
flowers are grown 7or shade. Artificial 
protection against the tun's rays may 
be obtained by supporting frames cov­
ered with bortop e few feet above the 
gronniL
