Is now known ns the Zion .N'utional 
monument, wldcb is Imnnaisiirably bet­
ter from everv i>olnt of view.

The old name, beshb-s being hard to 
pronounce and remember, was oliscuro 
in origin nnd was never Used except 
otficlnlly. The new name Is tbiit In 
IHipiihir use. Ib'sides, It erystullize» 
tile romantic history of its nniazingly 
lH‘iiiitifuI valley ; the surrounding coun­
try wiis Settled by Mormons many 
years ago, and tills dllticult canyon was 
cboseii as a refuge In the «vent of 
Iiiilian attack, and culled “ Little” Zion 
to differentiate If from ’'Ilig'’ Zion, 
wbicb was Salt Lake t ’ lty. Since then 
It lias universally been called Zion 
canyon.

The enlargement of llie Zion Nation­
al monument follows naturally upon 
Its recent thorough exploration and the 
discovery of outlying areas of alt«e 
getlier extruordiimry scientific Interest 
and sci-nlc grandeur, 'riint Its fantas­
tic cliffs. Its sensational coloring, nini 
lt.s roiuiintlc eonfonmition will bring It 
mitlotml iH'puIurity :»  u resort Is mani­
fest destin.v. It has been culled, for 
giMMl reasons, “ the little tirami t ’anyon" 
and “ the desert Yosemlte," but it Is no 
miniature of either; Its Individuality 
is marked.

Are the Packers Profiteers?
Plain Facts About the Meat Business

Tha rederal Trade Commiasion in its recent report on war 
prof.u, stated that the five large meat packer« have lieen 
profiteering and that ther have a mono{>oljr of the market.

These conclusions, if fair and just, are niatteri of serioua 
concern not onlj to those engaged in the meat packing 
busiueu but to every other citizen of our country.

The figures given on profits are misleading and the state­
ment that the packers have a monopoly ia unsupported by 
the facta.

The packers mentioned in the report stand ready to prove 
their profile reasonable and noiessary.

The meat busineu is one of the largest .\merican indu«- 
triea. Any citizen who would familiarize himself with iu 
details must be prepared for large totala.

The report states that the aggregate profits of four large 
puckers were $14ii,000,i;00 for the three war years.

This sum is c«nipar*d with $19,1)00,000 as the average 
annua! profit far the tliree years before tlie war, making it 
appear that the *var profit was $r21,000,000 greater tliau 
the pre-war profit.

Tliis compares a three-year profit with a one-year profit—a 
manifestly unfair nuthod of cmnpari.son. It is not only 
misleading, but the Federal Trade Commi.'sion apparently 
boa made a mistake in the figures tlieniwjUes.

Tlie aggregate fhrei-yenr profits of $110,000,000 was 
earned on pales of over four ami a linlf billion dollars. It 
mean.* about three cent.* on each dwllar of sabs—or a mere 
fraction of a cent ¡icr pound of pr<Kluct.

Packers’ profit.* are a negligible factor in prices of live 
stock and meat.*. No oilier large business is conducted 
u;>on such small margins of profit.

Furthermore— and tliis i* very important—only a small 
portion of this- profit lia.* 1h*-h paid in dividends. The 
liibiiice lias k<>en put hack into the l)ii*ine.».scs. It had to 
he, as you realize when you .consider the problems the 
packer* have had to solve and solve (juickiy—during the.*« 
war yeara.

To conduct this busmesa in war times, with higher costa 
and the necessity of i*ying two or three times the former 
prices for live sto<k, has required the use of two or thre« 
times the ordinary «mount of working capital. Tha addi-

tional profit makea only a fair return on this, and a* has 
been stated, the larger portion of the profits earned haa 
lieen used to finance huge stocks of gou<ls and to provide 
additions aud improvements made netx-ssarv hy the enor­
mous demands of our army aud navy and the allies.

If you are a business man you will appreciate the signifi­
cance of these facts. If you are unacquainted with baei- 
ness, talk thia matter over with some busineaa scxpiaint- 
ance— with your banker, say—and ask him to compare 
prufiti of the packing industry with those of any other 
large industry at the present time.

No evidence is offered by the Federal Trade Cemmission 
in support of the statement that the large packers have e 
monopoly. The Ommisaien’s own repirt shows the large 
number and importance of other packers.

The packers mentioned in the statement stand ready to 
prove to any fair-minded person that they are in keen 
competition with each other, and that they have no pc'wer 
to manipulate prices.

If this were not true they would not dare to make this 
positive statement.

furthermore, governreent figures show tliat the five large 
packers mentioned iu the report account for only about 
oiic-tliirJ of the meat businesa of the country.

They wish it were possible to interest you in the detaila ef 
their busine.ss. Of how, for instance, they can sell dressed 
beef for less than the cost of the live animal, owing to 
utiliz.ation of bi’-prodocts, and of the wonderful story of 
the methods of distribution tlirougliout this broad land, as 
well as in otlier countries.

The five packers mentioned feel justified in co-eperating 
with each other to the extent of together presenting thia 
public statement.

Home Beautifying.
The printlplcR o f proper planting i 

are not hard to master. The shriiha j 
should bo massed Into corners and • 
borders, and a selection made differing 
in height so timt all o f them can be 
seen and intermingle in effect, with 
their bloom coming at dllferent sea­
sons, so that they are always Interest­
ing. You can easily choo.se this gradu­
ation from the lists referred to. One 
often sees an elegant house that lacks 
the final touch to change it into a 
"home." Landscape planting Is the 
frame o f the picture; the artistic set­
ting; thnt final touch that changes your 
hou.se to a home. As a background or 
frame to the picture which is to he 
created shrubs or trees are indis­
pensable, the Idea being to have j 
the surroundings harmonize so that the i 
impression will be comfortoble and ' 
homelike.

Consider Needs of Trees.
Two strong points must be urged In 

the planting of trees in either street 
or garden, but more especially In 
street trees.

In all plantings on streets a tile, plt>e 
or box should he placed so thnt water 
may be applied not less than three 
feet below the surface. A more Im­
portant matter is that o f adequate 
width In parkways.

So far as can be ascertained In cases 
In which failure has been met with 
the trouble has been mostly due to the 
fact that hog cholera was allowed to 
claim a large iH>rtion o f the animals; 
in other words, the owners failed to 
Immunize thidr stock In a proper man­
ner. The belief thiit hogs fed on garb­
age are exposi-d daily to the danger of 
cholera Infection Is weir founded. 
There is always the posslblUty that 
garbage contains scraps of pork, such 
as rinds and trimmings from bams 
and bacon, or prothicts o f cholera car­
casses thnt have been prepared for 
markets at small local slaughtering 
houses where no Inspection Is main­
tained. These pieces o f choleraic pork, 
without doubt, will reproduce the dis­
ease If consumed in the raw state by 
susceptible animals, besides creating a 
source of infection which may be re­
tained on the premises under garbage­
feeding couditlons.

The hog rai.ser who feeds garbage 
In a limited way only to supplement 
In part other classes o f feed can rend 
Hy arrange to cook the garbage thor­
oughly before feeding and In this way 
eliminate, to a large degree, the dan­
ger o f cholera Infection. If, however, 
large herds are fed on garbage en­
tirely, cooking Is not practicable and 
from the feeder's point o f view It Is 
not advisable. Therefore, In all such 
cases It Is o f the utmost Importance 
thnt the animals he Immunized and 
thus protectofl from hog cholera; In 
fact, owners of su< h enterprises should 
be sure that hogs are permanently Im­
mune before they are placed on such 
feed. I

Pigs farrowed from Immune sows i 
have a natural resistance to hog chnl- { 
era during their suckling pcrlo<l. When ' 
they are about to lose this degree of 
Immunity, about weaning time, they 
should be given the simultaneous Inoc- , 
uintlon (serum and virus). Even with ' 
thla method o f treatment a few In­
dividuals may become again suscep­
tible ; therefore the herd should be 
observed closely at all times and 
treated again If any of the animals 
show signs o f Infection.

Considering the Income derived from 
hogs and the reasonable rates at whlclf 
gnrhnge has been obtained, the extra 
expense o f treating the animals must 
6e viewed ns jmrt o f n bu|in«>ss prop­
osition, such ns In.siiring against de­
struction by fire or against accidents 
of any kind; and feeders of garbage 
cannot consider their business as safe 
unless they protect it against all pos­
sible reverses, o f which the most aeri- 
0U8 is hog cholera.
