Extension Workers Exercise Patience 
and Tact In Overcoming Much 

Resistance.

?a*iest task; to convert opposition 
into hearty support is an aciiievcinent 
cnIlliiK for unusual putlenoe and tuct- 
lliut both of these virtue* are pos- 
Ses.sed In large measure by,a majority 
of tile extension workers may lie ad- 
Juceil from the reiiorts constantly com­
ing to that bureau.

A farmer in Maryland had no ti*e 
for “ Ixiok fiimilng.’’ He ii|iliruidisl his 
‘ on, a member of a boys' club, for fol­
lowing the agent’s instructions In « ‘ed- 
corn selection. He called the test for 
1110 per Cent germination "foolksliness.” 
and walked off In utter disgust. The 
hoy, encouraged hy hi* Instructor, kept 
at It, demonstrated the proposition, 
grew the selectisl *ee<l, and got a typi­
cal high-grade crop, a decUKsI contru.st 
to dad’s. That settled It. The “fool­
ishness" turneil but to be “a good 
Idea.’’ The farmer has become an 
enthusiast.

At the very outset a woman demon­
strator In a northern county of Texas 
was opimsei! by the parents of a bright 
vllliigp girl, anxious to become a mem­
ber of a boys and girl*’ club.

TiHiny that little girl is the leading 
member of a club. During the past sea- 
sijn her garden was such a success 
that she will have a bigger one this 
year, and the co-operation of her par­
ents. .And, according to them, “any 
time that agent comes this way she'll 
find welcome on the door.”

i)ne more Instance, the three covering 
some of the important phases of agent 
work in the South : The colored farm­
ers of a certain county In a far South­
ern state used to pay no attention to 
crop rotation or dlverslflcatlon. They 
grew the same crops in the same flelds, 
only such produce as sultiMl their i«ir- 
ticular whim. Nor did they see any 
ni-cesslty for home »anltatlon. They 
didn’t know anything aliout the neces­
sity for either, and careil less. As for 
the county agent, he was an intrtnier. 
They have dllTerent Idens today. Not 
only do they grow the right crops, but 
also they take pride in the apiienrance 
of their flelds and buildings. There is 
a friendly rivalry among them now, 
anil tlie one-time intruding agent is be­
sought to set them right In all tholr 
lirolilenis.

Thus opposition ran be overcome to­
day more than ever through the proper 
upiiroach, the stlck-to-lt attitude, and 
the tact of the county and field agents 
and demonstrators of the extension 
service.

T h e  recent discovery by scien- 
tlKts of a lost trilie of Ameri­
can IndUtns—the Havasupai— 
walled up In obscurity in a 

deep canyon of western Arizona re­
veals a situation so astonishing that 
It would seem Ineredlhle if the story 
came from a source less reliable than 
the American Museum of Natural His­
tory, writes J. A. Brashears In the 
New York -Sun.

Cloistered in a fertile valley, where 
sht>er walls cut the great plateau to 
a depth of S.iSX) f»-et, Leslie Spier, 8 
member of the museum's stutT. hns 
found a tribe of wild primitive In­
dians still living the lives of tlieir an­
cestors and in almost total iimornnca 
of the forward inarch of civilization.

Here ou the banks of Cataract creek, 
which flows nortliword to cascade In­
to the torrent* of tlie Gmnd Canyon, 
these aborigines and their forebears 
have llveil for ten centuries with sel­
dom a glim[ise of the territory lying 
beyond the canyon to|i. Tlie chief of 
the tribe counts tlie visits of the white 
man on the fingers of one hand.

Anthropologists have laiked Into the 
utmost corners of the earth, from pole 
to pole: have studied and cla.s.sifled the 
various tribes of Indians for years, 
while in some remarkable manner the 
Havasupai, living within our very bor­
ders. have escaped notice.

These Indians—there now are only 
175 In the tribe—con.stltute the only 
purely aboriginal and primitive com­
munity In the Uniteil States today. 
They have lived like hermits. The 
customs and machines, the social ad­
vances of the outside world have fail­
ed to penetrate the fastness of their 
realm.

Not Easy to Viait Them.
To reach their home, a 50-mlle ride 

over a waterless tract is necc.ssary. 
When the brink of the chasm is 
reaclieil the drop of .1.i>»0 feet has to 
be made mostly on fmit along a hanlly 
perceptible trail. Only a small i>art 
of the hazardous twelve-mile descent 
can be made mounted. One must lit­
erally cling to the walls of the canyon. 
In no place Is the trail wider than 
three feet and the animals rub their 
sides raw through scraping along the 
side of the canyon.

In one place the two walls come 
together and form a comer. Here it 
1s necessary to make a 500-foot drop 
by zigzagging from wall to wail. This 
is the most perilous section of the 
Journey for the trail Is nothing more 
than a series of steps. The animals 
must Jump from one to the other. As 
the men on foot must walk in front 
their lives are constantly endnngereil. 
Should a pack animal miss Its footing 
the ninn in front would be knocked to 
ulilivion.

Today the Hava-stipai subsist on a 
marvelously cultivated tnict two and 
oni»-quarter miles long and about one- 
quarter of a mile wide. They depend 
cliletly on agriculture for their sup- 
IKirt. but in former days they descend- 
e«l far south down their valley in quest 
of deer, antelope and bear. The camps 
are situate«! along the east side of the 
creek, which irrigates the land so well 
that enough foiwl is harvested off this 
small section of one and one-hulf 
square miles to supply them from sea- 
.son to season.

Some of Their Cuatemt.
Mr. Spier classifies the tribe as “ In- 

tennedlary,”  since their culture em­
braces traits peculiar to the four ad­
jacent tribes of the aouthwest area. 
” ln general characteristics,”  he said, 
“they lean more toward the Pueblos of 
northern Mexlca The custom that pre­
vails among the Pueblos—that of tha 
men and women working together In 
the field—also exists among the Supal.

"The men also make clothing out of 
buckskin, a domestic trait character­
istic of the Pueblos. The Influence of 
the other adjacent tribes, while slight, 
may he seen in the construction of 
various typea of huts and tepees. The 
Havasupai build four different types. 
There is a log and mud hut common 
among the Navajos; the conical 
thatched tepee built to a great extent 
among the Moharea and the square 
thatched hut of the Plateau Indians.

"Among the American Indiana," he 
conttaMd. "the nomadic and warlike

traits preilomlnate, but the Havasupai 
are unique in this respect. They are 
peaceably inclined and happy in the 
contemplation of tlieir own works.

Expert Com Growers.
The Havu.supal live in ramps daring 

the summer months along the creek In 
the midst of their farms. They are 
expert in raising corn crops.

The de<'p canyon bed. Irrlgateil hy 
the cataract. Is bd oasis in the arid 
desert which surrounds the canyon, 
( ’oni, beans, squash and fruit are 
raised in abundance and the peaches 
are especially delicious, according to 
Mr. Spier. The nearby mountains 
abound In sheep, deer, antelope and 
wild turkeys, so there is no lack of 
fresli meat.

In winter the tribe takes to the 
ledges and caves on the mountain side 
high alKive the danger levels. Cataract 
creek always overflows during the 
rainy season and inundates the land. 
"Here," said Mr. Spier, “ I found some 
most Interesting caves, unquestiona­
bly carveil out of the walls by a pre­
historic race. I found some fragmen­
tary pottery in various places which 
supported my theory.

‘These caves,” he continued, •'serve 
ns excellent shelters, and here each 
family builds Its storehouse for pre- 
sem'ing Its grain and meat. These am 
constructeil out of mud, baked hard 
ami then sealed.”

Native Turkish Bath.
'The chief diversion among the males 

is to foregather about the various 
sweat lodges to gossip aud discuss 
affairs of the tribe. The sweat lodge 
is their Turkish bath. A bed of straw 
is laid down aud a covering placeil 
over it. It is made Just large enough 
for one man to crawl Insids Rsskets 
containing red-hot nicks am pla,.t.u —• 
side and water is then pounsl over 
them, producing a cloud of steam. 
The covering holds the steam inside 
and as soon as the sweating process is 
deemed to have progressed sufticlently 
the bather Jumps out for a ‘ ‘shock” in 
the icy waters of the cataract. As 
each man flnishos his hath he Joins the 
circle, all in breechclouts, for the dis­
cussion of tribal affairs.

The women do not devote all of 
their afternoons to domestic pursuits. 
They have a passion for gambling, Mr. 
Spier says, and for several hours af­
ter the day’s toll in the flelds they con­
gregate aud play at dice. The game is 
somewhat like the American game of 
craps, although four dire are used, 
fashioned out of goat’s horn.

Today one never finds American In­
dians using anything but matches to 
light their fires. The Havasupai still 
use primitive tire drills. Up to 1910 
the stone knife was used exclusively. 
Lately som^ modern implemeuts have 
filtered In through the government 
agent. They have some horses and a 
small number of cattle with whick 
they are having splendid success.

No Marriage Ceremony.
Marriage in the canyon is without 

cemmony. Tlie bride’s consent having 
been won in the orthodox fashion the 
couple merely live together without 
further ado. The brave must make 
payment, however, to the bride’s pa­
rents, and the customary form la to 
give his service In the flelds of hlo 
“ in-laws” until the first child has bees 
born. This method of payment to 
strictly enforced. There is no divorce 
recognized among the Havasupai.

Of the two chiefs Mr. Spier said: 
•’They have absolutely no prerogatives 
In the matter of power over the tribe. 
The tribe as a whole works well to­
gether and the members feel a certain 
definite social consciousness. It is tbe 
business of the chiefs to act as media' 
tors when matters need adjustment, 
but whatever law* exist are enforced 
through public opinion. The chlefi 
are charged with advising the young 
women and Instructing the youths 
growing into manhood. There Is no 
capital punishment, and Instead of tha 
death penalty for murder the offenA- 
Ing party must make a payment M 
land or goods, t 'egltlmsi'y does not 
exist among them. Every cbild that 
is born has a reoognlied father and no 
odium attaches to offspring, as hap­
pant so frequently among people a< 
higher aoctnl davalopniaaC

Good Reasons for Urging Inereasad 
Cultivation of Useful and Pretty 

Bearera of Fruit.

Although in at least two states, 
PennHylvanla and Ohio, there are more 
than 1.000,000 cherry trees and nearly 
as many In several other states, the 
commercial Interests are relatively 
small compared with several other 
fruits In which the number of trees 
Is considerably less.

In the south the summers are too 
long and hot, a* a rule, for cherries 
to do w ell, and they do their be.st at 
the higher attitudes.

In their endurance o f low tempera­
tures sour cherries compare favorably 
with apples. Sweet cberrie« are less 
hardy tlian sour sorts. Their endur­
ance of cold corresponds more nearly 
to that of the peach.
. fherrles are sensitlvo to a poorly 
dralneil soil. fla y  soils, extremely 
retentive of moisture, give the poorest 
results, and the lighter, better drained 
soils the t>, .-t. Soils that dry out ex- 
ces.slvely are also unsatisfactory. Mod­
erately productive soils give better re­
sults than those which represent either 
extreme in fertility. Cherries blossom 
comparatively early, the sweet sorts 
earlier In most cases than the sour 
varieties; therefore sites that are sub­
ject to spring frosts during the usual 
blossomlDg period should be avoided.

I Sergt. O'Connor was derorated for 
I couspleuou.s bravery In action near St.

I Sergt. O'Connor volunteerwl and went 
j from hL division headquarters to one

Disi’overing that the 
fire came from a machine gun nest 
In a shell hole at the edge of the town, 
Sergt. Hilton, accompanied by a few- 
other soldiers, but well in advance 
of them, pressed on toward this posi­
tion. firing with his rifle until bis aro- 
mnnitlon was exhausted, and then with 
his pistol, killing six of the enemy and 
capturing ten. In the course of this 
daring exploit, Sergt. Hilton received 
a wound from a bursting shell which 
resulted in the loss of bis arm. Sergt. 
Hilton's home Is at Westville, S. C.

Suffering from illncM, Sergeant Sei­
bert remained with bis platoon and led 
his men with the highest coumge and 
leadership nnder iKavjr shell and ma­

chine gun fire. With two other sol­
diers Seibert charged a machine gun 
emplacement In advance of their com­
pany, he himself killing one of the en­
emy with a shotgun, and capturing 
two others.

Ander« 
son not only silenced the gun and cap­
tured It. but also brought back with 
him twenty-three prisoners.

Aim to Distribute Pressure Due to 
Wheel! Concentrated on Sur. 

face— Look to Future.

(Prepared by the United Slate« Depart« 
ment of Agricultur«.)

The purposes of u foundation are to 
aid in distributiug the pressure due to 
wheel louils concentrated on the road 
surface, so that the Intensity of pre.s- 
Mire on the sniigrade will not exceed 
a safe iinit-heiiring power, and also to 
prevent, if ixissible, the crust of the 
road from being iliHiurbed by tlie up­
ward pres-Mire of the suhr.rade due to 
the action of frost, ground water, or 
other disturbing Influence. In the case 
of a p«veni)-nt consisting of coinpuiu- 
tlvely small Mocks, such ns vitrified 
lirlck. Iionded to eacli other very slight­
ly nr not at all, an entire wheel load 
might he concentrated on only a few

<quarp Inches of foundation, in which 
case It would he nt-cessary for the 
foundation to take care r f practically 
tlie entire distribution of the load. On 
the other hand, a nijtnollthlc pave­
ment, In which the Individual units are 
well Iionded together, might distribute 
the wheel loads to obviate all necessity 
of further distribution by the founda­
tion. and if adi-quate drainage were 
provided and there were no danger of 
heaving of suligruiles, the foundation 
might he omltt(>d entirely.

The h(i«vlest vehicle that ordinarily 
has passed over a public highway 
heretofore Is the 1.5-ton traction en­
gine. Such engines are so designed 
that the ri-nr axle carries about two- 
thirds of the total weight which ar­
rangement gives a concentrated pres­
sure on the road surface of about five 
tons under (»ach rear wheel. The use 
of much heavier equipment Is In sight, 
however, and unles.s some regulations 
he passed to prohibit it, the occur­
rence of ten-ton. or even heavier mo­
tortrucks. may become common on 
highways adjacent to large cities or 
between large centers that are only a 
few mll(*s apart.

In assuming the maximum wheel 
load for any particular road a reason­
able allowance should he made for fu 
ture Increase. Since motortrucks have 
come into use there has been a con­
stant tendenc.v to Increase both their 
rates of si>eed and the loads they carry, 
and it is probable that this tendency 
will continue. Furthermore, many 
ronds not now sutijected to motor­
truck traffic will attract such trulfic 
after they are improved, and this pos­
sibility always sbould be considered. 
Increase In the volume of traffic also 
may be an important factor

START ROAD WORK IN SOUTH

A:I States Now Actively Engaged in 
Improving Highways for Better 

Transportation.

Load construction, which has been 
suspended or partly suspended In 
every part of the South since the 
I ’nited States entered the war, is re­
suming In all southern states on a 
far greater scale than ever before In 
the history of that section of the coiin- 
tfy.

In Virginia, West Virginia and 
Kentucky the work of making per- 
ninnent and new highways cannot get 
full swing during the winter season, 
but extensive preparations are under 
way In these states for Intense activ­
ity In the spring. In the balance of 
the siinthem states where as good 
work can be done In the winter as In 
the summer, big starts hare already 
t een made. Great activity is reported 
•n Louisiana and Mississippi.

naute W ill Stimulate Ealiatments 

In the U. 8. A ir  Service.

Atlantic City, New Jersey, will be 
the Mecca for a large gathering of 
American men, and reprecentaiives of 
foreign countries, who will be at­
tracted by the first Pan-American 
Aeronautics Convention, which meets 
there in May.

Captain Charles J. Glidden, of the 
U. S. Air Service, Military Aeronau­
tics, now stationed In the administra­
tive department of the L'nited Sûtes 
Flying School, Suutherfield, Ueorgi% 
saya:

"The Pan-American Aeronautic! 
Convention and exhibition to be held 
at Atlantic City during the month of 
May will bring to the attentioiAif the 
American people the woiidertul pro­
gress of aviation. The work of air­
craft during the war est.iblisbes its 
practicability fur commercial uses and 
Insures the creation in this uountry of 
a coiniilete aerial service, connecting 
all cillea and towns fur the transpor­
tation of persons, mail und Rierchan- 
diae.

“ Before the close of 1!)20 1 confi­
dently predict this service will be In 
full oiieration, with extensions to alt 
countries on this hemisphere. In the 
l'nited States trunk Unes will be es- 
Ubtished serose the country which 
will place every city end town within 
six hours from some twenty-four dis­
tributing points. Once created and 
In operation our extensive coast line 
coulo be put under complete protec­
tion from any possible invaaliin. Thou­
sands of college trained eviature In and 
out of the service are now waiting to 
join In the operation of an aerial 
service.

“ The government cells for fifteen 
thousand men to enllat In air service 
fur one or three years' time. This la 
bound to receive a quick response, as 
here is an opportunity for men to be 
Immediately assigned to duty in the 
service and of the number who enlist 
those who pass certain examinations 
will be given flying and balloon pilot­
ing Instruction This liberal offer Is 
equivalent to e ono or three years' 
college course in aeronautics, and one 
may become expert in all branches of 
aviation, and If qualified a non-com­
missioned or even a commlestoned of­
ficer. In addition to regular pav, cloth­
ing. quarteia and rsttuus, extra pay 
begins with Instnicilons to operate 
the aircraft. As the number of men 
wanted is limited to fifteen thousand 
for the entire country, quick applica­
tion to the nearest recruiting officer 
will be necessary before the privilege 
is withdrawn.

But of this nearly 8 j 
billion were lent to other na- i 
tions— and that was some of! 
the be.st fighting finance, as you i 
will see a little later.

,By spending and lending 26 
billion in nineteen months we 
saved six months’ further war-' 
fare, and perhaps a year.

We also saved at least 100,- 
000 American soldiers’ lives and 
four times as many wounded.

Nor was this all. For had the 
war continued through 1919 our 
further expense this year would 
have been not less than 25 bil­
lion dollars, and more likely 30 
billions. So that through the 
nineteen months of war spend- 
i??g, if we deduct money raised 
to lend Allied nations, we find 
that every dollar raised by Lib­
erty Bonds .and War Savings 
Stamps came pretty near sav­
ing the spending of two dollars 
during 1919— the year of fight­
ing that never came.

Shipping was a hig problem, 
and we were caught short of 
merchant ships. But our ship­
yards got bu.sy and new ships 
were built, and old ones brought 
from the Great Lakes, taken 
from coast-wise service, char­
tered from neutral nations, and 
lent us by the Allies.
