Campbell, who lives about 10 miles
north of Eastland, between the
Gunsight and Wayland communi-
ties. The bale weighed 502 pounds.

Mr. Campbell said that he has
L0 neres in cotton this year and
that he expects to gin about 10 m
12 bales, according to the present
outlook, which would make his
vield a little better than a quarter
of a bale per acre. An offer of
six cents was made for the cotton
but Mr. Campbell refused to sell
aaving that he thought he woulc
wait for a better price.

A premium of $20 for the first
bale was solicited by the Ranger
Chamber of Commerce and pre-
sented to Mr. Campbell. Other
prizes for the second and third
bales to be brought to and ginned
in Ranger have been secured and
are being held pending the receipt
of the next two bales.
