Mustangs, Chiefs Clash 
In Homecoming Game

Dee Miller, the Democratic 
candidate for U.S. Congress 
from the 18th District (this one), 
is off and running with his cam-
paign after getting a semi-late 
start.

Mustangs and Friona Chieftains 
meet in Friona at 8 p.m. with 
identical season records of 1-1. 
The event will be the highlight 
of the Friona High School Home-
coming celebration. 

Football fans can expect to 
get their money's worth since 
both teams will be seeking a vic-
tory. 

The Class AA Chiefs lost 
their opener to Farwell 20-7, 
but defeated Morton Friday 
night, 12-8. Bovina won its first 
game over Cooper 38-14 
and dropped Friday night's 
clash with Happy 20-16. 

The Friona team will be

Leading ground gainer after 
two games is Carl Harris, who 
averaged 11.5 yards per carry 
in 23 carries for 262 yards.

End Eddi Corn was the 
leading defensive player with 
about 10 tackles, three of them 
unassisted, but also looking 
good were Steve Pierson at end, 
Bobby Redden and Alfred Stan-
berry at guards, and line back-
ers Lynn Murphy, Rex Cumpton 
and Carl Harris. 

One thing that probably kept 
Bovina from scoring again was 
a first down made on Happy's 
nine yard line after a long run 
by Lynn Murphy. A touchdown 
is always tough to make 
from this point, Coach Stone 

backfield averages 152 while 
the line weighs in at 168. 

The smaller Mustangs aver-
age 150 pounds. The backs weigh

Friona is competing in Dis-
trict 3-AA while Bovina is play-
ing et first season in District 
3-A, having been advanced from 
Class B this year. 

Coach Roy Stone said that 
Friona can be expected to have 
a "pretty good team" as the 
Chiefs will outweigh the Mus-
tangs, and have more speed. 
They have a good quarterback 
in Johnny Barker, who can pass 
the ball; a good running back, 
Ted Renner, who can also pass; 
and one of the best tackles in 
the area, Bill Weatherly.

For a time, and we even 
admitted as much in this space, 
we were worried about the elec-
tion's outcome. Things seem to 

'be falling in their proper places 
now, however, and everything 
may turn out right yet . . . if 
enough Democratic votes fall 
into the ballot boxes in the 
general election in November.

To most people who live in 

the limits of this little city, 
it's no secret that Bovina needs 
another paving project.

This work will have to be 
done by city officials or their 
representatives -- someone in 
a position of authority. 

You'll remember that in Bo-
vine's two previous paving pro-
jects, work of this type, and 
quite a bit of it, was required. 
Paving projects don't just fall 
into place.
