All of you have aettn one or more 
of the ratimater of hundre<l« of mil­
lion* of dollar*’ loaa to the farmers 
caused annually by weeds. “ In a 
sense,“ say the authtrs of the new 
version of familiar old Farmer's Bul­
letin 660- "farminK miirht he called a 
warfare atrainst veeds.”

TTiese men, W. m. Talbot, weed con­
trol investijrator, and Ur. K. V. Co- 
Wile, chief botanist of the Bureau of 
Plant Industry, see no easy way to 
tyip the war. They lay down three 
r. (n principles and counsel that we 
fi(ht the battle out aloni; these lines 
if it takes all of seevral summers. 
The first principle is—prevent weeds 
from maturioK seed on the farm.. The 
second, prevent the introduction of 
weed seed to the farm. The third, pre­
vent perennial weeds from makinic 
top growth.

Now I know a lot of you are won­
dering what Mr. Talbot and Dr. <^- 
villc have to say about the method 
of chemical warfare on weeds which 
has been so much discussed in the past 
three years.

Well, they say this: (I'm quoting)
“Weed-killing chemicals, because of 

their coet and other objections, should 
be regarold as substituted for tillage, 
pasturing, and cropping methods of 
keeping down top growth of peren­
nial weeds. A limited use of suitable 
chemicals is practicable, however, for 
the destruction of small, scattered pat­
ches of very troublesome weeds. 
Chlorate*, oils, common salt, and sol­
uble arsenicala are ex.imples of fair­
ly effective chemical weed killers

Cornelius is a Roman centurion who 
had found the emptiness of the Roman 
mytholoiry for the purposes of re- 
li^ioa and had developed faith in Jo- 
hovah as the only God. He was mak- 
inc practical use of his reliirion thru 
prayer and practise. The knowledge 
that he trained made him eager for 
a fuller understanding of spiritual 
truths. In the midst of a certain pray­
er eeason he was directed to send 
meeengrrs to Joppa and get Peter as 
a teacher of still larger spiritual con­
ceptions.

Now Peter was a devout Hebrew

as well as a growing Chrisiutii. .Na­
tional customs were a part of his very 
life.
