On File With

The Forty-Second LeKi»lature 
enacted what is known as the “Uni­
form Budget System  for S tate  and 
Local Governments."

Section 10 of this Act provides 
that

"The County Judge shall serve 
as budget officer fur the Commis- 
i loners* Court in each county, and 
during the month of Ju ly  of each 
>ear ne, assisted by the County 
Auditor or by the Cnupty Clerk, 
-hall prepare a budget to cover all 
proposed expenditures of the conn- 
ty government for the succeeding 
year. Such budget shall be care­
fully itemised so as to make as 
clear a comparison as practicable 
between expenditures included in 
the proposed budget and actual ex­
penditures fur the same or similar 
purposes for the preceding year.”

The A ct also provides that the 
('ountv Judge shall file  a copy of 
the proposed budget vvith the clerk 
of the County Court, and that it 
shall be available fur the inspec­
tion of any taxpayer. .\ copy ha.-- 
been filed as retjuired, and taxpays 
era desiring to inspect it should 
not hesitate to call fur it at the 
County C lerk 's office for that 
purpose. This budget is tentative 
and may be changed by tHe Com­
missioners' Court a fter the public 
hearing which the law procide.s 
shall take place on some date to be 
named by the ('ommissioners' 
Court subse«tuent to August 15th, 
and prior to levying the county 
taxes. The County Juilge will ad­
vertise the date o f the hearing in 
the newspapers or by imsting not­
ices so that a ll taxiwyers may la- 
informed of the date and attenil 
the hearing if  they so desire.

The budget statem ent shows the 
balance to the credit or debit of 
each fund of the County a t the be­
ginning and a t tlie close of the 
year 1931, the funds received from 
all sources during the year, and 
the amounts expended for the var­
ious purposes. The estimuteil re­
ceipts and expenditures fur next 
.'ear, which are also shown in the 
budget, a re  based on the receipts 
and expenditures fur 1931. the 
taxable values fur 1932, and an 
estiiiUkXvd per centage of tax col­
lections for the budget year. .As 
the expenditures for any project 
hould not exceed the budget esti­

mate, except in cases of emergen­
cy, much care in the preparation of 
'.lie final budget is necessary so 
that no governmental function 
may be crippled because of an in­
adequate appropriation; and the 
t'ommissionera' Court 1 am sure 
will appreciate any assistance the 
taxpayer may render.

As county exia-nditures will 
probably be discussed in some de­
tail at this public hearing, it oc­
curs to me that it offers the tax­
payers, who supply fhe money to 
operate the County government, ;i 
fine opportunity to learn more 
about the various pun><»“‘* 
which their ta x  money is expended 
and to express their opinions as to 
whether certain  projects curried m 
the budget should be continued or 
discontinued. I t  should also 1h- a 
means of bringing the taxpayers 
and the county jovem m ent into 
closer relationship. Many items of 
■ounty expenses are mandatory by­
law and cannot be changed or elim­
inated except by legislative enact­
ment. T h is , m atter will likely re­
ceive attention a t the hearing, and. 
at the proper tim e, the attention 
pr oiir representatives should oe 
called to such statutes as justice 
demands should be amended or re­
pealed. ,

Feeding milk cows for best re­
sults will bo discussed by E. R. 
F;udaly, A. A M. College Extension 
Service, Dairy specialist, a t a 
meeting a t  the court house a t 8 :00  
Tuesday night. County Agent P a t­
terson. who has called the meeting, 
states th a t Eudaly makes probably 
the best talk he has ever heard, on 
a topic o f this nature. He tulk.s in 
term s that the layman can under­
stand and makes the problem of 
balancing rations a very simple 
m atter.

Hoth cummerciul dairymen and 
owners of one milk cow will bene­
f i t  by this discussion. There is a 
common tendency to overfeed on 
rich proteins which may lead to 
udder troubles which a knowledge 
o f the proper use of feeds may pre­
vent. Gonsidering the fa c t  that 
milk is over 87 percent w ater it  is  
very important that an adequate 
sujiply of good clean w ater be pro- 
ideil milk cows, also that the tem ­
perature of the w ater in cold wea­
ther be such that the cow will 
drink the necessary amount.

'These subjects and others « f 
vital importance to dairymen will 
be discussed and a large group 
.should turn out for the meeting.
