According to the figures
on the chart, it is only neecessary
for the family to spend about $80
a year in order to feed itself, pro-
vided the family raised the re-
quired varviety of fruits and vege-
tables and cans them at the prop-
er time,

Store shows a model yard improve-
ment scheme., One member in each
member of each elub ean have a
grass lawn in the next year or
two.

At Beatty Drug Store is a win-
dow showing what can be done
with ordinary tow sacks, The
sacks have been torn into strips,
some of the strips dyed different
colors and then woven by hand
into beautiful rugs for the farm
house floor,

At Kimbrell's Hardware Store
i# a display of a cheese making
process whereby surplus milk can
be converted into yellow ecream
cheese. The remarkable truth in
this is that it only cost the farm-
er's wife a small amount to make
it. In Eastland county the past

ear there have been made some
25 pounds of cheese by this pro-
cess from which the swomen mak-
ing it have realized a net profit
of $670.50.

The Men's Shop window  dis-
plays a model bedroom for the
farm home, It is done in miniature,
using doll furniture and the rugs
seems to be woven from strips of
old hosier;. itowever, the 325
county women have used this mod-
