Hospital’s insurance change still causing discord

J 'he  Muleshoe Area Hospital 
District Board heard more con­
demnation of the district’s new 
em ployee health-insurance 
plan Thursday night.

“One problem is just the qual­
ity of it, and 1 realize there may 
be reasons for some of that, and 
then there’s the cost of it,” Dr. 
Kyle Sheets said.

He related the story of his 
daughter’s Jan. 24 back sur­
gery, and his attempts to find 
out for sure that if he switched 
to the new plan immediately, 
coverage of the surgery would 
be comparable to that under 
the old plan.

He said several people as­
sured him that it would be. 
Under the old plan, he said.

thefamily’s out-of-pocket ex­
pense would have been slightly 
more than $300, and that he has 
since found out that it could be 
more than $5,000 under the 
new plan.

Jim Bone, district adminis­
trator, said the plan’s second 
policy would cover most of 
that, but Sheets countered that 
in effect it wouldn’t because of

the differences in pay meth­
ods.

Sheets also said two employ­
ees who have been treated 
under the new plan nave been 
denied coverage when denial 
would not have been expected.

Bone said later that “nobody 
took this plan thinking it would

Meador praises 
adult-education 
students’ drive

Adrian Meador, former assistant school 
superintendent in Muleshoe, addressed 
students at the Muleshoe Adult Learning 
Center on Thursday.

Meador told the 15 students — some 
studying for GEDs and some in English as 
a Second Language — about the pride he 
takes in such programs because he can 
identify with them based on his own life.

“I was a country boy who just got by, 
and drove the tractor and fed the hogs,” he 
said. Then he worked as a cowbody for a 
summer, and saw that some of his co­
workers were old men whoowned nothing 
more than a saddle and a pickup and had 
no family life.

“I decided I wanted something more in 
my life, and 1 see that you want something 
better, too,” he said.

Looking around at the number of bilin­
gual students in the group, Meador told 
those individuals that they are already a 
step ahead of where he began.

As a beginning school administrator in 
New Mexico, he said, he told the teachers 
that classrooms needed to become bilin­
gual. At the time, the teachers opposed it, 
but he said within two or three years they 
came to agree with him.

Now, he added, the Spanish speakers in 
those classes realize their value because 
they can help others learn the language.

These days, jobs in all kindsof places— 
from classrooms to feedlots — pay more 
for workers who are bilingual, he said.

“The world is changing around us, and 
a lot of people don’t realize it,” Meador 
said. “The gringos don’t always under­
stand, you know?”

He said his cultural awareness dawned 
when he began working at an Indian pueblo 
and “there wasn’t a word I recognized.” 
Spanish and English share at least some 
words, he said, but at the pueblo he ran 
into a language wall as well as a religious 
wall (his students revered the ground,

Genuine Worship Centers on 
God, the Source of All Beauty
A neat thing happened to me 
at church the other Sunday. I 
think I worshiped You think 
I’m kidding. I mean, you know 
I’m a preacher, rind I help lead 
worship in a church, and I wor­
ship, and we worship, every 
Sunday, right?

Well, yes. But leading wor­
ship and worshiping are not the 
same things. And sometimes 
they are actually very difficult to 
do at the very same time. If 
you’ve tried, you know what I

mean. It’s very easy for consci­
entious worship-leaders to get 
so caught up in the nuts and 
bolts of leading worship that 
they themselves hardly worship 
at all. Some of that can’t be 
avoided. Oddly enough, trying 
to help worship flow smoothly, 
feel genuine and spontaneous, 
necessarily takes a great deal of 
the kind of planning, prepara­
tion, and hard work which is not 
spontaneous at all.

I am absolutely sure that the 
best worship, the truest wor­
ship, really occurs when that 
which we do and see and say 
and sing and hear in worship 
points beyond us, when every­
thing that happens ceases to be 
the focus because through it 
we’ve been helped to focus on 
God. Worship happens when 
what we’re doing or what is 
being done has helped us to 
forget about what we're doing 
and what is being done. And 
we focus on who He is, and 
what He has done. In worship, 
we open our hands to receive a

blessing, and He reaches down 
to give it. We lift our hands 
(literally, figuratively, or 
both), and He reaches down to 
impart His touch.

Sometimes, though we wor­
ship-leaders mean well, the way 
we structure worship makes 
worshiping harder. About the 
time worship really begins to 
happen, we short-circuit praise 
to call out hymn numbers. 
About the time we’re really cen­
tering on the Healer of our 
souls, an ill-timed and lengthy 
announcement calls us back to 
Sis. Jenkins’ gall bladder. 
We’re just about to feast at the 
banquet prepared by God, and 
suddenly next Wednesday’s 
church picnic takes center stage. 
We’re about to really worship 
(though the service has already 
started), but then thoughts about 
worship intrude, tastes or scru­
ples about forms of worship sti­
fle, and the Life-connection that 
God graciously gives when we 
freely adore is lost when we 
slavishly focus on ourseives, 
our leaders, our rituals.

Make no mistake, the most 
important ingredient in wor­
ship has far less to do with the 
quality of the service than it 
does with the quality of the 
worshiper’s heart, but leading 
worship is still a big responsi­
bility. To plan worship. To 
structure worship. Do it badly, 
and a shoddy, ill-prepared ser­
vice calls attention to its shod­
diness. Plan it and execute it 
well, and even then, if our atti­
tudes are wrong, the attention 
may focus on the messenger 
and not the Message, the 
singer and not the Song.

To worship can be tough 
But it can also be breathtaking- 
ly beautiful if. only if, it helps 
us connect with the One who is 
all Beauty.
