FIRST EXPENSE 
REPORTS HLED

Only One Local Candidate W ith­
draws From Race; One Candi- 
didate For County Treasurer 
Is Incumbent.

Candiaatei flling their ftr»t expense 
reports with the county clerk report 
spending f8,36« on the present cam­
paign, including assessment fees. This 
amount is for county, district and 
precinct candidates only. The cam­
paign expenses for printing ballots, 
holding the elections, etc., is paid by 
prorated fees by the candidates am­
ounting to $3,672.

Saturday was the last day to pay 
assessments. These assessments were 
allotted for each candidate as fol­
lows- Judge, 88th and 9lst District 
court, $160; Criminal district attor­
ney, $100; County judge, $100; Tax 
collector, $100; Tax assessor, $100; 
County clerk, $100; District clerk. 
$100; Sheriff, $100; County Treasur­
er;, $75; County commissioner, $50; 
Justice of the Peace, E!astland, Cisco, 
and Ranger, $5; all others $1; Public 
weigher, $2.

Mrs. Mae Harrison, incumbent, is 
the only county candidate entered in 
the race for county treasurer. Only 
one candidate has withdrawn from 
the race, Tom Cunningham has with­
drawn from the judges race in the 
91st district court. Cullen F. Thomas, 
candidate for congressman at large. 
Place No. I, is one of the state can­
didates reported to county chairman 
Kd T. Cox as having withdrawn from 
the race.

According to Mr. Cox absentee vo­
ting will be delayed in Eastland coun­
ty. The first day is July 3, but due 
to the fact that there is only a short 
time to prepare the ballots, every­
thing is not ready for voting.

Monday a-as the last day to file 
the first expense reports. One ca'ndi- 
date reports no campaign expense at 
all, others range all the way up to 
over three hundred dollars. The final 
campaign expense report must be 
in by July 14.

Judge Clyde L. Garret ha!> author­
ized the Record to announce that a 
mass meeting has been railed for 
Tuesday, July 5, at 2 p. m., in the 
91st district court room. The purpose 
of the meeting will be to pass suit­
able resolutions calling upon the gov­
ernor to convene special session of 
the legislature for the purpose of giv­
ing Eastland an other counties road 
bond relief.

Judge Garret has just returned 
from Dallas, where a meeting of the 
county judges and legislators of Tex­
as was held for the purpose of dis­
cussing the proposition of a special 
session of the legislature. Other coun­
ty judges of the state are calling sim­
ilar meetings.

In the event the legislature is con­
vened and proper legislation passed 
whereby the state would assume our 
road bonded indebtedness and pay the 
same out o f the gasoline tax, EUut- 
land County would be enabled to re­
duce its rate about $1.20 on the $100 
valuation, thereby leaving a necesity 
for only about a 60 cent levy on the 
$100 valuation for governmental ex- 
l>enses.

It was the opinion of the meeting 
at Dallas that this relief could and 
should be available for the year 1932. 
It was also brought out at the meet­
ing that many legislators had agreed 
to serve at this special session, if 
called, at their own expense, believing 
that not more than one or two days 
would be necessary.

Judge Garrett expressed the hope 
that every taxpayer in Eastland 
County who possibly could would be 
present at the meeting, especially in 
view of the fact that every taxpayer 
would be vitally affectetl by the re­
lief afforded if this purpose can be 
accomplished. He urged also that 
those who could not possibly be pre­
sent authorize someone to sign their 
name to such resolution as may be 
passed.

The purpose o f the meeting was 
to organize a plan for making budgets 
for public organizations, local, state 
and federal institutions to be includ­
ed. City and county officials from ov­
er this section of the country were 
present.

The jorganization plan, according 
to a pamphlet put out by the West 
Te.xas Chamber of Commerce, is to 
’’appoint and maintain a non-politi- 
tal committee o f taxpayers as a public 
expenditure committee for the pur­
pose of cooperating with public of­
ficials in promoting efficiency and 
economy in government expenditures 
es and in securing retrenchment in 
public administration commensurate 
with economic conditions— it being 
understood that the various city cem- 
aiittees in each county will cooperate 
as a general county committee.*

The law requires that all my o f­
ficial letters and opinions be kept on 
record, and it has been strictly obey­
ed."

He said his record in the Attor­
ney’s General office showed he had 
turned back to the general revenue 
unexpended nearly $5,000 of money 
appropriated to him.

Continuing a defense uf his suits 
against some major oil companies, 
which he touched upon in his address 
at Tyler recently. Allred said hun­
dreds of complaints had been made 
to his department and before the 
Legislature regarding practices of oil 
companies.

He cited a telegram from a Mar­
shall newspaper, addressed to him in 
July, 1931, demanding action on his 
part and pledging him cooperation.

The headstones are for: James G. 
Drake, private, Co. B. Phillips, Ga.. 
who died Mar. 6, 1898; Thos. Jefferson 
Drake, a brother, Co. B. Phillips, Ga., 
died July 3, 1915; James Henry Col­
lins, private, 1st Columbus Artillery, 
Ga., who died February 28. 1912.

These gravestones are issued free 
by the war department, but it has 
only been a few years that Confeder­
ate soldiers were included. The local 
chamber has arranged for about forty 
stones to mark the graves of soldiers. 
Any one who knows of an unmarked 
grave of a soldier in Eastland coun­
ty should get in touch with Dr. Tan­
ner ami assist in getting information 
that the graves may be marked.

The unemployment situation has 
proved a boon to unprincipled pro- 
motors selling mushroom spawn, says 
the Bureau of Plant Industry, U. S. 
Department of Agriculture, in a warn­
ing issued today.

Promotors describe mushroom grow­
ing as a new and unexploited bus­
iness requiring only a small capital 
investment and comparatively little 
experience with almost certain pros­
pects for large profits because of the 
alleged scarcity and high price of 
mushrooms. These claims are for the 
mo.st part misleading, says the bu­
reau. advising anyone who proposes 
to grow mushrooms to tigiroughly 
investigate market conditions and the 
risks of the business.

Within the last few years in the 
large markets the price of mushrooms 
has been on the average in the neigh- 
tmrhood of 25 cents per pound rather 
than the much higher prices indicat- 
oii. Some of these advertisements are 
so worded as to imply that the pro­
moters will guarantee that the orig­
inal ex|Knses can be recouped from

ArKueA for Bonus Payment.
Editor Star-Tele(tram: In a state­

ment Riven out by several United 
States Senators just before the vote 
was taken in the Senate on the Pat­
man, or soldiers’ bonus bill, it was 
said: “ The proposition as it is pres­
ented to us, however, is not to pay 
the veterans the cash surrender val­
ue that may be due. We favor that. 
It is a proposal to pay the veterans 
*2,400,000,000, includinR 12 years’ in­
terest not yet due, for certificates 
not payable until 1945. It is also 
a request that the taxpayers o f the 
country advance the inteest on these 
certificates that may be earned dur­
ing the next 12 years. This repre­
sents an absolute gift o f $1,636,000,- 
000, which is the exact amount over 
and above the present value of the 
certificates."

This statement is so erroneous and 
does such gross injustice to the cause 
o f the veterans as presented in the 
Patman bill, I ask as a friend of the 
bill, which I shall earnestly support 
in the next Congress, that the reply 
which was made by Mr. Patman him­
self, in his speech in the House on 
June 16, shall be printed. Here is 
what he said in answer to this con­
tention: “The statement has been 
made that we are asking for the pay­
ment o f an obligation that is not due 
until 1945. I sugge.st that we are 
asking that Congress carry out a 
confession and acknowledgement of 
an ohligation that Congress made in 
1924. It is true that we are asking 
for a revision of a part of the con­
tract in order that we may carry out 
the other part of the contract. The 
revision we are asking for is this. 
In allowing the adjusted compen.sation 
certificates to be issued, instead of 
dating them back to the time the ser­
vices were rendered, the certificates 
were dated 1925, thereby causing the 
veterans to lose seven and a half 
years o f interest. We are asking for 
a revision of the contract to that ex­
tent. Congress said that there was a 
difference between what the average 
soldier, sailor and marine received 
during the war for his services and 
what the lowest paid laborer in Amer­
ica received during the war for his 
services of between $1 a day and $1.25 
a day, and so Congress said that we 
should pay those veterans an addi­
tional sum—not a bonus but adjusted 
pay—of $1 a day extra pay for home

CATTLE

service and $1.26 a day extra pay for 
services overseas, and we are merely 
asking that Congress do that which 
Congress said in 1924 should have 
been done. We are asking that you 
pay that debt in the same way that 
Congress always has paid its debts. 
For instance, if this pay of $1 a day 
or $1.25 a day is paid as o f the date 
o f service rendered, with a reason­
able rate of interest from that time, 
an amount is now due each veteran 
who holds an adjusted service certif­
icate that is equal to 100 per cent of 
the face value of his ceritficate. Brief­
ly it is arrived at in this way: W'hen 
the was was over and people made 
application for tax refunds, after 10 
or 11 years it was finally decided 
that they were entiled to refunds. 
The Trea.sury Repartment did not 
make the refunds as of 1925, but as 
of 1917 and 1918, during the war, 
during the time they claimed they 
overpaid their income taxes, or from 
the time the depreciation of their war 
facilities occured, and with (6 per 
cent interest from that time, which 
the Government said was a reason­
able rate of interest. We are asking 
that the .same policy and the same 
principle of government which has 
been adopted for them be adopted for 
the veterans of the World War.” 

After the United States entered the 
war I was in Washington and New 
York much of the time and had good 
opportunity to see behind the curtain 
in both places. It is my deliberate 
judgment, based on what I then saw, 
that the cost of the war was multi­
plied by two on account of the rack­
eteering and profiteering committed 
by the special favorites of those im­
mediately in charge of the Nation’s 
war business. Many of the big boys 
caused their own sons to go to Wash­
ington to escape conscription and to 
occupy swivel chairs at $1 per year 
in such numbers that Congress or­
dered an investigation. The great fi­
nancial interests linked with the great 
manufacturing interests declared di­
vidends in many cases equal to 100 
per cent as a direct result o f benefits 
enjoyed through operations connected 
with the war. On the other hand, the 
interest which profited most by the 
war forced down the price of cotton 
from about 40 cents to about 26cents 
in less than two weeks, and thereby 
broke more than 500 banks in the 
South. They did this in violation of 
law and in a spirit of greed and lust 
which sought to caKe all they could 
get by reason of the control they ex­
ercised at the time. Not content with 
this, they caused an embargo to be 
levied upon the shipment o f cotton

even to neutral nations, and contin­
ued this embargo until April 1919, in 
plain violation of law and of com­
mon morals.

These are the interests which today 
tind such great objection to the so- 
called Bonus Bill. They are fittingly 
described by Congressman McFadden, 
in a late speech in Congress, as pro­
moters of the greatest swindle ever 
perpetrated since the days of John 
Law through their manipulation of 
the Federal Reserve System. They 
have, through intrigue and manipu­
lation of the politics of the Nation, 
contrived to draw unto themselves 
ami unto the interests they repre- 
.sent so large a part of the wealth of 
the Nation that many speeches have 
been made lately in the House and 
.Senate sounding a warning to the ef­
fect that they are hastening this na­
tion toward revolution.

It i.s my profound belief that the 
services of those who won the war in 
Europe are now required to save this 
country from a fate worse than that 
which then threatened Europe, and 
that the payment now to them of u 
sum which would make their maxi­
mum total compensation $2.25 per 
day while they were in military ser­
vice of their country, would be very 
small pay for the service they have 
given to the Nation. Let it be re­
membered that many of them were 
called away from great opportunity 
and made sacrifices which assure that 
poverty will follow them to the grave. 
Let it also be remembered that the 
moneyed chieftains of the forces now 
opposed to them increased their for­
tunes, in some instances from mil­
lions to billions, as a direct re.sult of 
the sacrifices made by the veterans.

The other side of the story is that 
the payment now to the veteran-s of 
the remainder of this $2.25 per day 
would give instant relief to unnum­
bered millions throughout the coun­
try, many of whom are now crying 
for bread and to whom the Hoover 
Administration offers nothing but a 
stone. It would also hasten the day 
when Congress will resume its con­
stitutional duty to issue money and 
to control its value and volume and 
when thereby all legitimate business 
and industry will escape from the 
shackles of Wall Street. That thrall- 
dom is more oppressive than any Des­
potism imposed upon a hapless peo­
ple, not excepting the ruinous rule of 
the Romanoffs of Russia. The worst 
of the czars desired that the lowliest 
of the peasants should be made com­
fortable and held a kindly interest in 
his “ mujiks.”  ’The Wall Street mon- 
archs do not provide for even that 
small luxury for the farmer.

VELVET BEANS SPREAD
IN JASPER COUNTY

County Poll Tax 
Receipts Reduced

This being a time when election­
eering is the main topic of interest, 
the ’ voter is busily engaged in try­
ing to pick the candidates to vote 
for during the first primary. Nearly 
a hundred candidates are looking into 
every nook and corner of the county 
for possible voters. In Eastland coun­
ty there are 6,048 who have paid their 
poll tax and will be able to present 
credentials enabling them to cast 
their ballot. This figure does not in­
clude the exemptions.

At the last election 7,577 paid their 
poll tax. This re<iuction since 1929 
is probably due to reduced popula­
tion, being more than two thousand 
less. The 1930 census gave the popu­
lation of Eastland county around 35,- 
000. The city of Ranger was most af­
fected by the population reduction.

EDITORIAL
The threat of tax bankruptcy is 

a real one to a great many Ameri­
cans these days. The city of East- 
land and the city schools are prac­
tically in such a state at this time.

“ .Melvin Traylor, president of the 
First National Bank of Chicago, re­
cently declared that tax levies take 
the equivalent of one day’s labor ev­
ery week from every person in the 
the country. A few years ago one out 
of every 22 persons gainfully employ­
ed was on the public payroll; a re­
cent careful calculation by the New 
York Sun shows the present percen­
tage to be one in seven. It is said 
that if the present rate continues 
in a little over 20 years every tax­
payer will have a government em­
ployee o f hi* own to carry." This par­
ticular condition is hardly true in our 
city and school, but the amount rais­
ed by taxation is not sufficient to 
support them and retire the outstand­
ing bonds as per schedule.

“ Recently, in a Middle Western 
State, one million acres of land were 
taken over by the counties for un­
paid taxes. In a Southern State tax 
delinquencies involve more than half 
the farm property of tha State. An­
other State haa an $18,000,000 defic­
it. Another has $10,000,000 in signed 
contracts for certain projects and it 
unable U> raise a dollar to meet them. 
In many parts of the country local 
bond issues have defaulted, schools 
have been closed, necessary functions 
o f arovernment have been crippled, 
public employees have been unpaid.”

This is what extravagance has 
done elsewhere and may be expected 
to do the same things to us. The 
people cannot pay. In Ohio, according

nicipalities take, in taxes, an amount 
about equal to the entire value of 
all the farm crops. Nothing but tax 
bankruptcy can result if the trend of 
torlay is not altered. Cisco’s attitude 
on city management and bond retire­
ment seems to have resulted in a 
pleased citizenship. It is understood 
that in Cisco the tax rate is the 
maximum $2.50 per hundred dollar 
valuation, and the valuation has been 
cut to the figures in keeping with 
other values, a figure that the de­
pressed property owners can pay. The 
opeiating expenses of the city has 
been cut to the lowest figure con- 
sir tent with good business which leav­
es a balance, insufficient to take care 
of the indebtedness but it is being 
placed in the bank and held until the 
bondholders decide on an equitable 
way for this surplus to take care of 
the debt.

In other words the Cisco tax pay­
ers are allowed to live, they are only 
taxed rea.sonable amounts that will 
not make home owning prohibitive.------ 0--------

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Agricultural and Farm News Of
Texas Farms and Communities

If Texas continues to develop as 
a farm-fed cattle state it is not im­
probable that future historians will 
give 4-H club boys the creilit for 
forcing the change. Seasoned stock- 
men are already saying it.

• • #
Ten years ago a mere handful of 

I farm boys were feeding baby beeves. 
I Farmers regarded it as a county agent 

fad. In recent years the big livestock 
-hows of the state have had a hundred 
and more well finished club calves 
on exhibit where formerly a score 
.11 two constituted the show-ing.

Copying [the club bo..̂ ••. farmers 
have gone to feeding calves for them­
selves. It has graduated from the kid 
-tuff to a re.spected farm enterprise. 
The collapse of prices has helped in- 
-tead of hindered the move, for even 
with low-priced beef, beef calves have 
provided a lietter market for farm 
'ced than the cash market.

• • •
Club boys haven't done it all by any 

means, but by steady plugging they 
have charted the way for others ia 
the calf feeding business. In the mean 
time a change has taken place in the 
demonstrations of the boys. Instead 
of feeding one animal they have been 
finishing two and three and five, and 
even fifteen or twenty calves.

* • *
111 I'.iJl there were HOI beef calves 

finished by 535 club boys who made 
total profits of about .S12 per animal. 
This money represents the premium 
the calves brought their owners for 
'he farm feed consumed.

f • *
What the results of the feeding 

year completed the past spring will 
be, no one yet knows, but a fair ex­
ample may be that reported from 
Hockley county where boys and girls 
made averag<' profits of about $7 
apiece on 61 beef calves fed, not in­
cluding $165 received in premiums.

County agents report increasing en­

rollments in beef calf clubs in prac­
tically every part of Texas this year.

county agent O. G. Tumlinson a year 
ago in furnishing each of 29 farmers 
a bre<l gilt to be repaid in the winter 
with the cured products o f one 200 
pound hog they started a move that 
has resulted in 326 farmers producing, 
butchering and curing their own pork, 
a recent check-up reveals. A survey 
in the spring of 1931 showed that 
only 45 Shackelford county farmers 
were raising their own hog meat^md 
that most of this was used fresh 
since there was a general lack of con­
fidence in meat curing.

Demonstration
Market Opened

Gainesville— The fourth demonstra­
tion farm home-maker’s market to 
be established in Texas under the 
i.uiM'rvision of market specialists of 
the Texas A. and M. College Exten­
sion Service was o|><‘iied in Gainesville 
let- in .May in a centrally located 
building formerly iK'Cupi»*d by the 
e'lainher of commerce. Its facilities 
are available to any member of a 
farm family who will agree to abide 
by the rules and regulations o f the 
market eommittee which have been 
hpproveil by the county home demon­
stration council. The market is to be 
open from 7:30 a. m. to 10:.30 a. m. 
each Wednesday and .Saturday morn­
ing. Similar markets are in operation 
in Amarillo. Lubbock and Austin.

.\ll products sold on the market 
must be grown or made by the seller, 
who must have a health certificate, 
renewed every six months. An en­
trance fee of 50c cents is charged 
nml a commission of tO'7 deslucted for 
.selling. Half o f this goes to pay the 
market manager and half is applied 
to the operating expense. Every sel­
ler must guarantee her products, re­
place any *not satisfactory to the 
buyer, and all canned products must 
be labelled to conform to the Federal 
and State Pure Food and Drug Acts. 
Products sold under the “ Better 4-H 
Products”  label of home demonstra­
tion clubs must be approved by the 
standardization eommittee of the Ex­
tension Service.

•\bout 5̂0 customers stopped the 
first morning for purchases of milk, 
whipping cream, butter, cottage 
cheese, American cheese, pork pro­
ducts, fresh vegetables and berrias, 
cookies, cakes, graded eggs, and live 
and dressed chickens. A large black 
bulletin board carried the names and 
prices o f products. Local business 
firms cooperated in arranging and fur­
nishing part of the market equip­
ment, including the refrigerators.

Mrs. Norman .McArdle is manager 
of the market and as such acts as 
cashier, purchaser and distributer o f 
paper sacks, twine, etc, keeps the 
accounts, and handles the advertis­
ing. The market has been organized 
with the help of Miss Lucy Maynard, 
home demonstration agent.

This is to some extent in line with 
the experiment now being undertaken 
by Dr. Tanner, secretary o f the East- 
land Chamber of Commerce.

Everyone should keep in touch with

the announcements which the Doctor 
will make through the Record from 
time to time. The possibilities for some 
thing very beneficial for the com­
munity are many.

Boys I.ead Dad to Kegialered Hogs 
Alice — Registered brood sows liave 

replaced scrubs on more than 60 Jim 
Wells county farms iluring the last 
five years, as one result of 4-H club 
demonstrations such as Frank and 
Clarence Stock are now conducting. 
Their tw * registered club gilts are 
about half as old as five ordinary 
pigs owned by their father, yet weigh 
almost twice as much. The registered 
pigs have have gaine<i more than 
three tioMe as rapidly as the others 
since Jantiary 1st on rations that are 
the same, except that the club pigs 
have been fed protein supplement in 
addition to corn, milk and green feed. 
The scrubs received corn, milk and 
green feed without additional protein 
supplement.

When weighed at the end of 146 
days under the supervision of L. A 
Pierce, county agent, the two regis­
tered pigs averaged 155.6 pounds 
each after having made daily gains 
of 1.06 pounds. They weighed 37 
(Kiunds apiece January 1st when the 
demonstration began. The five pigs 
belonging to the boys’ father were 
weighed also and averaged 81 pounds 
each at 279 days o f age. Mr. Stock 
is selling the scrubs and buying the 
registered gilts to MVS for brood 
sows.

In a radio speech, June 13, h  ̂ sta 
tod that “ I claim to be honest and 
responsible. I am not a hypocrite or 
a four-flusher or a demagogue or a 
liar. 1 will not need the help of any 
lawyer to advise and direct me in the 
duties of the office. There will be no 
‘chips to pick up’ and no “ wood and 
water men’ if I am elected. I will run 
the office and will earnestly endeav­
or to have enacted into law each and 
every one of my platform pledges.

“The issues that I propose are: A 
State Currency System to supply the 
currency and credit we so desperate­
ly neetl; a moratorium on all bonds 
and debts secured by real estate mor­
tgages until the dollar i* cheapened; 
a tax levy upon inheritance and in­
comes in lieu of the State ad valorem 
tax; a new Constitution in order to 
simplify and cheapen the administra­
tion of justice, and to abolish the 
Railroad Commission; the repeal of 
the infamous truck law; and the abol­
ition o f the Pardon Board and of par­
dons.

“ This, I submit, is a construc.ive 
program that is demanded by the exi­
gencies of the times.
