last year.

The reduction was made in the num-
ber of teachers because the school
board estimated that the enrollment
for this year would be somewhat less
than in previous years. He wishes
the people to know that the public
schools will be open for a nine-months
term to the day and that no courses
are being dropped in any of the
schools.

Texas Election Law
Will Be Enforced
In Second Primary

Because of the voting irregularities
discovered in 132 Texas counties af.
ter the first primary, the voters of
Eastland County will be required to
adhere to the strict letter of the law
in casting their ballots in the second
primary, Ed. T. Cox, county Demo-
cratic chairman, announced this week.

The regulations relating to voting
in Texas are given in Article 3004
of the Civil Statutes of Texas as fol-
lows:

“No citizen shall be permitted to
vote, unless he first presents to the
judge of election his poll tax receipt
or certificate of exemption issued to
him before the first day of February
of the year in which he offers to vote,
except as otherwise permitted in this
title, unless the same has been lost,
or mislaid, or left at home, in which
event he shall make an affidavit of
that fact, which shall be left with

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3.34 in. Rainfall
Recorded For July

A total precipitation of 3.34 inches
fell in Eastland during the month of
July, according to the observer’s me-
teorological record of the United
States Department of Agriculture
which is kept by J. A. Beard.

The greatest rainfall for 24 hours
was recorded on July 3 when 1.40 in-
ches fell. Six days during the month
were credited with more than .01 inch
of precipitation. Twenty-three days
of the month were clear, 5§ partly
cloudy and 3 cloudy.

The maximum temperature of the
month was recorded on the last day,
July 31, as 105 degrees, while the
minimum of 68 was recorded on both
July 6 and 16. The greatest daily
range of temperature occured on July
17 when there was 33 degrees dif-
ference between the minimum and
maximum temperatures.

The prevailing wind direction for
the majority of the days during the
wnonth was southeast.

Fruit, Vegetable
Shipments Decline

Austin, Texas, August 18.—Car-lot
shipments of fruits and vegetables
from Texas totaled only 2,235 cars
during July, the smallest total for any
July since the Bureau of Business Re-
search of The University of Texas
started compiling reports on the daily
shipment records of the United States
Department of Agriculture in 1926.
“Last year in July, 3,415 cars were
shipped,” the Bureau’s latest report
said.

“A drop of almost 1,000 cars in wat-
ermelon loadings acounted for most
of the decline in shipments as com-
pared with last year, although the
movement of cantaloupes, peaches, po-
tatoes, and tomatoes has been consid-
erably short of that during last year.
Watermelon shipments totaling 1,451
cars were made during July as against
2,290 cars during the corresponding
month a year earlier, while cantaloupe
shipments amounted to only 2456 cars
as compared with 389 in July last
year. Only 19 cars of peaches were
loaded as against 118 cars in July,
1931.

“Only 280 carloads of tomatoes were
shipped during July, compared with
245 cars during the same month last
year, Fifty cars of pears were load-
ed during the month, an increase of
b cars as compared with July a year
ago, and 151 cars of onions as against
only 99 a year ago.”

ESTABLISH MARKET SQUARE

Athens — A market exchange in
Athens known a8 “Market Square” de-
veloped this season by John 0. Moos-
ber, county agent, with the aid of lo-
cal civic organiations, has resulted in
a wholesale trading of Henderson coun
ty produce for Central Texas wheat
and oats. Mimeographed bulletins sent
weekly to 100 Central Texas towns
brought truck loads of surplus grain
which were traded for melons, peaches
potatpes and tomatoes. More than
5,000 bushel of oats and 500 bushels
of wheat for summer livestock and
poultry feed and for seeding fall pas-
tures was obtained in this way.

WORMS IN POULTRY EXPENSIVE

College Station — Intestinal worms
in poultry cut production 25 per cent
and take 28 per cent of the profits
in flocks harboring these parasites,
it is indicated in a study of poultry
flock demonstration records made by
E. N. Holmgreen, poultryman hus-
bandman in the Extension Service of
Texas A. and M. College. There were
about 90,000 hens in these flocks sup-
ervised by ecounty farm and home
demonstration agents. Flocks having
worms averaged 13.98 eggs per hen
in a recent month while those free
of worms averaged 18.71 eggs per
hen. The income above feed cost was
9.13 cents per hen for worm-free flocks
and 6.56 cents per hen for infested
flocks.

Sanitation of houses and grounds
is the best safeguard against worms,
says Mr. Holmgreen, but ocecasional
worm treatments are usually neces-
sary. The treatment used by most
demonstrators consists in giving each
hen a capsule containing nicotine and

kamala, obtainable under various
brand names anywhere in Texas.

Preparation Key
To Fall Gardens

College Station Pointing out that
fall gardens should furnish fresh
vegetables from the middle of Sep-
tember anywhere in Texas, J. F. Ros-
borough, horticulturist in the Exten-
ion Service at Texas A. and M. Col-
emphasizes the importance of
thorough preparation as the biggest
single factor in success.

“Most fall gardens that fail do so
because they were plowed and disced
only once, leaving big clods,” he says.
“The ground should be plowed shal-
low, disced several times, and allow-
ed to settle. Weeds should be not be
plowed under but cut and raked a-
way. Fertilization is more important
in fall gardening than in the main
spring garden. Better than well-rot-
ted manure at this time is a mixture of
50 pounds of nitrate of soda and 100
pounds high grade acid phosphate to
one-tenth acre, or a 6-8-4 fertilizer
at the same rate. This holds for all
parts of Texas except the Blacklands
and the heavy soils of West Texas.
Since germination of seed is poorer in
the fall, one-fourth more seed should
be planted than in the spring.

“Slower maturing vegetables suit-
able for planting from August 10 to
September 1 are cucumbers, cream
peas, pinto beans, Irish potatoes and
winter squash. If not planted during
that period these vegetables should
not be planted at all. For September
plantings are suggested cabbage, rad-
ish, cauliflower, carrots, beans, onion
sets, beets and Swiss Chard.”

“Those interested in fall garden-
ing will find by inquiry at least one
demonstration garden near at hand
from which they may get pointers, or

On August 27, 1907, eight months
after the Federal food and drugs act
went into effect, a Government inspec-
tor bought a package of a medicine
labeled as a cure for headaches and
as a “brain food.” That purchase,
according to Dr. F. J. Cullen, chief of |
| drug control, Federal Food and Drug
Administration, was the beginning of
sction that led to the first legal bat-
tle involving a drug under the new

i law,

Federal experts examined the so-
called “brain food” and found that it

ntained a large quantity of a coal-
tar chemical, acetanilid. Acetanilid,
in some cases, eases pain and induces
sleep, but it also depresses the heart
and is a poison if taken in sufficient
quantities.

dangerous character of the article.

This drug was not only harmful, but
was labeled with words that were
misleading and deceptive.
