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Alex Clark, member of the loeal
relief committee and supervisor of
the work under the unemployment
relief fund, took the Eastlander to
the sites of each one of the proj-
ects now under way yesterday and
explained to us the improvements
that are being made. Painters
were starting yesterday morning
giving the west ward a new coat
of paint, the first, by the way,
that it has had since it was built
back in 1919 or 1920,

People of the town who have not
seen the work that is being done
on high school hill should drive
by and see the metamorphosis that
is taking place. Two retaining
walls of native sandstone arc¢ be-
ing built, one within a few feet of
the street front along West Plum-
mer and the other near the top of
the hill in front of the school build-
ing. The rough, rocky hill will be
landscaped and sodded after the
walls are completed. The circular
driveway in front of the building
will be graded and surfaced, and
much room will be provided for
parking' of cars. The school
grounds are being leveled and im-
proved and the street leading up
to the grounds at the rear of the
building will be put into much bet-
ter shape, Mr. Clark explained.

The work relief fund may be
used only for labor and not for
materials, and here are some of
the examples of expert manage-
ment that have been devised by
Mr. Clark and the committee.
Trees on the land were cut down
and the wood sold for enough to
buy dynamite to blast out rock
which is being used to construct
the retaining walls. The cement
veod in the masonry is being ob-
tained from lumber companies that
are delinquent in their school taxes,

and the teams being used in grad-
mg and leveling the ground aro
being furnished by contractors who

owe aelinguent school taxes,

One project has been completed
and another started in the unem-
vloyment work which is under the
supervision of Alex Clark, chair-
man of the City Commission. Pain-
ters finished with their work on
the exterior of the City Hall this
week and another crew started re-
painting the woodwork on the ex-
terior of the west ward school.

In the meantime the work on the
high school improvement project
and the clean-up work at the cem-
ctery are going ahead, Mr. Clark
said. At least the month of De-
cember will be required to com-
plete the work at the high school.
Other projects that will be under-
taken under this relief fund will
be the improvement of several of
the city's unpaved streets. Resi-
dents of both South Daugherty and
South Connellee streets have rais-
od money to buy the necessary ma-
terials for the improvement of
these streets.

A second shift of laborers was
begun on these projects Tuesday
of this week with 68 men werking.
Approximately 50 men are requir-
ed every day on the improvement
of high school hill. More than 300
men have applied for work under
