This could prove to be
mutually beneficial to the cele-

This could be developed, with

We'll help work on it, if lead-
ers of the celebration are in-
terested in making this addi-
tion,

If this gets to be a reality,
it'll be a shame that we waited
until after Jack McCracken,
former general chairman of the
celebration, got out of the reg-
istered Hereford business,

Looking at the plan from
a pessimistic viewpoint, the
bulls on display will add to the
celebration even if a bid is
never offered on a single
animal, In other words, the plan
would be beneficial whatever the
outcome,

Even if the bulls get loose
in town, they'll add to the over-
all excitement of the occasion,

So, if you figure to have bulls
for sale come August, plan to
exhibit them during Bull Town
Days, either as an official or
unofficial part of the program.,

Opening Of New Lot Al Farwell
Boosts Texas' Feeding Capacity

(Editor's Note: The follow-
ing article appeared in the
March 7 issue of ‘‘West Texas
Livestock Weekly,”" published
in San Angelo,)

FARWELL, Texas—When the
gleaming new mill at Parmer
County Cattle Co.’s custom feed-
lot on the highway between
Farwell and Bovina was cranked
up a few days ago, nobody ex-
pected it to run with perfect
smoothness from the very start.
Least of all C. C. (Cap) Naegle,
manager, and the other stock-
holders in the newest addition
to the Plains cattle feeding in-
dustry. Such a simple thing as
a luxury automobile has a few
“bugs” to be straightened out
when it comes from the factory,
and a car is not to be compared
with the automated machinery
with which modern custom feed-
lots are equipped.

But Naegle had no real trou-
ble with getting the mill into
operation, and he expects none in
keeping properly mixed rations
in front of his cattle. After all,
the mill is designed to produce
75 tons of top ration in eight
hours. He has only about 3000
cattle in the pens but is putting
in more. Pens are completed for
about 12500 head, and even if
they were filled immediately, the
mill will produce feed for them
in two hours’ running time.

“We'll have ample time to
make any mechanical adjustments
between hours when the mill is

in operation,” he says in an obvi-
ous understatement,

Plans are to build pen space
for around 20,000 cattle. If addi-
tional expansion is needed, pres-
ent mill capacity will be ade-

quate. Adequate for how many?
“Well, you can almst name it,”
says Naegle. If feet for 12,000
head can be produed in two
hours, it's a cinch a round-the-
clock milling operaton would
take care of all the sattle the
owners are likely to wat to han-
dle.

Automation in the mill is car-

content with knowing his steers
were getting the exact amount
of each ingredient in the ration
and that he was being charged
for that precise amount. This,
too, is common to ultra-modern
equipment being installed in the
Plain’s new feedlots.
