With the kite flying season at 
hand, Texas Electric Service Com­
pany is-ued Saturday its annual 
appeal to parents to warn children 
flying kite* to keep away from 
electric line*.

“That the innocent pastame o f 
kite Dying can be exceodingiy dan­
gerous Is brought out forcibly by 
the fact that fa u l accidents oe- 
rurred in the j-ear just past be- 
t luse of children getting their ma- 
talixed kites tangled ia power 
lines.”  according to J. E. Lewis, 
district manager of Texa* Elocutc 
Service Company.

“ Too often children use metal 
wire in the place o f string on their 
kites and when the wiroa come in 
contact with a power bne the re­
sult is instantly disastrous. Even 
plain kite strings sometimes carry 
current, especially i f  the string is 
wet. The best idea, regardless of 
hew the kite is built or what kind 
of string it being used, is to too 
that it is flown in open spaces 
where no power line* are located”  
Lewi* stated.

“ If a kite should baeome entan­
gled in power lines, be sure that 
children do not climb the polos or 
use long stickt to try to get the 
kite down. Coll our company of- 
fteo ond a troinsd bnemaa srill ho 
st nt to rescue the kite i f  it is pos­
sible to do so.”

Puny Man Can ‘Take It’
When Nature Punishes

That man can do nothin>r to prevent floods such as the 
one which has just moved di.sastrously down the Ohio Val­
ley is the depressiinr contention of Hr. Charles P. BerWey, 
professor of jreoloKV at Columhia I ’niversity.

Here, in .substance, is Dr. Berkey's argument:
When there is an oversupply o f rain or meltinir snow, 

river systems are bound to he flooded. Special reforesta­
tion. levees, and a few- dams at best can compound but 
little of this surplus water. The rest must flow down into 
the rivers.

In normal times, the inner channel of each river carries 
the stream. During a flood, however, the valley bottom al­
so is covered: and. in great floods, even the lower terraces 
may be reached.

The point is. Dr. Berkey indicates, the.se lands form the 
right of way of one o f Nature’s giants; and men who li'8  
on these valley bottoms are, in effe-1. trespassers.

Such people are in yearly danger, he continues, and will 
learn by experience, if not otherwise, that Nature is still 
ma-ster.

Eventually, he maintains, populations crowded along 
the river bottoms should be moved beyond reach of dan­
ger; and cities even replanned.

"Instead of praying . . .  or attempting to dispute the 
right of way of one of Nature - giants.’’ Dr. Berkey con­
cludes, "it would show great wisdom to accept the situa­
tion and turn back to the river such portion of the river 
bottom as it must occupy on occasion.”

• • •

There seems no question hut that Dr. Berkev’s sugge.st- 
ed solution, if carried out, would prever.t future flood 
mortality and property loss. But the first move to uproot 
human beings from the side of a river which has. in the 
main, treated them kindly, would surely bring a thunder­
ing protest.

People cho.«e to live be. îde a river hecau-'e it is an ar­
tery o f trade, and the soil near it is rich, o f all which spells 
prosperity.

The river finally become; a part of them, in much the 
same way as midwestern farmers come to love their prairie 
land, which first attracted then because o f it.s fertility.

-And occa.sional flood; are not going to drive away the 
Inhabitants of bottom lands any more than occasional tor­
nadoes or dust storms will frighten o ff the farmers.

For most human being.-; are gamblers at heart, and glut­
tons for punishment. They always have been willing to 
take whatever Nature could hand them, and come up 
fighting, providing they thought they had a chance to win 
out.

Man is puny, says Dr. Berkey. and he .should not dis­
pute the right of way of one of Nature’s giant< .Man. how­
ever. doesn’t .seem to realize how puny he is, as his con- 
q-jests of the Colorado, Columbia. Tennessee, and other 
rivers reveal. .And he is u;’ stubborn enough to go ahead 
and conquer, or at lea.-t try to tame, the mighty Ohio and 
Mi.ssissippi, too.
