SPOKANE, Wash.—More than
300 Indian tribesmen from all

parts of the United States will
assemble here July 29, 30, and
31, for the fourth annual conven-
tion of the Ameriean Indian Fed-
eration,

This convention, the only one of
its kind sponsored by the U, S.
government, will not comsmt of
tribal powwows, but will be pat-
terned somewhat more like the
convention of any national group.

According to Sam Kash Kash,
Cayuse Indian of Pendleton, Ore.,
president of District No. 2 of the
National Indian Federation, the
theme of the three-day gathering
here will be “The Indian, A Citi-
zen of the United States.” Stress
will be placed on the treatment
of Indian problems on a citizen-
ship basis.

Kash Kash s=& the convention
would undertake the serious dis-
cussion of Indlan proBlems, in-
cluding health, edueation and new
legislntion.

He said that little if any war
paint, eagle feathers, headgear,
ete., would be brought to the con-
vention by the tribal chiefs. When
in Spokane, Kash Kash was at-
tired like any American business
man except that he wore a ten-
gallon faun colored hat.

Presidents from seven Indian
distriets of the United States will
attend. Last year's convention was
held in Salt Lake City.

Kansas Is Minting
Two-Mill Disks to
Pay the Sales Tax

TOPEKA, Kas.—The
state reformatory at Hutchinson
is manufaeturing 30,000,000 two-|
mill zine sales tax tokens.

W. G. Fink, chairman of the
state tax commission, said that
approximately 12,000,000 tokens
will be ready for distribution May
20 and that the remaining 18,000 |
000 will be delivered 30 days|
later. |

When the 30,000,000 are manu-|
factured, Kansas merchants and
buyers will have in their posses-
sion the equivalent of three
freight-car loads of tokenms, or 45
tons.

Distribution of the tokens, Fink
said, will not be an easy job.
They will be wrapped in rolls of
50 and packed in eartons of 10|
rolls each., The cartons will be |
sold to merchants at $1 each and
no carton will be split.

It will cost the state $1.86 a
thousand to manufacture the tok-4
ens, Fink said, and they will be
sold at face value, $2 a thousand.
The tax commission said that an
estimated half-million tokens will
disappear monthly frem circula-
tion, which will mean an annual
loss of approximately $10,000.

“At this rate,” he said, “the
state must manufacture about 6,-
000,000 new tokens every year to
replace those lost and carried out
of the state by travelers.”

The Kansas sales tax law states
that all merchants shall collect 2
per eent on every sale.
