For several years a Bookmobile
Program has been operated in the
four County area comprising Bailey,
Cochran, Lamb and Parmer
Counties. The program has enjoyed
public support during those years,
and has, in general, been very
successful. But it now appears that it
will have to be phased out and
terminated about the end of this year-
-principally for economic reasons.

The Commissioner’s Courts have,
informally and reluctantly, agreed
that such action has become
necessary.

In the past the participating
counties have shared the operating
expenses, with minor deviations, on
a population basis. And the operation
budget for 1981 would require
combinations as follows: Bailey,
$6,095.25; Cochran, $4,353.75;
Lamb, $10,594.12; and Parmer,
$7,981.88.

But recently the Lamb County
Commissioner’s Court voted to
withdraw from the program entirely,
and they did not include the
Bookmobile in their 1981 county
budget.

The other three counties then had
to decide whether to continue the
program on a three county basis, or
terminate it. Because of fixed

be reduced nearly enough to offset
the loss of Lamb County's $10,594.12
contribution.

Therefore, as accurately as we can
project, to continue it would require
additional contributions from the
three counties of Bailey, $3,428.01
for a total of $9,523.26; Cochran,
$1,201.49 for a total of $5,555.24;
and Parmer, $3,393.13 for a total of
$11,375.01.

It appeared to the counties that this
is simply too much, especially since
costs will probably continue to
increase. Also counties are
experiencing serious financial
difficulties and in some cases are
having to impose severe tax increases.
And the courts just don’t believe they
can afford to assume additional

SCS Election Set
For October 7

An election for a director to serve
in Zone 2 on the Parmer County Soil
and Water Conservation District
Board is scheduled for October 7 at
the Friona State Bank meeting room
announced Leroy Johnson, chairman
of the board. The election will be held
at 10 a.m.

State law decrees that to be eligible
to vote in a soil and water
conservation district director’s
election, a person must own
agricultural land within the
subdivision where the election is
being held. The person must also live
in a county all or any part of which is
in the district and the voter must be
21 years old.

Legal qualifications state that a
candidate for the office of asoil and
water conservation district director
must own land in the zone he
represents, be 21 years of age and be
actively engaged in farming or
ranching. He must also live in a
county all or part of which is in the
district.

Zone 2 of the district includes all
land in the north Friona and Black
School Districts.

Current members of the board of
directors of the Parmer County Soil
and Water Conservation District are
Leroy Johnson of Hub, chairman; R.
Dan Smith of Lazbuddie, vice-
chairman; M.C. Osborn of Friona,
secretary-treasurer; Leon Grissom of
Bovina, member; and Raymond
Schueler of the Rhea community,
member.

The purpose of the Parmer County
SWCD, with headquarters in Friona
is to promote sound soil and water
conservation programs on farm and
ranch lands within the district and to
serve as a voice for farmers and
ranchers on conservation matters and
other issues affecting private property
rights of landowners.

The district board of directors
coordinates the conservation efforts
of various local, state and federal
agencies and other organizations and
has authority to enter into working
agreements with these governmental
agencies and private concerns to carry
out its purposes.

All conservation programs
managed by the district are of a
voluntary nature to the landowner or
operator.
