Success Registered 
In Storing of Pork 
In Oil Says Farmer
J. B. Kberhart, who lives four 

miles North of Kising Star, has 
u.sed for aeveral years and highly 
recommends the method of storing 
cured pork in refined cottonseed 
oil which ha.s been worked out by 
the Texas Agricultural Kxpt-riment 
Station and is being recommend­
ed by extension agents.

He has stored more than 200 
pounds o f cured pork per year for 
the past four years and has not 
only had no losses o f meat but has 
had a good quality of meat until 
the last piece was used.

He has used the same oil sever­
al times after heating and strain­
ing it. Pieces of meat that he over­
looked and left in the oil for two 
years were still in good condition 
when he used them.

Kberhart got his first informa­
tion on storing pork in oil when 
he attended the Farmers Short 
Course at A. £ .M. College in 
10.14 with the county agent.

Ranger Wins In 
Second Round of 

Contest on Lake

The Third Court of Civil .Ap- 
|H-als at Austin ruli-d in favor of 
the City of Hanger in the court 
controversy with the City of 
.Struwn over impounding water for 
a municipal wati-r supply lake on 
Hussell Crr-ek, east o f Hanger.

The cast- had been appealed to 
th(- Austin cuurt, uflei a distiid 
court in Au.stin ruled, previously, 
that the courts did nut have juiis- 
diction over permits issued by the 
.Stall- Hoard of Water Enginvers, 
which had granted Hangi-r a per­
mit to impound water in the pro­
posed lake.

The Austin Court of Civil Ap­
peal.* held that Strawn had no 
right to apireul from an order of 
the state board a year ago, grant­
ing Hunger permission to con­
struct the dam, upstream from 
Struwn's reservoir. Strawn hud 
contended that the creek could not 
supply water for both lakes, 
though engineers hud surveyed the 
watershed and declared there was 
more than enough water to be im­
pounded from the area for both.

The court said its Judgment in 
no way "affects or adjudicates 
whatever rights Strawn may have 
to enjoin Hanger from building 
the dam or appropriating the wa­
ters of the creek in a plenary 
suit brought for that puriiose in 
the pio|a-r form.”

PORK TOLD BY 
AGENT E. COOK
Th<‘ ".A. £ .VI. College way” of 

killing und curing pork is the sur­
est. most economical and must 
liruc-tical way, according to Elmo 
V. Cook, county u;;riit, who guar­
antees th-.- methods recoinmended 
by the A. £ .VI. Extension Serviee 
to produe.- exc-elb-nt cured meat. 
He iMiints out that it is just a com­
bination of the best of many old 
tried und proved methods.

The first consideration is pro­
ducing prime healthy hugs that 
weigh 2UU to 225 pounds when 
five to six months of age. The 
wtather should be c<miI, dry, and 
clear if |Kissible. It can be kept in 
mind that perfect w-eather for kill­
ing hogs can be found in most 
cold storage plants any time of 
the year, so no one need to wait 
whi-n the outside weather isn't 
suitable, just chill und cure in 
cold storage if the outside weather 
isn’t right.

Keep hugs o ff feed from 12 to 
24 hours before butchering for 
best result.*. Sticking improperly, 
thus cuu.sing |ioor bleeding, is oiu- 
of the principal cuu.ses of spoiled 
hams and shoulders. It is best to 
stick the hog und allow it to bleed 
to death. Those who don’t want to 
do thi.* .-hould be sure of a good 
bleed.

The usual method* of *ralding 
and eUuning are satisfactory in 
most cast s. Dressing is often a 
botched job but is easily dons 
projK-rly. When a hog is cut in 
halves down the center of the back 
bone und allowed to hung in 
halves overnight the meat is prop­
erly chilled, can then be cut 'ip 
into nicely shaped cuts easier, and 
will then take the curing mixture 
more thoroughly than when the 
cure is upplieil while the meat is 
still hot. The advantage in divid­
ing the backbone is to proserve 
the loin insti-ad of mutilating the 
loin muscle us is done whi-n the 
backbone is hacked out. The loin 
is one of the best cuts of the hog

when done properly but it takes 
diagrams or an actual demonstia- 
tion to show- how best to do it.

One of the most important con­
sideration is the curing mixture. 
For 100 pounds o f meat use 8 
IKiunds salt, 1 |H>unds brown or 
cane .-ugar and 1 ounces saltpetre 
(poCu.*sium nitrate 1. Hub half of 
this mixture on the pieces and 
pack them down in a clean tight 
barrel. .At the end o f seven days 
take the meat up, rub on the re­
mainder of the mixture, and i-t- 
pack it into the barrel. Bacon, Ca­
nadian bacon, and shoulder butts 
should cure one und one half days 
per pound per piece, hams and 
shoulders three days per pound 
per pieec.

After the meat is cured it 
should b<- washed to remove the 
salt from the surface, soaked in 
cool water for one to three hours.

ARE IN V IT E D
Heleased today by City of 

Eastland otficials is the following 
information urging citizen- to 
take advantage of a plan when by 
stre-ets may be paved at a low 
cost;

The City Commission has ben 
bu*y the past few weeks looking 
over streets that have b«-en pave,I 
within the lust year’* time, also 
the work going on at present.

We again wish to call to th<- 
nttention of the citizens of East- 
land who desin- to have then 
streets paved with a cement curb 
and gutter, to take the opportun­
ity which presents its»-lf at this 
tinn-. It is the duty of every citi­
zen desiring to have his stre.?t 
paved to discu.ss thi- matter with 
,M. H. Kelly, the City Manager, 
who will gladly go over the propo­
sition with thoHs- interested, show­
ing the proiM-rty owners on the 
stieet, the amount of money to b<- 
raised in older to pave any cer­
tain street or part thereof. Th-- 
City Commiasiun has been for­
tunate in having the nioniy ap­
propriated in paving streets along 
with building curb und gutter by 
the Federal Government, and only 
a.*k the property owner for suf­
ficient funds to pay the actual 
cash outlay that is neecssary in 
paving the streets, the City fur­
nishing its machinery, tiuck.s, i-te., 
free of any cost to the property
own«-r. The cost of paving n ........
to the property owner, i.* approx 
imately 70 cents p<-r running foot, 
which is considered less than it 
would cost anyone to build only 
the curb and gutter.

If  anyone is interested in hav­
ing their streets pav<-d. we urg- 
tb'-m to take the opportunity at 
this time, as it is impussoble to 
*ay how much longer the stnot 
paving work will continue, and ad­
ditional streets are needed to w-oik 
on at thi- present time.

The increased conveni«-nce of 
these paved streets is worth many 
times the actual cost to the prop­
erty owner under the present pro­
gram, and it is feared that after 
the street paving has b(-en dis­
continued, many residents will 
then complain of not having hud 
the opportunity to have their 
strei-t paved, therefore, please 
consider this matter at once, und 
if interested, get in touch with the 
City Manager. :is the City Cnni- 
mis.-ion considers it the duty of 
the propel ty ow-nor on any street 
to make the ncces.*ary financial 
ariangements, as they are the 
ones that are receiving the bene­
fit.

He holds the nail until 
the hammer-head begins to pinch 
his thumb and forefinger, then 
lets go and sinks the nail with one 
or tw-o more strikes,

Cook lists as some of the most 
imiiortant considerations in killing 
and curing pork the following iwc- 
cuutions:

1. Don’t overheat the animal be­
fore killing.

2. Bleed w-ell.
3. Chill meat thoroughly before 

curing.
4. Use pure salt, sugar, and 

■saltpetre.
5. Scald utensils before using if 

a brine cure is used.
fi. Do not puncture pieces of 

meat to admit cures.
7. Cure in a cool, dry place.
8. Examine the meat froquent-

ly.
9. Cleanliness in handling the

meat is very important. «
Eastland county farmers who 

are further interested in the A. £ 
M. method of hog curing are iiv- 
vited to discuss the method with 
the county agent.

Here’s How That 
Hastily Mailed Letter 

Can Be Retrieved

NEW YORK.— Did you ever 
mail a letter and then wish you 
hadn’t?

Don’t expect to wait at the cor­
ner box and ask the mail col­
lector to hand it over. He won’t. 
I’ostmaster .Albert Goldman i-x- 
plains that the prop«-r methoil is 
to notify the local post office, and 
it will take the proper steps, even 
intercept the letter at the rail­
road station.

In New York, such crises arc 
referred to the Classification Sec­
tion, which gets from one to five 
request.* a day to intercept letters. 
It usually overtakes the letter at 
the main post office or at the 
railroad station. I f  it already is 
on its way out of town, the sender 
must pay for a telegvam to the 
post office at the detsination.

As each commodity wages a tur- 
hul.-nt fight to n-ach its normal 
It-vi I. .so doi'S one layer of aT̂  
ovi r-run or under-run anotlier, 
thereby producing various atmos­
pheric conditions. There phenome­
na an- a subject of tremendous in- 
ter.'st to the United State* Army 
Air Corps, for by the proper ac- 
i iiniulatinn and calculation of air 
data its pilot* are constantly pre- 
l.ared for all weather eventualities 
on cross-country flights.

The weather rTation at Kelly 
Field never closes. By radio and 
teletype it receives air data once 
e.-ich hour from 200 weather ob- 
servatorie* and station* *trategi- 
cally located throughout the Unit­
ed State.-i. -As it is received it ia 
recorded on weather charts which 
i-mbrai-e all of the United State*, 
t'anada and .Mexico, as well a* an 
area 1,000 mile* over the AUanlic 
and I ’acific Oceans from our coast 
line. .Although officers at that 
field state it i* possible to prog­
nosticate fairly accurately the at- 
mos-pheric conditions from 18 to 
36 hours in advanco, yet each gix 
hours a new weather chart is pre­
pared from the information which 
they receive.

'Hie men who evaluate and re­
cord the information rcci-ived 
from the 200 weather observator­
ies and stations are trained for 
that service by the United States 
Army Air Corps school at Dayton, 
Ohio, in exi>iaining that the Air 
Corps ia anxious to enlist suitable 
young men who are interc.<ited in 
this type of work one officer stal 
i-d “ with private weather stations 
o|M-ning up for the purpose of 
kcc-ping clothing, refreshment, 
food and other manufacturer* in­
formed far in advance of possible 
w<-ath)-r conditions to facilitate 
the distribution of seasonal com- 
nM>dities, they have found our 
trsiin>'d men meet their technical 
requirements for employment, rc- 
rillting in the Air Corps losing 
some of those men after we train 
them.’ ’
