ships on neutrals.

Still another Nazi thiust which 
reportedly brought down five 
French planes along the weatem 
front, diacloaed the uae of air­
planes carrynig quick-firing can­
nons. The use o f  cannon on air­
planes had been developed some 
time ago in several countries, in­
cluding the I’nited States, but it 
was not believed they had been in 
action before on the western 
front

In Berlin Hitler met with lead­
ers of Germany's armed forces, 
outlining the future policy, while 
in Rumania leaders watched over 
the crisis created by resignation of 
Premier .Argetoianu.

The resignation o f  the cabinet 
was attributed to German pres-.uie 
for more oil and grain from Ru­
mania, in connection with Nazi -f-  
fort- to keep the Balkan supply 
lines open to offset the blockade 
by the .Allies in the North Sea.

Pi' i more ves.sels went down in 
the sea warfaix". One was the 
steamer Darino, sunk Monday by 
a submarine.

The Greek freighter Klena R. a 
French trawler on which nine were 
feared lost and the British steam­
er Geraldus were the most re­
cent victims of the bitter sea war 
that also sank the British destroy­
er Gipsy with a loss of 40 men.
