appealing to users of water in Ea.lland to conserve water as much
as possible. Not that the City does not have plenty of water at this
time, but because, without sufficient rainfall by summer, water in
the city lakes will be dangerously low,

The unusually long drouth has placed a strain on the City
water reserves and unless water users co-operate fully with the City
in conserving the remaining supply, city officials will certainly be
forced to reduce the minimum and even conservation may not pre-
vent this if sufficient rains do not come within a few months.

City Manager Tanner states that it was hoped that water min-
imums would not have to be cut, but that if necessity demanded it,
it would be done. He added, however, that should it be necessary
to reduce them, the original minimums would be restored as soon
as conditions in the water supply warranted.
