They rontend that its adoption w-ould deiirive 
unions of hard-'.\on rijfhts that an- essential to suiiessful i 
t-olleetivi- barifaiiiinir.

There are many outside the ranks of organized labor 
who feel that the f'a.se Bill i.s not the answer to the vexa­
tious labor problems that have ri-tartded rei onversion and 
thaf Threaten to throw the nation into an economic ta il-- 
spin.

But any objei-tivi observer must at least wonder w heth­
er the union.s d: I not bring this threat upon themselves 
and whether they are not even now providing the most 
convincing arguments for thog - vi ho would gladly put 
labor unioni.sni bai-k whin it wa.s in 19:!'d.

As one illu.stralion out of several that could be cited. ' 
General Counsel I.ee Ibessman of the GIO protested be 
fore a Simate .subcommittee that local law is all that is 
needed to prevent exrcsies arising out of ma.s.s picketing 
The I'cal courts just issue injunctioii.s, he sayv.

Yet w hile he v as te.stifying m Washington Hno mem 
bers of the CIO left-wing Klectrical Workers’ I'nion w-ere 
defying lust such an injunition. .And one thousand clul>- 
sw inging cop.s were required to control them.

We are w ittiessirig a complete breakdow n in all the con­
trols that hitherto have worked after a fa.shion. We are 
seeing the prestige of the courts trampled in the ground 
oy the unions, which ran gi-t a »a y  with it because under 
the law- thev are amorphous, irre.iponsible, uncontollahle, 
unpunishable organizations.

There undoubtedly is a strong and grow-ing public feel­
ing that when we corrected the handicaps under w hich 
unions once lalrored, we w-ent too far. We did not give them 
just parity— we gave them complete supremacy.

The unions will be much more likely to prevent unfair 
antiunion legislation if, instead of fighting bitterly against 
every proposed leveling-off of the scales of economic jus­
tice, they will make a few- concessions here and there to 
the public welfare.

•Morrow is one fellow who “ put 
it over”  on Patton, he says as he 
reminiires over experiences in 
that war.

It seems that Patton was com­
manding a tank outfit that didnt’ 
have any tanks, and saw just u 
little action later on with Hritish 
tanks.

I'pon landing r-ance, Mor­
row, a tall, lanky fellow, was uii- 
lited with a receiving battalion.

Growing lonely with no enter­
tainment .Morrow with other fel­
lows of his group decided—  de­
spite restrictions —  to go to a 
service canteen sponsored by the 
Salvation Army.

And in walked Patton. He notic­
ed their insigna and knew they 
were restricted.

St. Patrick’s Day|

ST. I’AT IilC K ’S DAY', Manh 
17: Thi‘ anniversary of the death 
of St. I'atrick, March 17, 411.1, has 
hern relebiatcd in thia country 
•iiice it« beirinninK- The first ele- 
hrations in the I'niti il State, were 
held hy the Thurch anil later hy 
He churilah!i> Irii^h Society of 

F .ton .'•hich was fountlod in 
17S7. Th’s was followed by cele- 
brati.iis I'.y nthoi Irish societies. 
The usual type celeiiiutiofi consist­
ed of par; dns followed hy dinne:' 
and toasts and speeches. St. Fat- 
tick was born at Kilpatrick, near 
Duinliarton, Scoriaml in 3H7. Hi, 
I'utlier wa- a Roman citiren o f hi,rh 
renk who was stationed at that 
time in (..lul or Britain. At the aite 
o f sixteen, youn,t I ’atiiek was 
captured by Irish niaraudei, ami 
Si Id us a slave to one o f the chiefs. 
Me remained i.i servitude six 
years wlien he e M aped «ni| fled 
in a th'p to the west coast o f Ire­
land. A short time later he reach- 
lel Britain. Me hml elecideil to <|e- 
vote his life to religious work 
anil made his way to the monas- 
arj of .St. Martin at Tours. |

lie remaliieil on the continent 

for eiifhteen years during which 
tine he prepared himself for re­
ligious work. He was eomniission- 
cd by the l ope to work in Irelan.l.'
