y l'A K E  AND FIRE —  Vpril 1 8 -  
The San Eranciaco earthquake on 
April 18, 1908, reaulteil in what ia 
Kv'a'dcd aa the moat diiaateroua 
fire in the country’a hiatory. The 
Bi'ta affected by the earthquake 
waa four hundred niilea long and 
fifty miler wide. The damage caua- 
ed by the fire waa attributed to 
the fact that the water maina were 

broken by the quake, abutting o ff  
the water .and the broken gaa 
inaina releaaed gaa in all parta of 
the city. The fire burned for three 
days consuming most o f the busi­
ness section. In an effort to atop 
the flames many buildings were 
blowin up with dynamite. T h e  
property lost was estimated at 
4200,000,090 and about 260,000 
persona were rendered homeleaa.

The city was nut under martial 
law* in charge o f General Funs- 
ton o f the United States Army.
