n U l . .  asters which once were 
rated among the three most i/opu- 
lar flowcri, may be on their way 
bark tn Uadership this year. For 
) »  irs they have sulTi red from an 
intcet borne virus disease called 
aster yellows, which was carried 
from host plants by a pestiferous 
iiw.’Ct known as the leaf hopper.

This is a tiny Jumping and flying 
a jst wliich docs not eat leaves, but
I'.nk. plant juices. No liisrcti- 

riJe had ever been found which 
ttuuld conlrcl it, until D.D.T. was 
tried. Wh< n dusted on the plant, 
this new insecticide stays thpro un­
til the inserts, which swarm on the 
gardener's approach, come back to 
renew th;lr feist. Then D.D.T 
rtriiies them, through their feet, 
and soon there arc no leaf hoppers.

The aster wilt, which is preva­
lent m some sections, has been over- 
r.imc by breedirn wilt resistant va- 
rirtirs: but against the yellows no 
remedy had been found, except to 
grow the il.iwers in a cloth house, 
er a high cloth fence, which would 
cxeludi the leaf hoppers.

Berause the plants grow slowly, 
they arc usually started under pro­
tection, to give an earlier harvest. 
Cut if you are willing to wait, 
more vigorous plants can bt grown 
ly  sowing direct In the garden.

This- large flowers, many colort, 
and leeutiful forms make asters 
one of the exhibition floivers. which i 
are gorgeous enough to present the j 
sort of spectacle that is required 
for a great llo *'cr show. They have 
all the co’ora except yellow, but a | 
yeUow blind is found in varieties! 
cf the California Sunshine and Prin- 

which have crested cen­
ters surrounded by guard petals.

There are dwarf asters, which 
grow into bushes covered with 
small flowers, snd single asters, in 
effect large daisies of many colors, 
which will be new to many gardm- 
ers. !f you tr.v arters this year, 
jirc.X'Ct them from the leaf hoppers 
by regular dustings from the time 
Uiey are a few inches high.

Many people arc apt to grossly exaggerate iSemoney made by '  
business. So Opinion Research CorporaSiea (an independent 
organization) madff a survey to learn jusS magi the public thinka 
about profits. Compare these guesses and yoors with the Inter- > 
national Harveeter profit figures given below.

Wages and materials cons 
nearly all of every dollar Har- 
veotrr takes in fn>m oalea. A Gov- 
rmnient board haa recommended 
and the Company boa agreed to 
pay a general wage increaas of 18 
rent* per hour for Harveoier fac­
tory empioyeea. Tha Government 
haa also allowed price increase# 
on raw materials which we pur- 
chaae in large quantitiea.

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Green, Leafy Foods Are a 
”Must” for Home Gardens

For family health, the moit Im­
portant crops In the home vegetable 
garden are the greens, which nu­
tritionists call the "green, leafy, 
vegetables," aad recommend so 
b l^ y  as a source of vitamins.

Of these, spinach is not the chief, 
linca its harvest ends with hot 
weather. But there are others 
which bear throughout the summer 
and produce, for the space they oc­
cupy, more food than other crops. 
Most widely grown are Swiss chard 
and New is lan d  spinach.

Chard Is an. ancient vegetable, 
probablyd^Bh'st form of beet to 
be grown^^Hood, while New Zea­
land sp in a lis  relatively modem, 
having been discovered as a wild 
plant in New Zealand, where the 
natives did not eat it. It became 
popular in Britain long before its 
vitamin content was known. Its 
flavor rtaemblas that of spinach.

It has larga. hard teed, which 
soma have difneulty growing; but 
grows well It sown In the early 
spring, as soon as the soil has been 
prepared. Seeds often live over 
winter and some up in the spring, 
and the plant la hardy In spite of a 
tropical origin. But It is easily 
overdone; mce one plant Alls a 
bushel basket, and when the tips 
of its leaves arc cut off for use. 
new tips grow rapidly, and the har­
vest continues until late in the fall.

Swiss chard should be used when 
the leaves are young, not over ten 
inches in height. Sown with the 
•arliest crops, it will be ready to 
;ut in a month, and new leaves 
viU grow to replace those that are 
rut Chard has a distinctive flavor 
vhich many prefer to spinach, and 
kildren usually like it better.
The mustard family provides 

everal varieties of greens. One 
;nown as Tendergreen will produce 
dlbla leaves in 21 days from sow- 
ng, and if the roots are left im- 
Uaturbed will produce eight or nine 
;ropa in the season. All the mus­
tard aro quick growing, and are 
much esteemed sn the southera 
slates.

It docs best ‘ in 
light shade.

Kale is a fall and winter plant. 
Sown in June, the plants set out In 
rows two feet apart, they will pro­
duce leaves which stand freexing, 
and are improved in flavor by that 
experience. Collards are a mem­
ber of the cabbage family which 
do not make heads, but leaves with 
cabbage flavor.

All these virietles of greens are 
rich in minerals and vitamini, and 
are valuable in the diet. It it well 
for the home sandenar to plant a 
small quantity of leveral kinds so 
that the family does not grow tired 
of greens. All produce a surprising 
qusntity of food on small spacn.
