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MUSHROOM EXTRACT TESTED
IN BATTLE ON TUBERL‘!II.USIS

PARIS (UP) — A chemical sub-
stance obtained from the mush-
room plant may prove of* \ulue
in medical science’s battle against |
tuberculosis,

The sy e, which has been
named **¢ 'uij' originally was |
isolated rtain species of |
mushroom DWW, hef. Charles Hol-
lande, microbiologist on the facul-|
ty of the Montpellier School of
Pharmacy, who is now conduecting |
preliminary experiments to deter-
mine its effectiveness as an agent
against certain disease microbes.

But both Hollande and officials
of the Pasteur Institute caution
against jumping to the conclusion |
that clitocybin can be used in the|
treatment of human diseases— |
especially tuberculosis.

“There is no doubt that clitocy-
bin produces an action against a|
certain number of microbes,
among them the Koch tubercu-!
losis bacillus,” Prof. Louis Aub-
lant, g@cretary general of t h e
Pa Institute, told the United
FPress,' “But there is some ques-
tion—and Prof., Hollande would
be the first to concur—that it is
#till too early to think of using
it in the treatment of humans.”

Hollande, who for the past 15
yvears has been conducting experi-
ments for tuberculosis, made his
discovery accidentally o n e day
during a walk in the mountains. |
He noticed that certain mush-|
rooms were surrounded by a
“dead area” where all vegetation
had died out.

Hollande concluded
was a mushiroom of the
candida” species and that it con-
tained a substance capable of kil-
ling all life within a certain rad-
ius about it. He confirmed this
opinion by experiments in which
he planted carrot and radish seeds
next to the mushrooms in ques-
tion. The seeds did not sprout.

He then proceeded to isolate
the substance and conduct extens-
ive experiments on
plications in the
microbes.

A “center of cuiture”
set up in Grenoble, where, dur-
ing the past three months, sever-
al thousands of liter flasks of the
substance have been isolated
monthly.

With the creation of a sufficient
supply of purified clitocybin, ex-
periments have already
ducted on guinea pigs,
injected with tuberculosis bacilli.
These studies, according to the
Fasteur Institute head, have al-
ready brought “favorable results”
but conclusions will not be made
public until  they are absolutely
verified by repetition and precise
control. .

He revealed, however, that ex-
periments thus far conducted on
guinea pigs, have proven that clit-|
ocybin is not fatal to the life of
the animal itself. In this respect,
it is superior to the “vitamin PP”
which kills the guinea pig be-
fore destroying the microbe.
