Sum m it County ba.s had more 
in fan tile  paralysis cases th is year 
Ihati any o th er a rea  o f sim ilar siae, 
and au tho rities fe a r  they a ren 't 
close to supply inq e ither a reason 
or a  remedy.

.Akron, county seat fo r 340,000 
has .3-13 cases, while neaiby Cleve­
land, with 1,000,000 inhab itan ts 
in the u rea, toUileil only I 'U cases. 
( in rinnati and Columbus, both 
la rq e r than  .Akron, reported  loO 
and 70 la.-es. respectively.

.Althouqh the victims have m us­
cu la r weakness, less than  seven 
p i r  cen t were paralyxed, so city 
health  officials re fe rred  to them 
as "polio-w iihout-paralysis" cases. 
.Althouqh the  to ta l num ber of 
coses was abnorm ally hiqh, the 
death  la te  was relatively low. 
.Akron had only two deaths from  
|>olio, while Cleveland, w ith less 
than  ha lf the  polio |>atients, had 
five.

available.
