WE DISCUSSED in our last
column how the Texas Tech Lady
Raiders, who won their first-ever
Southwest Conference Champi-
onship, and advanced to the West
Regional playoffs in Seattle, were
basically a home-grown team, paced
by players from this area.

The team's head coach, Marsha
Sharp, is a native of nearby Tulia.
Tech's assistant women's coaches
are also local products. Linden
Weese coached at Floydada and
Stratford prior to coming to
Raiderland, and Roger Reding
coached at Whitharral and South
Plains College.

This Tech women's roster re-
minded Ye Editor a lot of -the
makeup of the Tech men's team,
back when he enrolled at the Lub-
bock campus during the fabulous
50s.

Two players from tiny Sudan--
Leon "Podd" Hill, and Charley
Lynch, both were starters for the
Tech freshman team that year. Hill
and Lynch had led the Sudan
Hornets to the state tournament
their senior years. Bovina fans no
doubt remember this Sudan team--
we watched the Mustangs, paced by
Darrell Read, compete in the state
tournament in 1955, the same year
Sudan made it to the state meet.

Joining the Sudan duo on the
Tech freshman team that winter was
floor leader Gerald Myers, who

_made quite a name for himself as a

starter for the Tech varsity later on,
then led Monterey High School to a
state title prior to becoming the all-
time winning head coach of the Red
Raiders in a 20-year career.

Then there was Gene Arrington,
who had led a newly-formed school
in Amarillo, named Palo Duro, to
the state meet as a senior. If the
three-point rule had been in effect in
the 1950s, Arrington, who scored a
lot of points as it was--would have
had almost 50% more than he did
for his career.

Rounding out the starting five
was Wade Wolf, who had been the
big inside star for Lubbock High
School prior to coming to Tech.

Five starters--all from the Pan-
handle-South Plains area. The top
substitute was Robert Echols, a
teammate of Arrington's at Palo
Duro.

We had seen virtually all of
these guys play high school
basketball, so it was like having a
hand-picked all-star team move up
to the Red Raiders.

This particular group almost
won the Southwest Conference
basketball title as juniors, the very
first year Tech competed in the
SWC.

Things have changed in the
basketball recruiting department,
and these days it's unusual when the
Tech men's team even has a starter
from the area, and more's the pity.

Exceptions have been the careers
lately of Clovis' Bubba Jennings,
and Paducah's Will Flemons. A
member of the current Tech team,
Flemons was chosen as the SWC's
Most Valuable Player for the 1991-
92 season. Not bad, coming from a
high school with less than 100
enrollment.

Maybe if Tech had more
Panhandle-South Plains grads back
on its roster, it would help them to
once again fill up the Coliseum for
their home games.

It seems to have worked for the
women's team. And you sure can't
fault their record, either.

"Indian Crim" Predicts
Bumper Crop For 1992

In these tough economic times, people in this area are
looking for anything that might point to better conditions ahead.
Weldon Crim has just the answer.

"The hard north-northeast wind is calling for a bumper crop
this year," says the Parmer County weather forecaster.

Using this annual Indian-style forecasting system, Crim is
predicting a bumper crop for the area this year. And the local
farmers should not take this news lightly considering the past
history of the forecast.

Crim has been conducting the "fire burnings" for ten years,
and the custom has been in his family since 1910. And the
record book will show that the prediction is correct around
eighty per cent of the time.

The "burning” is done by stacking wood in a tepee-type
shape, and the direction in which the wind blows the smoke
predicts the weather for the coming season. The custom is
always carried out at sunrise on March 22,

Crim is calling for good crop conditions after watching the
wind blow out of the best direction possible. The bumper crop
will come on the heals of a tough year last year, which Crim
also correctly called as he forecasted a dry spring at last year's
"burning."

Weldon's grandfather, Taylor Crim, worked on the railroads
near Van Horn, Texas, in his early years. He observed the
Indians and their rituals during this time, and actually began the
forecasting when he later went into farming.

Taylor Crim died in 1937, and his only living son, J.W.,
carried on the tradition. Three years after J.W.'s death, his
youngest son, Weldon, picked up the custom in 1983.

Attending this year's "fire burning" were Weldon and his
wife, Alma; Greg and Sherry Crim and their son, Cody, of
Dallas; Kirk and Mary Crim and their daughters, Kimberly and
Megan, of Dallas; Rodney Crim of Lazbuddie; Scott and Vickie
Robinson of Canyon; and Earl and Johnnie Monroe of Clovis.

So, if you need a little good news, just remember that the
forecast for the spring looks good. And the source is more
reliable than the local television weatherman. ;

Daylight Time To
Debut On Sunday

If you have been enjoying the longer days on these spring
mornings, we have to tell you that it is coming to an end.

Daylight Savings Time will begin its run on Sunday, April 5,
this year, instead of the last Sunday in April as it has been in
the past and some had hoped it would be returned this year, but
not so.

At 2 a.m. local time Sunday, residents will observe the
"spring forward, fall back" rule, which will give everyone
except residents of Arizona, Hawaii, most of Indiana and
Puerto Rico an extra hour of daylight in the evening, but in
order to get the same amount of sleep Saturday night, you will
have to retire earlier.

Daylight Savings Time has been virtually a national
phenomenon since 1966, when Congress passed a law setting
Daylight Savings Time from the last Sunday in April to the last
Sunday in October.

Prior to 1966, Daylight Savings Time had been invoked in
some localities during the summer months, beginning as early
as 1920. This made it a bit confusing, however, as to what
time of day it was in various locations.

Congress tried to first pass the Daylight Savings Time back
in 1918 legislation but it was repealed a year later.

Between 1920 and World War II, various states and cities
passed their own Daylight Savings Time rules, and the practice
continued after the war. During World War II, DST was
observed nationally, and during the 1974 and 1975 energy
crunch, Daylight Savings Time was instituted earlier in the
year, although it was debatable how much energy was saved,
due to businesses and schools having to start up in darkness in
some parts of the country.

At any rate, change your clocks Saturday night--and grin a
little, because in just six months and three weeks, we'll get that
hour of sleep back.
