AUSTIN, Feb. 17 — There are
Emily Post rules of etiquette for
the highway, just as there are for
the drawing-room, according to
George Clark, managing director
of the Texas Safety Association.

“No driver is a good driver unless
he knows and obeys the traffic
laws, to insure his own safety as
well as the safety of other drivers
and pedestrians.”

Clarke pointed out that nearly
half of all ecity accidents involve
two vehicles at an intersection,
and half of these are the result of

two vehicles entering at right
angles intent on going straight
through.

He said that statistics of the
National Safety Council show 15
per cent of all drivers in fatal city
accidents failed to yield the right-
of.way, the most frequent viola-
tion.
