WASHINGTON May UP)

The National Labor Relations
| Board ruled today that it will not
hold union shop elections in the
18 states where uniow shops are
prohibited by state law. lexas is
| among them

The 3 to 2 ruling was first on
this issue under the Taft-Hartley
law. It was made in a case involv
ing the giant food shopping stores
in the District of Columbia and
Virginia. Virginia has an anticlos
ed shop law that also prohibits the
union shop

21,

The three man majority of the
board held that the Taft-Hartley
law “removes all federal restrict
ions upon existing and future state
legislation prohibiting compulsory
unionism, even where such legis
lation may affect employes engag
ed in ‘nterstate commerce

They said that it was “the intent
of Congress to leave to the exclu
sive jurisdiction of the states the
prohibition of union shop agree
ments to the extent that prohibi
tion in this respect now exists or
may  hereafter exist in such
slalea".

WANTS UN T0
SEND ARMED
FORCE TO HALT
HOLY CITY WAR

LAKE SUCCESS, N. Y. May 21

UpP The United Nations truce
commission in Jerusalem appealed
today to the Security Council to-
day to dispatch a strong, neutral
armed force to impose a cease-
fire on Arabs and Jews in the
Holy City

The commission, despairing of
achieving a Jerusalem truce with-

The urgent cablegram asked the
