But if
anyone strikes you on the right cheek, turn to him
the other also.” (Matt. 5: 38, 39). It is desperately -
difficult to do, but don’t trip over this command. In
vour next personal conflict remember Isaac, and
let “DEFENSELESS LOVE” be your watchword.
