Members of the Eastland School 
Board, having rough going with 
a program for rai.sing almost all 
school taxes in Eastland 25 per­
cent. called a temporary halt last 
week end and took time out to 
explain to the citizens what they 
were doing and why 

In a Courthouse meeting attend­
ed by about 40 persons. School 
Board President Norris Wifcon 
said the valuation increases now 
being imposed would not have 
been necessary had the voters ap­
proved a 25-cents p<-r $100 valua­
tion tax rate Increase submitted 
a year and a half ago 

The money raised that way all 
would have stayed with the local 
schools for use here, he said.

But now to raise the extra $6000 
a year netded to maintain th« 
.school system here, the board has 
been forced to raise valuations 
about one-fourth, so as to raise 
$9000 a year. $3000 of which must 
go to bond holders under court 
order. Wilson pointed out.

He said many taxpayers had 
“ raised cain" with the equalizat­
ion hoard on receiving notices of 
tht- tax increases, and that ivas 
the reason for the meeting being 
called

Wilson pointed out that the lo­
cal schools are $90<S' in debt to 
the Eastland National Bank, an 
Indebtedness incurred over a per­
