COURT UPHOLDS CONVICTION,

FINE AGAINST LEWIS, UNION

WASHLNGTON June 6, (UP)
—The U. 8. Court of Appeals to-

day upheld the contempt of court |

conyiction and $1,420,000 (M)
fine against John L. Lewwis and
his United Mine Workers union
for failing to call off the 1948
coal strike.

The soft coal walkout began
March 12, 1948, in a dispute over
the minere’ pension fund demands.
The government obtained a temo-
rary restraining order directing

Lewis and the union to order the |

miners back to work.

Lewis ignored the order, how-
ever, and the miners remained
out until April 12, when he noti-
fied them that their pension de-
mands had been satisfied.

Lewis appealed on the grounds
that he had not called a strike and
that in any event the fines — of |
which $20,000 was levied against
him personally .- were evcessive.

The three Appeals Court just-
