"In the 23 so-called metro-
politan counties," his report 
says, "which have more than 
2,000,000 eligible voters, only 
23.2 per cent bothered to vote." 
The big-city counties had a to-
tal of 576,723 votes. 

That proves to us that the 
metropolitan people aren't nec-
essary going to rule state 
politics just because they have 
enough potential voters to do it. 
They will need some encourage-
ment and information to go along 
with their numbers. Until that 
comes about, rural Texans will 
continue to play an extremely 
important role in the overall 
state political picture. 

The af ore  source 
went on to say that "the rural 
people of Texas traditionally 
take a deep interest in their 
state government." 

That sounds good from here 
eventhough we'll probably vote 
for our source's opponent.

Dear Fellow Texan: 
I want to tell you about this country's needs for more trained 

medical technicians to help with our health problems. Many of us 
have heard of a shortage of trained medical personnel, but the 
problem is worse than most of us know. Not only do we lack 
enough doctors and nurses, but we also need trained medical 
technicians of many kinds, for example, to help operate many 
gauges and devices used in complicated operations on the heart 
and the brain. These technicians are absolutely essential in 
assisting doctors and nurses to do a good job. 

We once relied on a doctor assistedby a nurse for many of our 
health problems, even many of the operations. Now we find that 
over one hundred medical specialists are needed from beginning 
to end for an operation on ababy's heart. Jobs exist in the health 
care field that we had not heard of five and ten years ago, and 
many new ones will appear in the next decade with the improving 
of machinery for the care and repair of the human body, We now 
have people trained to take X-rays, others who train patients 
to resume jobs or how to take new ones, and still others who teach 
patients to learn how to use artificial arms and legs. 

\There we once had only the doctor, and later the doctor and 
the nurse, we now have the doctor and the nurse plus -- with the 
help outnumbering the doctors, just as support troops now out-
number those in "front line" battle operations.A11-- both tech-
nicians and doctors -- are necessary in the "front line" of ef-
forts to keep us healthy. 

This vast explosion in the need in the allied health profes-
sions has left us short-handed, we lack enough medical tech-
nicians. We need at least 50,000 more graduates a year at present 
from college and junior college programs preparing people in 
the allied health professions. If we include jobs requiring shorter 
training periods, the figure rises to 100,000. 

The administration here in Washington proposes to remedy 
this shortage through the Allied Health Professions Personnel 
Training Act which would provide basic improvement grants and 
funds for student loans and construction of buildings to schools 
offering programs in medical technology and related areas less 
than medical training, as well as grants for advanced training. 
Only colleges which offer a four-year program wouldbe eligible 
under the administration's bill. The improvement grants would be 
$500 per student and $5,000 per program to schools which qualify. 
The money would be paid to the schools to teach the courses 
rather than to the students. 

The bill now excludes two year programs offered by junior 
colleges and community colleges. I am offering an amendment 
to the administration bill to include junior colleges and com-
munity colleges. Students graduating from these two year pro-
grams are fully qualified to take many jobs in the allied health 
professions, jobs which will assist in relieving the present 
shortage of trained personnel. This means that if my amend-
ment is adopted, students going to junior colleges could take 
courses in medical technology, in X-ray technology, in physical 
therapy, the federal government would help the colleges pay for 
the cost of this training. 

The junior colleges are qualified to do this work. An increas-
ing number of them are offering substantial programs in health 
fields. The students who graduate from these programs are fully 
qualified to take many jobs which help relieve the shortage of 
trained personnel that we have seen. 

The junior and community colleges of this State and of this 
country are a vitai part of our system of higher education. 
They are helping greatly in training people in the health fields. 
They should be provided with the means to help even more.

County Agent Joe Van Zandt, 
agents have been supplied with 
a copy of the Institute's general 
catalog for the 1966-67 session. 

VanZandt said the instruc-
tional programs of the Insti-
tute are designed br training 
and retraining youth and adults 
so they may join the state and 
nation's work force as skilled 
workmen or technicians. A ma-
jor objective of the Institute, 
he added, is to provide occupa-
tional training needed by Texas 
business and industry and for 
which there is sufficient demand 
by students. 

The County Agent said that 
persons desiring to enroll must 
submit applications for admis-
sion. High school graduates can 
be admitted as regular full 
time students. Mature indiv-
iduals who have not graduated 
from high school will be per-
mitted to register if they fur-
nish evidence that their prep- 
aration 	is substantially the 
same as required of other appli-
cints and have the ability and 
clts irm to profitably pursue their 
desired course of study.

Lack of funds and personnel 
have made such a sharp increase impossible, but a slow 
steady growth in the number of overseas missionaries is 
anticipated. 

In the struggling, confused world of today all Christians 
are called to be missionaries, but some are sent as mission-
aries in a special way to carry the gospel literally "to 
the ends of the earth." All are called -- some are sent!

To be extra safe, mark the 
herbicide sprayer in some way 
so you'll be able to tell it at a 
glance. 

Without careful decontami-
nation, there will always be 
herbicide traces left in the 
sprayer which can retard or 
kill your crops. If you must use 
the same sprayer for both herb-
icides and insecticides, the fol-
lowing steps will usually rid 
your sprayer of herbicide. 

Rinse sprayer system with 
either 2 to 4 pounds of wash-
ing soda or 2 quarts of house-
hold ammonia in 30 gallons of 
water. C irculate mixture 
through sprayer and allow to 
stand several minutes before 
draining. 

Repeat above step. 
Remove all rubber hose con-

nections. 
Repeat step one, and allow 

mixture to remain in sprayer 
for several hours. Drain and 
rinse with clean water. 

Fill tank with clear water and 
spray on tomato plant. If to-
mato plant does not wilt, you 
can be relatively sure the herbi-
cide effect is gone from the 
sprayer -- for the present 
at least. If the sprayer tank is 
rusted, the herbicide will show 
up each time rust is flaked 
off the sprayer tank. 

It's a lot of work to clean 
the sprayer after a herbicide--
but it is necessary especially 
if 2,4-D has been applied with 
the sprayer. 

We have been seeing and 
hearing of a few problems in our 
wheat crop lately. Ever since 
the hard freeze several weeks 
ago, people have been as king me 
about freeze damage. Previous-
ly, freeze damage had not shown 
up until lately. 

In the past week or two, a 
few white heads or the top part 
part of some scattered heads 
has shown up. Also, a fewscat-
tered stalks are falling down 
after bending over in usually the 
second joint area. The freeze 
apparently damaged the cell 
structure in the area where 
these stalks are bending over. 
I'm afraid that more of this 
type of darmige may continue 
to show up. 

We're also beginning to see 
a little foot-rot also Show Up.* 
As harvest nears, more foot-rot 
may continue to show up. Near 
maturity, one or more tillers 
or entire plants are killed and 
appear as white heads through-
out the field. Affected plants 
may occur singly in small cir-
cular spots, or in large areas 
in the field. These white heads 
could be confused with freeze 
damage already mentioned. 
However, with foot-rot, the base 
of each stem has a dark, rotted 
appearance as well as theroots. 
Dead plants can be easily pulled 
up while normal, healthy plants 
are hard to pull up.

duced during die coming year 
despite good crop prospects," 
the Secretary said. "\Vith con-
tinued strong demand in the 
market, and more acres of 
wheat, farm income will be sub-
stantially increased." 

Production in 1967 is expect-
ed to range between 1.5 billion 
and 1/6 billion bushels, depend-
ing on yields and other pro-
gram features to be announced 
later. This compares with a 
1966 wheat crop presently esti-
mated at about 1.4 billionbush-
els. 

Secretary Freeman said the 
allotment announcement is be-
ing made earlier than usual 
this year so wheat producers 
will have every opportunity to 
make their plans for 1967 crop. 
Action came also in response 
to suggestions by members of 
Congress, during debate last 
year on four year Agricultural 
Act of 1965, that early an-
nouncements be made once 
a long-term wheat program was 
enacted. 

The Secretary explained 
there are, in effect, two acre-
age allotments for wheat under 
law. The basic 1967-crop acre- 

age allotment applicable to most 
wheat farms in major wheat-
producing states is 55 million 
acres, compared with 47.8 mil-
How acres this year. Another al-
lotment of slightly more than 
four million acres will be avail-
able to producers who planted 
small acreages under previous 
legislation which gave farmers 
opportunity to plant wheat in 
excess of their farm allotment, 
up to 15 acres. Comparable to-
tal in 1966 was 3.8 million 
acres. 

As in previous years, elig-
ibility for price support loans 
and wheat marketing certifi-
cates is contingent upon a pro-
ducer planting within his allot-
ment and complying with other 
conservation or program pro-
visions. However, because of 
increased allotments, no acre-
age diversion will be required 
for 1967 crops. 

Further details of 1967 wheat 
program, including states and 
farm allotments, pricesupport, 
and marketing certificates will 
be announced shortly, but no 
later than June. Farmers can 
expect to have their 1967 farm 
allotment notice by July 1.

Secretary of Agriculture Or-

ville L. Freeman has announced 
a 15 per cent increase in the 
national acreage allotment for 
wheat for 1967 crop. This rep-
resents a regular allotment of 
55 million acres plus small 
farm increases to make an ef-
fective allotment of 59.3 million 
acres. 

Secretary Freeman said this 
means U. S. farmers will be 
permitted to plant an additional 
7.7 million acres wheat this 
fall and next spring for harvest 
in 1967. 

He forecasts a "substantial 
increase" in farm income as a 
result. 

Effective allotment in 1966 
was 51.6 million acres. The 
1967 allotment is the largest 
in six years. It will mean that 
wheat acreage on most farms 
in 1967 will be at level equal 
to period of 1955 through 1961. 

"The strong demand for 
wheat exports both for dollars 
and for food assistance pro-
grams has reduced our stocks 
sharply," said secretary Free-
man. "For the first time in 13 
years, our June 30 carryover 
will be under 600 million bush-
els." Six hundred million bush-
els is about one year's supply 
for ddomesticfood consumption 
and

If you suspect that you have 
foot-rot in your wheat, I en 
courage you to get in touch with 
me. I will be glad to inspect 
your field and determine for 
sure if you have foot-rot. You 
need to 'make plans to plant 
cotton or soybeans on foot-rot 
infected ground next year and 
keep it out of wheat production 
for as long as possible. 

Another small problem be-
ginning to show up is some 
awn trapping which is char-
acteristic of wheat streak mo-
siac. The mosiac pattern on the 
leaves is not exactly character-
istic of the streak mosiac; how-
ever, some of our specialist 
have said that they thought it 
was wheat streak mosiac. 

Now them, we have discussed 
four different things that are 
beginning to show up in a few 
scattered wheat fields. These 
problems are all very minor 
at present when you consider 
our entire wheat crop and we 
don't believe any of these prob-
lems are serious enough yet to 
affect our wheat crop to any 
extent. Just be on the look out 
if you see any of these symp-
toms and feel free to give a 
call at Farwell, 481-3619, if you 
are in doubt about a particular 
problem. 

CATTLE HEEL FLIES 
Cattle running across the 

field with their tails held high 
in the air or standing in water 
are pretty good indications that 
heel flies are busy; The animals 
try CO protect themselves in 
these ways from the egg-laying 
flies. 

Heel flies, the adult stage 
of cattle grubs, neither sting 
or bite. Instead, they merely 
attach their eggs to the hairs 
on the legs and lower body 
parts of cattle. As the eggs 
hatch, the small maggots bore 
through the skin at the base of 
the hair, enter and migrate 
through the leg muscles, 
through the abdominal and chest 
cavities to the esophagus and 
neural canal for further matur-
ation. 

During the late summer and 
early fall, the larva move to 
the animal's back and each 
forms a pouch under the skin. 
After a few weeks, it cuts a 
breathing and emergence hole 
through the skin. A month or 
two later, the full grown grub 
emerges through the breathing 
hole and falls to the ground. 
It develops into a heel fly with-
in a few weeks. 

Heel flies can be effectively 
controlled only while they are 
in the animal's body. A num-
ber of methods and formulas 
are available to control them, 
including sprays, systemics, 
dips, and powders. We want to 
establish one or two demonstra-
tions with a cattle owner to 
point out the effectiveness of 
grub control chemicals. If you 
would like to work with the 
County Agent on this kind of 
project, let me know.

Wheat and small grains will 
be the main topic of discussion 
at the agricultural field day set 
for 1:30 p.m. Friday, June 3, 
at the North Plains Research 
Field at Etter. 

The program calls for 90-
minutes of short talks and a tour 
of the facility. 

The discussions of research 
projects will provide useful in-
formation that should be of par-
ticular interest to farmers in 
this area. 

Lead-off speaker at the field 
day will be Dr. Allen Wiese 
who will discuss weed control 
in grain sorghum, wheat and 
soybeans. 

John Shipley, who coordinates 
research at the field, will dis-
cuss the economic implications 
of current irrigation research 
projects. His assistant, Cecil 
Regire, will present a short 
report on the overall research 
program at the field. 

Other topics to be discussed 
by researchers are response 
of fertilizer applications on 
wheat and grain sorghum, small 
grain improvements and hybrid 
wheat possibilities, and princ-
ipal insect pests and related 
problems on the North Plains. 

The North Plains Research 
Field, located one-mile east and 
a half-mile north of Etter, was 
established in 1964 primarily 
to study farm production prob-
lems of the area north of the 
Canadian River. 

However, the information 
presented at the field day will 
apply in large part to our area 
we feel like.

COTTON INSECTS , 
Cotton producers need to be 

checking their cotton for thrip 
damage. We can expect to see 
some thrip damage show up in 
cotton about now. 

For thrips begin control 
measures as soon as damage is 
apparent on seedling plants. 
Damage is characterized by 
wilted, deformed and blackened 
leaves. Silvering of the lower 
leaf surface also is common. 
Apply sprays at 7-day intervals 
if infestation presists. 

Insecticides recommended 
are listed below and the pounds 
per acre of actual insecticide 
to be applied as a spray follow 
each insecticide recommended:

You may not be able to 
make it rain, but you can 
get more crop growth from 
every drop of water. The 
following proven techniques 
may be able to help you--
but they depend in part upon 
where you live, the topog-
raphy, and if you are gen-
erally short of moisture. 

Control Weeds.  These 
culprits drain off tons of 
water that would otherwise 
he available to crops. Where 
weeds are generally a big 
problem, applying a pre- 
emergence herbicide will 
provide good control. Or, 
you can use a postemer-
gence herbicide to control 
those weeds you can't cul-
tivate out. 

Reduce Eva oration.  One 
good way to do this is to 
plant in narrow rows. Plants 
shade the ground sooner, 
keep soil cooler, and less 
water is wasted. Mulches 
will help hold moisture when 
it rains, too. In addition, 
they reduce run-off and 
erosion. 

Minimum tillage  on con-
tour-farmed land may store 
from two to three inches of 
water during a rain, com-
pared to less than one inch 
on conventionally tilled soil. 
according to W. E. Larson, 
soil specialist atlowa State. 
In Wisconsin, run-off on a 
cornfield with a 15 per cent
