Dallas To Get 151 
Unit Apartment

DALLAS, Tex., March 1 (UP) 
3 —Construction of a 12-story, 151- 

unit apartment building to be 
known as Dorchester House, will 
begin in April, Edward T. Dicker, 
owner, announced yesterday.

Dicker said the Federal Hous­
ing Administration has given its 
approval to the 11,750,000 struc­
ture, which will be built near Bay­
lor hospital in Dallas.

Change in number of farms, 
land in farms, and value of farm 
property since 1045 are a few of 
the interesting facts which will 
be determined from the 1950 Cen­
sus of Agriculture, to be taken in 
April in Eastland County as part 
of the Seventeenth Decennial Cen­
sus of the United States.

The 1945 farm census showed 
that the 5,859,109 farms in the 
United States had a total of land 
and buildings of $46.4 billion, or 
an average value of $7,917 per 
farm. In 1945 the average value 
per acre of farm land was slightly 
more than $40.

Every decennial census since 
1920 has recorded a decrease in 
the numbers of farms in the Na­
tion, while the total acres of land 
in farms has shown a steady in. 
crease. Increased mechanisation 
on farm has accompanied this 
trend.

The number of farms in th'e 
United State increa.sed from 1,-
449.000 in 1850 to a peak of 6,-
448.000 in 1920, when the decline 
began. However, acres of land in 
farms continued to increase in 
every census from 204 million 
acres in 1850 to 1,147 million ac­
res in 1945.

The value of farm land and 
building reported by the Census 
Bureau has fluctuated markedly 
during the last century. In 1850 
farm lanad and buildings in the 
United States had a total value 
of $1.8 billion. Fifty years later, 
the value of farm -fond and build­
ings exceeded $16.6 billion After 
World War I, the 1920 census of 
Agriculture reported the value of 
land and buildings on farms to 
total $66,3 billion. However, two 
decade.s later the value of farm 
land and buildings has declined to 
$33.6 billion.

Aiiline Workeis 
Go On Strike

NEW YORK, March 1 (UP) — 
American Airlines’ 4,600 mainte­
nance employes began a coast-to- 
coa.st strike today against the na­
tion’s largest domestic airline.

Pickets oi tne CIO transport 
workers union began marching be­
fore the airline’s offices at La 
Guardia Field a few minutes be­
fore a 7:30 A. M. EST strike 
deadline.

The airline said it planned to 
continue operations using planes 
in good mechanical condition.

The Union had demanded a 20 
cent hourly fifth round wage in­
crease. The Union’s last year’s 
contract which expired Dec. 31 
provided hourly wages ranging 
from 02 cents an hour to $2.14 
for the different classifications.

C. R. Smith, president of the 
airline, said the Union’s wage de­
mands were unjustified “in view 
of the declining cost of living.” 
He said the strike was illegal un­
der the railway labor act.

Negotiations between the com. 
pany and the Union broke up at 
midnight when a two month ex 
tension on the contract ran out 
with no agreement in sight.

AND PUT ON DISPLAY

OKLAHOMA CITY, March 1. 
(UP)— Leo the leaping leopard 
will be stuffed and put on di.tplay 
to commemorate the state’s great- 
wild animal hunt, authorities said 
today.

The rebellious, 175-pound jungle 
killer died yesterday of an over 
dose of sleeping pills about 16 
hours following his return to the 
Lincoln park zoo, where he made 
his terrifying escape in an ocro- 
batic leap from a pit last Satur 
day.

He sneaked back to the zoo un. 
der cover of darkness to eat horse- 
meat bait which had been treated 
with narcotics. A zoo guard found 
him groggy about 2 A. M. yester­
day.

night and said he died of an over, 
dose of drugs. The narcotics- 
chloral hydrate and nembutol — 
took unu.sual effect because the 
leopard's lungs had been weaken­
ed, Bowerman said.

He had neen returned to a cage 
by zoo director Julian Frazier, 
who la.s.soed the drugged fugitive.

Roy Roberts, a zoo attendant, 
noticed the leopard wa.s dying 
when he made a routine check 
shortly before dusk yesterday.

He pulled the big cat from the 
iron-bound cratc-cage and pumped 
its legs .several times. The leopard 
died a few minutes later.

Dr. W. D. Bowerman, a veteri­
narian who examined the leopard 
about 4 P. .M. yesterday, .sai 1 he 
was “sick about his death.”

“He was breathing fine when 1 
saw him,” Bowerman said. “ I 
turned him over on his other side 
and he kind of growled -it me. 
I was glad to see he could make 
a noise. I thought he wa,- o^t of

TAIPEI. Formosa, March 1 — I
(U P)—GeneraliMimo Chiang Kai 
Shek resumed the presidency of 
the Chinese Nationali.st Govern­
ment today and confidently predic­
ted the rout of the Communists 
from the Chinese mainland.

Chiang said he had decided to 
end 13 months retirement becau.se 
“at this critical moment 1 cannot 
shirk my responsibility.”

Dre.ssed in the simple uniform of 
a five-star general, Chiang addres- 
.sed government leaders in a small 
auditorium of the government 
headquarters building. No .Ameri­
can or other foreign diplomats 
were present.

Shortly before Chiang spoke, 
the entire Nationalist cabinet 
handed in its resignation. Premier 
Yen Hsi-Shan had announced his 
intention of resigning some time 
ago but was prevented from doing 
so because there was no president 
in Fomio.sa to take the resignation.

Chiang told the Nationalist 
leaders that he had .stepped aside 
in Nanking in January, 1949, to 
permit then vice president Li 
Tsung-Jen to become acting presi­
dent and attempt ta  negotiate 
peace with the (Chinese Commun- 
ist.s.

Chiang said Li’s health also was 
a contributing factor in his decis­
ion to return to the presidency.

Family Seeks 
Mother To Tell 
Her Good News

RENSSELAER, N. Y., .March 1 
(UP) — A needless fear that she 
is dying of cancer kept a mother 
of three children in volunta:y ex­
ile from her family today.

Police in eight states searched 
for Mrs. Helen B. Overlander, 30, 
to tell her that a doctor’i  report 
showed she had no trace of the 
dread disease.

A cancer-phobia preyed so
heavily on her mind that she 
wandered off six days ago rather 
than become a burden to her 
family.

She left while her husband, 
Sherrill, was at work. She gave 
each of her children a toy and 
a goodby kiss. TTiey said her last 
words were: " I’m never coming 
back.” It was believed she took 
about $600 with her.
