T here is constan t conflict and 
b ickering betw een the  Army Kngi- 
neers and the Keclamation Service 
in the  In terio r I>epartm ent, which 
is in charge .of soil and w a ter con­
servation , and hold* a superior 
du ty  over the Kngineer*.

Since the  T rin ity  shoreline t r a ­
verses my farm , I have the a d ­
vantage o f short - rang!* ob.-.ervh- 
tion of the situation , and the  botch 
job  done by the Kngineer*, from  
which I am convinced th a t the en ­
tire  w ater program  should be un- 
ed r the  R eclam ation H ureau, and 
not under the Arm y Kngineers.

I am pa-sslng the  above .sugges­
tions on to  my representative*  in 
Congre.**, and I suggest th a t o th ­
e r citixen* of Texas do the  same, 
and dem and im m ediate action. I 
am convinced th a t we cannot get 
re lief in any o th er way, and we 
m ast act w ithout delay.

BULLET-MARKED WHEEL 
MAY BE FROM PRIVATEER

LONDON, April 26 (U P )— U. 
S. Naval au tho rities *aid today a 
bullet - m arked a ir  plane wheel 
found in the  Baltic Sea could 
have come from the  unarm ed Am­
erican p rivateer th a t disappeared 
with 10 men aboard a f te r  an  a t ­
tack by Soviet a irc ra ft.

They said dimensions o f the 
wheel, fished up in a salmon net 
about 100 miles southw est of Lie- 
paja, I.atvia. fitted  exactly  those 
of the small nose wheel of a pri­
v a teer’s tricycle landing gear.

Small anchor m arking sealed on 
the wheel as.<embly un d er cello­
phane w ere identified by naval 
au thorities as "iden tical with U. S. 
Naval insignia.”

The wheel, its  rim scarred  with 
what Swedish au thorities said look­
ed like bullet m arks, was hauled 
up in a  salmon net by a Swedish 
fishing boat south of the island 
of Gotland yesterday. It was tu rn ­
ed over to Swedish custom s au th ­
orities.

Swedish au thorities said the 
wheel was ltd centim eters in dia­
m eter, exactly the figure  Am eri­
can Naval officials gave fo r the 
small privateed  nose wheel, 36, 
inches.

A ttached was a F irestone tire  
and a shock absorber with an in­
spection p late bearing  m arkings 
in English “ 2.1-8-11M9 tim e tes t."  
A paper strip  under cellophane 
bore the  le ttering  " S c ra f t  Ari* 
P rocurem ent Period” followed by 
the  capital le tte rs  "N TI TY IN 
SP.” A uthorities .--aid the le ttering  
probably was a m anufactu rer's  
code,
