The foundation 
for the Serna house, located on 

Eighth Street a block north of 
Highway 86, has been run. Bol-
ing says it usually takes about 
60 days for a house to he con-
structed after the work begins. 

Entries are now being accept-
ed in the Bull Town Days Queen 
contest, but some rule changes 
will probably be made, Mrs.

Loans for the homes, which 
cost less than $10,000 plus the 
amount of the lot, are handled 

through the FHA office in Far-
well. Bill Boling is county su-
pervisor for FHA. 

Boling says he anticipates 
that as many as 20 or 25 such 

homes may be approved and 
constructed in Bovina under the 
program. In addition to the three loans 

which have been approved, some 
six or eight more are "in the 
mill" now, Boling says, and he 
expects as many as 20 or 25 
applications to be made for 
houses in Bovina. He pointed 
out that the overall total was 
just an estimate on his part. 
"There's no way we can tell 
for sure at this time," he says. 

The program is expected to 
be helpful here in that housing 
is scarce.

Mrs. Cervantez says 
that three such houses have been approved here and loan appli-
cations for several more have been made.

Dissatisfaction exists in one 
of the neighborhoods of newer 
homes in Bovina. This non-
neighborly feeling has existed 
in the area for sometime now. 
Heretofore, it has been kept 
hushed up with maybe only 
an occasional whispered dis-
cussion among some of the peo-
ple in the neighborhood --- es-
pecially the menfolks. 

Even now, the names of those 
involved will not be used in 
order to protect the guilty. 

The deal is that one of the 
homes which is prominently lo-
cated in that general area has 
a beautiful yard. To say that 
the yard is continuously well-
manicured is like saying that 
Dallas is big or that Marilyn 
Monroe was attractive or that 
Parmer County water is wet. 

You would think the neighbors 
would be proud to have their 
homes located in an area with 
such a well-kept beauty spot, 
And some of them may be. 

But then, all of them or not. 
Gratification would be ex-

pected for all the neighbors for 
having their homes located by 
such a nice, neat yard in small-
town America. 

But, as we said in the be-
ginning, the situation is one of 
dissatisfaction, not gratifica-
tion. 

Confided one of the neighbors 
to us; "That yard makes other 
yards around look lousy, in-
cluding mine, and I spent half 
my waking hours working in my 
yard now . . . . only to keep 
this other guy from getting so 
far ahead of me that my wife 
will run me away from home." 

"Living," he went on in not 
these exast words, "wouldbc so 
much more pleasant if that guy 
Just had a semi-nice like most 
people instead of a beautiful, 
completely unblemished one. In 
actuality, my yard looks great, 
but compared to my neighbor's, 
it looks like an unplowed field 
which is in the government pro-
gram. The mental anguish of 
trying to keep my place looking 
just reasonably neat is about to 
drive me out of my mind --- not 
to mention the physical labor 
I'm forced to endure during late 
Spring, all of the Summer and 
early Fall. Man, it's terrible." 

We hated to see such a thing 
happen in Our Town, but it has 
and we know not what to do about 
it except to aid those who are 
dissatisfied in wiching for a 
speedy and long Winter, when 
yard work isn't so important. 

Along this same line, in-
cidentally, we refer you to Wil-
son's Wisdom on page three of 
this week's issue.

A high population of damag-

The wheat harvest for Bovina area farmers is "prac-
tically complete," said Jim Russell, manager of Bovina 
Wheat Growers, Inc. 

"The quality is good, the quantity low," continued Rus-
sell. "The production is less than 50 per cent of what we've 
had in the past." 

Russell said that the harvest should be over hy the middle 
of the week. Wheat prices are a little above average, at 
$1.30 per bushel. 

Russell stated that recent bad weather, except for hail 
south of town, didn't really affect this year's harvest. He 
cited less acreage and the use of wheat for feed as con-
tributing factors. 

A spokesman for Sherley Grain Co. said, however, that 
hail and lay-out were heavy influences of the smaller crop. 
"We've had about 65 per cent of our usual," he said. 

Regarding the higher-than-usual price, he said, "I don't 
know how long it'll stay there: It's a real unsteady market." 

Both men concurred that excellent weather during the har-
vest had helped bring it to a swift close. Both agreed that 
"we'll probatly be through by Wednesday."

They 
were not yet ready to comprehend or accept a God who would 
not be tied down to earth, a God who was beyond the realm 
of the human, a God who was transcendent. 

Today, the same problem exists for those who call them-
selves Christians. We have created a God who is too small. 
We have made God a policeman, the executor of human laws. 
We have made God a babysitter, someone who will protect 
his wayward children no matter what they may do. We have 
made God a president, who will protect this country no 
matter how immoral our foreign or domestic policy may be. 

The first commandment Moses received forbids idol-
atry. Many Christians are in reality idolators, worship-
pers of false gods. This will not do; we must constantly 
re-examine the God whom we worship to make sure that 
we are not worshipping an idol.

his year--getting your cot-
