Atomic Test Explosmn Rocks Las Vegas
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UN Advances
All Along 45
Mile Front

TOKYO, Saturday, Feb. 3 (UP)
—United Nations tanks and infan-
try struck out toward Seoul Fri-
day from newly-captured Anyang,
only nine miles south of the for-
mer South Korean capital, and

» made steady advances all along the

rest of the 45-mile front.

Capture of Anyang brought
Seoul within artillery range for
the first time in the nine-day-old
offensive which Washington sour-
ces said was aimed at driving the
Chinese Communists back across
the 88th Parallel.

An armored task force lashed
out from Anyang at dawn and
edged slowly north toward Seoul |
through deeply-entrenched Reds.

First reports said the stab to-
ward Seoul was met only by small
arms fire from Red groups who
withdrew north after firing only a
few shots at the tanks bearing
down upon them.

Officers said uniforms worn by
the Reds indicated that the screen-
ing force before the South Korean

capital contained both Chinese and |

North Korean soldiers.

Farther east, a French and Am-
ericar regimental combat team of
4,000 men smashed a Communist
encirclement attempt and, with the
help of reinforcements, drove the
shattered Red force north.

The Reds fled under blistering
air attack after a 13-hour battle,
leaving 1,300 bodies to be counted
on the field. Officers estimated
their total casualties in the short
fight at 3,600,

The Red retreat left the Allies
in command of the key Sinchon
salient, 10 miles north of Yoju
and about 37 miles east of Seoul.

The area is on the left flank of
the Chinese lines protecting Seoul
while the United Nations drive
north from Anyang is on the right
flank.

“Sinchon is a critical area, both
to us and to the enemy,” a 10th
Corps spekesman said. ‘“‘He showed
the importance attached to it by
the strength he threy into this
action. We have won an import-
ant point.”

FIVE CONVICTED RAPISTS DIE IN ELECTRIC

CHAIR IN VIRGINIA’S LARGEST EXECUTIONS

~~Four of seven Negroes whose
death sentences for rape created

" an international furor, followed a

doomed white man down the “last
mile” to the electric chair today
in the largest mass execution in
Virginia history.

The white man, George Thomas
Hailey, 25, convicted last July of
raping a schoolgirl and Xilling her
:‘Ith a shotgun, was the first to

e.

Lined up behind him in the red
brick prison located high on a
bluff over the Hames River were
four members of the ‘““Martins-
ville Seven”, a gang of Negroes
who raped a white housewife two
years ago.

In the order in which they went
to their death they were Joe Henry
Hampton, 20; Howard Lee Hair-
ston, 19; Booker T. Millner, 20;
and Frank Hariston, Jr., 19,

Next Monday morning, the death
:‘hlf will el:lm the other three

egroes — James Hairston, 21;
John Clabon Taylor, 22, and Fran-
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The five men were electrocuted
in the order of their convictions.
State law does not permit publi-
cation of any details of executions.
There were 60 volunteer witness-
es, which are limited by law to a
minimum of six and a maximum of
12 at each execution.

A desperate two-year court fight
to save the seven Negroes contin-
ued until a few hours before their
death, although the last real hope
wilted yesterday when a federal
judge refused a plea for another
hearing.

Legal recourse finally was ex-
hausted early today when United
States Chief Justice Fred M. Vin-
son denied stay of execution after
a meeting with defense attorneys
in his Washington, D. C., hotel
apartment.

Tension was high here in the
last stages of the battle to fore-
stall the executions. Armed guards
kept watch over the governor, who
had repeatedly rejected pleas to
commute the death sentences.

The Negroes were convieted of
raping Mrs. Ruby Stroud, wife of
a Martinsville, Va., department
store manager, when she went into

e

the Negro section on January 8,
1949, to collect for some clothing
she had sold. .

They confessed the crime in six
separate trials in May, 1949, and
said they had been drinking. Con-
viction was followed by a series
of appeals which twice took the
case to the state supreme court
and to the United States Supreme
Court, which refused to review it.

Gov. John Battle, who had been
bombarded with telegrams and
cablegrams from all over the world
issued his final denial of clemency
last night.

“Every possible opportunity has
been afforded for the presenta-
tion to the highest court of the
land every phase of these cases,
and there is no reason for further
staying the executions,” he said.

Battle, who had been particul-
arly vilified in messages from Mos-

cow and Peiping, deplored the “ut- |

terly false” propaganda about the
trials. He said the Communist Dai-
ly Worker in New York and the
Civil Rights Congress had co-
sponsored the “attempted pressure
~for no other purpose than to
foment ill feeling between the
races.”

are being used to study the cur-
rents of the Gulf of Mexico.
Please remove plastic and fill in
blank spaces. Mail every card you
find No postage needed in United
States, In return you will be told
the time and place of their re-
lease. Thank you.”

Sportsmen residing in coastal
areas can help by cooporation on
this project. It is expected that
the red tide investigations of the
fish and wildlife service will be
benefited greatly by these cards.
