TO THE PEOPLE OF TEXAS

Tidelands was a move which could have deprived your 
children of ample education.

But the people of Texas will not neglect the education of 
their young. Therefore we must pay more and higher tax­
es to replace the money taken from the school fund by the 
power mad Administration in Washington. The people of 
Texas must become arroused if they expect to regain own­
ership or even a small portion of the interest they right­
fully own and once tield in their Tidelands.

Texas has the full claim that any other state has to her 
surmergod lands and in addition holds and “agreement of 
annexation”. This agreement had the effect of a treaty and 
was a doefrument of a "meeting of the minds of the people 
of two scfx'ratc independent nations”. Texas joined the 
union under the condition that she retain all tidelands.

P'or years this was not questioned and all money derriv-i 
ed from those lands and the oil leases of these lands were' 
put in a school fund. Therefore Texas has always paid 
smaller school taxes than any other state. She has been 
able to have more state supported schools and to educate 
more of her youth.

The Federal Government envied those lands for many 
years hut always before knew that a treaty signed by re­
presentatives of the United States should not be broken.

The soils scien­
tist diagnosis the rase; the plant scientist ran then write a sensible pres- 
rription.
Ask your county agent how to get a soil analysis; have it made long 
enough before planting time to get the right fertilizers for each crop. 
Let’s keep the land productive.
